Mayor Jim Griffin presided at a Regular Meeting of the Common Council of the
City of Stoughton, Dane County, Wisconsin, held in the Council Chambers, Public
Safety Building, on Tuesday, May 12, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

City Clerk Alme called the roll and the following Alderpersons were present:
Carter, Christianson, Chenoweth, Jenson, Lawrence, McKichan, Odland, Scovotti,
Swangstu, Tone and Weiss. '

Communications: Mayor Griffin thanked all that participated in the Nurse’s food
drive.

Public Comment Period: None.

Alderperson Lawrence requested that item ¢ be removed from the consent
agenda. Alderperson McKichan requested that item i be removed from the consent
agenda.

Moved by Lawrence, seconded by Tone, to approve the following consent
agenda items as presented: the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of April 28,
2009; the following reports: Seniors In Need (4), Personnel Committee, Arts Council,
Utilities Committee & Utilities Reports, Public Safety Committee, Police & Fire

to adopt the Policy on Reviewing Position Descriptions and/or Wage Scales; Public
Safety Committee’s recommendation to grant Operator’s Licenses to Keith Toman,
Sarah Frank and Mandy Kenyon; Public Safety Committee’s recommendation to grant a
Reserve “Class B” Alcohol and Beer license to Pugsly’s Beverage, Robert Crockett,
agent, dba Stella & Pugsly’s Speakeasy at 515 East Main Street and approve outdoor
alcohol consumption permit; Public Safety Committee’s recommendation to approve an
outdoor event at Stella & Pugsly’s Speakeasy on May 16, 2009 with the listed
contingencies; Public Safety Committee’s recommendation to approve the appointment

Moved by McKichan, seconded by Carter, to approve an outdoor consumption
permit for the American Legion Post 59 at 803 N. Page Street and require that the
American Legion work with staff to better define the outdoor area through the final
application. Motion carried unanimously by acclamation with Alderperson Swangstu
abstaining.

Mayor Griffin closed the regular meeting and opened a public hearing to
consider the intent to exercise special assessment powers for the improvement of
replacement sidewalk on various streets within the City of Stoughton.

Christa Westerberg, 333 W. McKinley Street, spoke in opposition of the sidewalk
replacement project and asked that there be stringent oversight of the contractor on this
project. Christa Finch, 325 W. McKinley Street, registered in opposition of the sidewalk
replacement project.

There being no other appearances, Mayor Griffin closed the public hearing and
opened the meeting for the regular course of business.

Moved by Carter, seconded by Scovotti, to table adoption of a final resolution
authorizing improvements and levying special assessments against benefitted property
in the City of Stoughton for the improvements of new sidewalk on various streets within
the City of Stoughton and refer it to the Public Works Committee. Motion carried 7-4 on
roll call with Alderpersons Christianson, Jenson, Lawrence and Tone voting noe.

Moved by Chenoweth, seconded by Lawrence, to vote by paper ballot in regards
to the Alderperson appointment and sign your name to the ballot. Motion carried 7-4 on
roll call with Alderpersons Jenson, Scovotti, Tone and Weiss voting noe.

Mr. Steve Ziebell, Mr. Eric Hohol and Mr. Alan Staats were interviewed by the
Common Council for the vacant seat of Alderperson in the Fourth Aldermanic District.
Mr. Eric Olstad’s answers to the questions were read by City Attorney Roethe as he
was unable to attend the meeting.

A paper ballot was taken for the appointment of Alderperson in the Fourth
Aldermanic District. The ballots were read aloud and the vote was as follows: Mr. Eric
Olstad received six (6) votes from Alderpersons Carter, Christianson, McKichan,
Scovotti, Swangstu and Tone; Mr. Eric Hohol received four (4) votes from Alderpersons
Jenson, Lawrence, Odland and Weiss; and Mr. Alan Staats received one (1) vote from
Alderperson Chenoweth. Mr. Eric Olstad received the majority of the votes.

Due to Mr. Olstad not being in attendance, the oath of office will be administered
at the May 26, 2009 Council Meeting.

Steve McKeever requests site plan approval to allow installation of an aluminum
can recycling vending machine at 1415 US Highway 51-138, Asleson’s True
Value Hardware.

Scheel explained the request. Steve McKeever was available for questions.

Motion by Swangstu to approve the site plan conditioned on the staff review letter
dated April 13, 2009, seconded by Christianson. Motion carried 7 - 0.

Sonny Swangstu representing the American Legion, 803 N. Page Street requests
site plan approval to install outdoor horseshoe pits including an area for
spectators.

Swangstu gave an overview of the proposed site plan and explained the intent of the
request. Scheel stated that he found that there are distance requirements for alcohol
consumption from residential buildings. Scheel explained that the Planning
Commission typically has not reviewed requests that include alcohol consumption.
Scheel also highlighted that the American Legion Post owns the two parcels in
question, but they are not combined into one parcel.

