1. Call to order. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Griffin at 6:00 pm.

2. Public hearing to repeal and recreate the City’s Zoning Ordinance and Land
Division Ordinance.
Mike Slavney of Vandewalle and Associates gave an overview of the proposed
ordinances. Scheel explained that an amendment is necessary to the land division
ordinance to include the updated impact fees.

Mayor Griffin opened the public hearing.
No one registered to speak.
Mayor Griffin closed the public hearing.

Christianson questioned the exurban residential zoning. Scheel stated that this new
zoning class is within the City of Stoughton. Slavney noted that the exurban district is
typically for homes with 3 car garages. Griffin questioned how the zoning code will
affect lot density. Scheel discussed how the zoning code will allow the city to meet
the goals set out in the comprehensive plan and that Urban Service Area
Amendments are another tool used to control density. Griffin questioned whether the
zoning map will take density into account. Slavney stated that the main focus while
creating the new map is to minimize nonconforming uses and lots. Comstock
questioned how the new zoning code will affect annexations.

The Committee reviewed a citation issued to Mr. Chris Hull owner of Never Mind in regards
to his Class “B” Beer and Liquor License renewal. Moved by McKichan, seconded by
Scovotti to recommend approval of the license renewal. Carried unanimously.

Application for a “Class B” Beer & Liquor License: Purple Ocean LLC, Robert Viets,
Agent dba Cully’s Cocktail Lounge located at 210&214 Water Street: Moved by
Scovotti, seconded by McKichan to recommend Council grant a “Class B” Beer & Liquor
License to Purple Ocean LLC, Robert Veits, Agent, dba Cully’s Cocktail Lounge contingent
upon no delinquent fines or fees due to the City. (James P. Culligan is surrendering his
license liquor license for this premise.) Carried unanimously.

Dane County Hazard Mitigation Update: Police Chief Pat O’Connor: Approximately 5 years ago
the City of Stoughton participated in and adopted the Hazard Mitigation plan for Dane County. Our
participation helps qualify us for FEMA grants as a result of a natural disaster. Periodically, every 5
years, we need to review and update our plan. The review/update is coordinated through Dane
County Emergency Government and our team consisting of Cathy Rigdon, Marty Lamers and myself.
The most important changes are the city deciding to fix the dam and taking steps to mitigate the
retention pond flooding in the Virgin Lake area.

Request for placing a “Slow Children at Play” sign on Nygaard Street across from the Taco Bell:
I have reviewed this request along with the city’s sign placement policy. This policy states that
warning or informational signs should be considered when there is an indicator that an unusual or
unique condition exists in the area. The use of signs should be limited unless deemed essential, so as
not to dilute their effectiveness. Traffic Engineering reports indicate that traffic control and waming
signs are not effective at slowing traffic, and should therefore not be placed for this sole purpose (Ref.
WI AAA Study). In reviewing the area, although I’m sure there is more traffic volume I don’t see this
as a unusual or unique situation as the area is readily identifiable as residential & children would be
present. There was not a significant accident history in this location.

Request for placing a 3-way stop sign at the intersection of Milwaukee Street and S. Van Buren
Street: My understanding is the purpose of the this request is to slow down vehicles coming into the
city. In reviewing the sign placement policy Van Buren Street is designated as a through street and is
designed to keep traffic flowing. In reviewing the accident data there does not appear to be a
significant accident history at this location. Additionally, the placement of stop signs to control
speeds has been shown not to be effective. It should be noted that Milwaukee Street is also a through
street and at such time it goes through the 4 way stop should be reconsidered. Today I’'m not
recommending a 3 way stop but instead use of other speed control measures should be used.

Bella Roma Qutdoor Consumption Permit: It would appear that this request is not in line with
ordinance 14-40(k)(6). The ordinance limits the outdoor area to no more than 50 percent of the gross
floor area of the adjoining licensed premises. Additionally, the ordinance prohibits amplified sound
or music within the outdoor area of the licensed premises. My assumption is the band area will
include amplified music.

City of Stoughton Annex

Community Profile

The City of Stoughton is located in southeastern Dane County, along U.S. Highway 51, State
Trunk Highway 138 and County Trunk Highways B and N. The City is located approximately
10 miles southeast of Madison. The City shares borders with the Towns of Dunkirk,
Pleasant Springs and Rutland. The Town of Dunn is located to the northwest. Land uses in
the City are predominantly residential. According to the United States Census Bureau, the
City of Stoughton has a total area of 4.1 square miles, 4.0 square miles of it is land and 0.1
square miles is water. The total area is 3.41% water.

Stoughton, founded in the mid-1800s, is a City with significant historical and cultural
significance as a Norwegian community. It is lined with old homes and accessible by a main
street of historic storefronts that travels through a vibrant downtown.

Stoughton’s population has doubled over the past thirty years. The City experienced its
most rapid rate of population growth during the 1990s. According to U.S. Census data, the
City grew from 8,786 residents in 1990 to 12,354 residents in 2000, which representsa
40.6 percent increase. Dane County as a whole grew by about 16 percent during the past
decade. As of the 2000 Census, there are 12,354 people, 4,734 households, and 3,185
families residing in the City of Stoughton. The population density is 3,116.6 square miles.
There are 4,890 housing units at an average density of 1,233.6 square miles. The
estimated 2007 population by the U.S. Census Bureau for City of Stoughton was 12,888
people.

