Subject: Amundson Park Superfund Landfill - Restrictive Covenants


The Consent Decree executed in 1997 included Restrictive Covenants (limiting use of the
property) required to be filed by the City. EPA is actively pursuing resolution to this issue and
has provided the City with a version that "reflects the most recent statutory developments and is
being used by EPA for all Wisconsin Superfund sites which require restrictions on property."


City Attorney Dregne has reviewed this document and found there to be many differences from
the versions found in the Consent Decree. Attached you will find a summary of his review and
options to proceed.


Mayor Griffin, Finance Director Sullivan and I recommend that we work to have the current
version of the restrictions filed however; we are seeking your input prior to proceeding. Even
using this least involved path it appears we will need to prepare and confirm the required legal
description and a title search or title commitment for the restricted property.

DECLARATION OF RESTRICTTVE COVENA¡ITS


This Environmental Protection Easement and Decla¡ation of Restrictive
Covenants is made this _ day of 20-, by and between the CITY OF

WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, Grantor is the owner of a parcel of land located in the County of
Dane, State of Wisconsin, more particularly described on Exhibit A. attached hereto and made a


part hereof (the "Property");


WHEREAS, the Property is part of the City of Stoughton Landfill Superñrnd Site
("Site"), which the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency ("EPA'), pursuant to Section 105 of
the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and LiabilityAct ("CERCL^"),42
U.S.C. S 9605, placed on the National Priorities List, set forth at 40 C.F.R. Part 300, Appendix
B, bypublication in the Federal Register on September 18, 1985;


TWHEREAS, in a Record of Decision dated September 30, 1991, and an


Explanation of Signiñcant Differences dated February 1996 (the "ROD"), the EPA Region Five
(5) Regional Adminishator selected a "remedial action" for the Site, which provides, in part for
the following actions: excavation of wastes outside the area of main waste disposal and
placement of these materials under a landfill cap; placement of a solid waste landfill cover (cap)


system over the waste disposal area; placement of a fence around the cap, or slightþ within the


edges of the cap; land use restrictions to prevent the installation of drinking'ù/ater wells within
1200 feet of the Property boundary and to prevent residential development of the Property; long
term groundwater monitoring; exEaction and treab¡ent of groundwater if necessary.


The remedial action has been implemented at the Site;

monitoring the rernedíal action; and 2) to impose on the Properlyuse restrictions as covenants
that will run with the land for the purpose of protecting human health and the environment;


WHEREAS, Grantor wishes to cooperate fully with lqthe Grantee in the
implementation of all response actions at the Site;


WHEREAS, the Grantor and Grantee intend that the provisions of this
Environmental Protection Easement and Declaration of Restrictive Covenants also be for the
benefit of the United States, a third party beneficiary; and


WHEREAS, the Grantee, Wisconsin Departrnent of Natural Resources, is
acquiring this interest pursuant to s.292.31,(7), Wís. Stat.


NOW, TIIEREFORE:


1. Grant: Grantor, on behalf of itselt its successors;Èád assigns, in consideration of
fthe remedial action performed at the Site by the Grantee arñffe EPA under the Consent Decree
in the case of United States and State of 'Wisconsin v. City gfstoughton, United States Dishict
Court for the Western Dishict of Wisconsin. Docket No. -887, does hereby covenant and
declare that the Property shall be subject to the restrictigfs on use set forth below, and does give,
grant anr! cogvey to the Grantee, and its assigns, wi 1) the


oenforcesaiduserestrictions,and2)-ffinmentalprotectioneasementof
iland character, and for the purposes hereinafter set forth, with respect to the Properly.


2. Purpose: It is the purpose of this inskument to convey to the Grantee real
properlyrights, which will run with the land, to facilitate remediation ofpast environmental
contamination and to protect human health and the environment by reducing the risk of exposure
to contarninants. It is also the purpose of this instrument that the EPA and its successors and
assigns as Third Party Beneficiary shall have the right to enforce the terms of this instrument.