If necessary McKichan stated that this request will go back to the Public Safety
Committee to review the 50-foot requirement for outdoor consumption of alcohol from
a residential building.

While, historically, marketing is
not our strength, as a whole, the senior center model is quite remarkable when you think of all
the preventative services and programs they provide the community at a relatively low cost. We
are fortunate for the time, talent and energy our volunteers give. And this workshop gave me
some ideas on how we may better tap into more individuals’ strengths.

Kelly Janda, Case Manager

I just helped a gentleman over the past month with the serious problem of losing his health
insurance through his employer. The gentle man was on Family Medical leave. The medical
Jeave expired and the person was still too sick to go to work and lost the medical insurance at the
height of his health crisis. Coverage loss included all medication coverage. Seniors in Need
helped him with a month of medication. The client was a veteran and after I explained the
urgency of the person’s situation, the VA “fast-tracked” his VA application so he could get VA-
covered medication. He received medication from the VA within three days of applying due to
how serious his health issues were! I connected the person to Dean Care Gold which he received
by 5/1/09. The illness, unfortunately, took this gentleman’s life a short time ago; but the
community and the needed agencies came through very quickly when help was needed.

Shopping, planning and coordinating the Syttende Mai event fundraiser is in full swing. Many
details to be worked out, but things are coming together nicely. It is a lot of work but thanks to a
core of wonderful volunteers and staff support it becomes a fun week-end for all.

My Case Management hours have been monopolized recently by three very difficult cases that
deal with financial abuse of an elderly man by his drug addicted granddaughter, a husband &
wife who can’t manage to get along for any length of time & there are allegations of abuse &
lastly, there is a client who frequently utilizes emergency services, but there are questions as to
whether he needs to. My role is to coordinate services & improve communication between
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various agencies who are dealing with these very challenging situations. I am thankful for our
resources here in Stoughton & Dane County that assist in problem resolution with clients who are
particularly challenging.

Rachael Thompson, Case Manager

Our seniors in Need fund becomes more and more necessary everyday with the downturn of the
economy. We are dealing with people loosing their jobs and not being able to find one. People
call us who do not qualify for help with medical bills because they are not legally disabled or 65
years old. When they loose their jobs they loose their benefits. Medical bills are expensive as are
the medications that often go with them.

Recently I have been helping an individual who cannot do without her medications but looses her
health benefits this month because her husband has lost his job. She is unable to work. SNF is
going to help with medications until she can get established with the Patient Assistance
Prescription program where she can get medications through the pharmaceutical companies for
low income people. We will try to get disability benefits for her of which she can then apply for
Medical Assistance and get Medicare in two years from the date of being declared disabled.

Dear Mr.Jenson,

My husband Todd and I talked to you some time last year about a Kwik Trip West issue and was wondering if you could help
us out with a couple other issues. The first issue deals with parking. We live on S. Monroe St. and our side of the street is
supposed to be no parking. In the last 6 years that we have lived here people have been parking in front of our house on a
daily basis. We have experienced delivery trucks, city vehicles, semi's, cars, boats, you name it. Some of the vehicles are
parked bere for short periods of time and some for long. For example, yesterday afternoon a concrete truck was parked for
over 1 1\2 hours, sometimes we even get diesel trucks in the middle of the night idling in front of our house while they are
eating at Kwik Trip across the street. All of the people who park there are customers of either the Kwik Trip or Citgo gas
stations. All of this illegal parking is getting annoying at the least. Irecently called the police department about the matter
and they said they would try to pay attention to the area a little more but that I was supposed to call them every time some
one parked there. Irealistically am not going to call them every single time someone parks there. I would be having to call
several times through out the day and quite frankly don't want to and don't feel like I should have to. I was wondering if
there is some other solution that might help. If our side of the street is to be no parking then maybe the curbs should be
painted yellow to indicate no parking. On the other hand, if our side of the street is open to parking then it would be nice if
the city would let us know so that we and our guests can park our cars on the street.

Second, and more importantly, we were wondering if you would be able to find out what Kwik Trip's plans are for expansion.
So far we heard that they were expanding into the lot next door to add more parking but that they were also going to be trying
to acquire more land for further expansion. What we're worried about is expansion for what? We're hoping it is not anything
such as adding diesel pumps and space to park semi's or the sort. Without large trucks, how much more parking would they
need? Something like this would add more nightly noise and traffic in a residential neighborhood. Being the 24 hour Kwik
Trip, we wouldn't want to hear diesel trucks idling throughout the night. Any information would be greatly appreciated
including whether current zoning would allow such a use in that location. If zoning does currently allow such a use, I would
ask that you pursue changes before it becomes to late. Thank you for your time on these matters and if you need any other
information please let us know.