There are 4,734 households out of which 37.5% have children under the age of 18 living
with them, 26.6% of all households are made up of individuals and 11.6% have someone
living alone who is 65 years of age or older. The average household size is 2.52 and the
average family size is 3.06. In the City of Stoughton, the population is spread out with
28.3% under the age of 18, 6.4% from ages 18 to 24, 32.6% ages 25 to 44, 18.4% ages
45 to 64, and 14.3% who are 65 years of age or older. The median age is 35 years. 4.9% of
the population speaks a language other than English at home and 16.6% of the population
(above the age of 5) is disabled.

The median income for a household in the City of Stoughton is $47,633 and the median
income for a family is $58,543. The per capita income for the City of Stoughton is $21,023.
5.0% of the population and 3.1% of families are below the poverty line. Out of the total
people living in poverty, 5.9% are under the age of 18 and 7.2% are 65 or older. 88.5% of
the population has at least a high school degree, while 27.7% of the population holds at
least a bachelor’s level degree.

Other information was available from the Census for a 3-year estimate on inflation rates to
2007. Since these were estimates they were not used. Census information will be available
following the 2010 Census.

Farming and agricultural activities have played a critical role in propelling Stoughton’s
historic development as a location for milling, tobacco warehousing, manufacturing and
commerce for the surrounding countryside. Farming remains the dominate land use in the
towns that surround Stoughton. Farm commaodities produced in the planning area include
beef, dairy, hogs, corn, tobacco, oats, alfaifa, soybeans, and canning crops.

The City of Stoughton is predominately a single-family development area, with nearly 820
acres of its total land area dedicated for such use. The density of single-family development
ranges from two to three homes per gross acre and is served by sanitary sewer and water.
Most of the older single-family residential development and relatively small lots is located
around the downtown area on both sides of the river. Several properties in these
neighborhoods are included in the City's designated historic districts.

See the City of Stoughton’s comprehensive plan for more detailed description of this City.
Hazard Identification and Risk Assessment

A hazard identification and vulnerability analysis was completed for the City of Stoughton
using the same methodology demonstrated in the Dane County Hazard Mitigation Plan
Update. The information was collected through a Data Collection Guide, which was
distributed to each participating municipality to complete. The Data Collection Guide for the
City of Stoughton was submitted by Mr. Pat O Connor, Police Department

The first step in a hazard analysis is to identify which hazards the community is vulnerable
to. Table 1 outlines the hazard identification for the City of Stoughton based on the Data
Collection Guide issued in 2008. The Data Collection Guide listed all of the hazards that
could impact anywhere in Dane County. The purpose of this worksheet was to identify and
rank the hazards and vulnerabilities specific to the jurisdiction. The City of Stoughton’s
planning team members were asked to complete the matrix by ranking each category on a
scale of O to 3 based on the experience and perspective of each planning team member. A
ranking of 0 indicated “no concern” while a ranking of 3 indicated “highest concern”. This
matrix appears as Table 1. This matrix reflects the significance of the hazards relative to
one another. The City of Stoughton only completed the two additional hazard considerations
profiled in the 2009 update. This additional information indicates that the risk subsidence is
considered negligible to the City, while flood received a rating of '9’. Otherwise the hazard
risk is similar to that portrayed in the county’s vulnerability summary.

Previous Hazard Events

The Data Collection Guide also asked the City of Stoughton to collect historic hazard events
to include in the community profile. These events have been incorporated into the
appropriate hazard chapters in the main mitigation plan. These events had a particular
impact on the community beyond the impacts and events recorded in the Dane County
Hazard Mitigation Plan. This is not a comprehensive summary of past incidents, as the
hazard profiles collected in the main Mitigation Plan include other events that may have
historically impacted the jurisdiction. The events noted by this jurisdiction in the Data
Collection Guide include:

Tornado: August 2005

A Class 3 tornado cut a 10-mile path across rural subdivisions and farms north of
Stoughton, killing one person and damaging hundreds of homes. The City of Stoughton had
limited damage. More damage was done to the surrounding townships. The City of
Stoughton provided a significant portion of the response. Approximate property damage for
the City was $106,000. Additionally, the Stoughton electric company suffered
approximately $2,000,000 in damage. The City of Stoughton received $55,095 in FEMA
funds. The City of Stoughton planning members feel such an event is very likely to occur
again.

Tornado: June 2008

A Class 1 tornado went through the City of Stoughton causing approximately $409,000 in
property damage. No FEMA funds were received. The Clty of Stoughton planning members
feel such an event is very likely to occur again.

Retention Pond Flooding: Summer 2007 and 2008

Flooding of the retention pond in the Virgin Lake Area caused fiooding in neighboring
properties. No FEMA funds were received. The City of Stoughton planning members feel
such an event is very likely to occur.

Flood: June 2008

Flooding in the City of Stoughton caused some damage to the City. The event occurred in
various areas of the City. The City of Stoughton received FEMA funds to help recover from
the hazard. The City of Stoughton planning members feel such an event is very likely to
occur again.

Winter Storm: February 5-6 2008

Record snow fall affected the entire City of Stoughton during early February of 2008. The
snow resulted in delays and closures along roadways, and in schools and businesses. The
City of Stoughton received FEMA funds to help cover the expenses of salt/sand, labor and
maintenance of vehicles used to remove the snow. The City of Stoughton planning
members feel such an event is very likely to occur again
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