3. Third Pa4v Beneficiary: Grantor on behalf of itself and its successors, hansferees,
and assigns and the Grantee on behalf of itself and its successors, transferees, and assigns hereby
agree that the EPA and its successors and assigns shall be the Third Party Beneficiary under this
instrument.


4. Restrictions on use: The following covenants, conditions, and restrictions apply
to the use of tn" ftoffi, **ittt the land for the benefit of the Grantee and are binding upãn
the Grantor including its successors, transferees, assigns or other persons acquiring an interest in
the Properfy and their authorized agents, employees, or persons acting under their direction and


conhol.


a. No water wells, other than monitoring wells, shall be located on the Property.
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b. Grantor shall not use the Property or take any action at the Property that may interfere
with the performance of remedial work required by the Consent Decree or the Record of
Decision.


c. Grantor shall not take any activþ on the Properfy which may damage or impair the
effectiveness of anyremedial action component constn¡cted for or installed pursuant to the
Consent Decree or the Record of Decision.


d. No buildings, wells, pipes, roads, ditches or any other structures shall be installed,
constructed, removed or used within the area which is both (i) located on the Properly and (ii)
within the fence installed pursuant to the Record of Decision, except as approved by the EPA as
consistent with the Consent Decree and the Record of Decision.


e. There shall be no recreational use of the Property within the fence installed pursuant to
the ROD.


f. There shall be no residential use of the Property.


5. Modification of resfictions: Any request for modification or rescission of this
instrument shall be made to the Grantee and the EPA at the address givenbelow. This
ínstrument may be modified or rescinded only with the prior written approval of the EPA and
the Grantee . Grantor on behalf of it's successors, hansferees, assigns or other persons acquiring
an interest in the Property agrees to file any EPA approved and WDNR approved modification to
or rescission of this Environmental Protection Easement and Declaration sf Restrictive
Covenants with the appropriate Registrar of Deeds and a certified copy shall be returned to the
EPA and the Grantee at the addresses listed below.


6. Environmental Protection Easement: Grantor hereby grants to the Grantee for its
use an irrevocable, permanent and continuing right of access at all reasonable times to the
Property for purposes of:


a) Implementing, operating and maintaining the response actions in the ROD,
including but not limited to those actions generally described herein;


b) Veriffing any data or information submitted to EPA or the State of Wisconsin;


Veriffing that no action is being taken on the Property in violation of the terms of
this instrument or of any federal or state environmental laws or regulations;


Monitoring response actions on the Site and conducting investigations relating to
contamination on or near the Site, including, without limitation, sampling of air,
water, sediments, soils, and specifically, without limitation, obtaining split or
duplicate samples;

Conducting periodic reviews of the remedial action, including but not limited to,


reviews required by applicable statutes and/or regulations; and


Implementing additional or new response actions that the EPA determines i) that


such actions are necessary to protect public health or the environment because


either the original remedial action has proven to be ineffective or because new
technologyhas been developed which will accomplish the purposes of the


remedial action in a significantþ more efficient or cost effective manner; and ii)
will not impose any significantly greater burden on the Property or unduly
interfere with the then existing uses of the Properfy.


7. Reserved riehts of Grantor: Grantor hereby reserves unto itself, its successors,


and assigns, all rights and privileges in and to the use of the Property which are not incompatible
with the restrictions, rights and easements granted herein.


8. bPA En!r.v. Access. and Response Authoriqv: Nothing in this document shall
limit or otherwise affect EPA's rights of entry and access or EPA's authority to take response - ,


actions under CERCLA, the NCP, or other federal law. The Grantor and Grantee consent to I tlu* '
officers, employees, contTactors, and authorized representatives of the EPA entering and having I f) #
continued access to this properfy for the purposes described in paragraph 6. )
9. No Public Access and Use: No right of access or use by the general public to any


portion of the Properfy is conveyed by this instrument.


10. Notice requirement: Grantor agrees to include in any future instrument
conveying any interest in any portion of the Property, including but not limited to deeds, leases


and mortgages, a notice which is in substantially the following form:
