1. CALL TO ORDER:  Alan Hedstrom called the meeting to order at 7:35 P.M. 

2. New Members:  Alan will talk to Kathleen Chenoweth.

3. Landmark nomination: Joe DeRose looked at the nomination for designating the Lenz house at 118 N. Page Street.  He wanted to know if the gazebo is original to the house; it is.

Alan will contact city hall staff about notifying nearby residents and putting a notice about the public hearing regarding the proposed designation in the next issue of The Hub.  The public hearing will take place during the next Commission meeting on September 7 at 7:30 P.M.

4. W.H. Linderud display: 

We need a caption for the Linderud display explaining the story behind the collection and giving the Linderud’s recognition for their generosity in sharing their photographs with the Commission.  Jeanne will look into this.
Art would like us to find a permanent home for the negatives.  The Stoughton Historical Society museum was suggested.  Alan or Art will discuss this possibility with Naomi to see if they are interested and if they have an appropriate storage facility. 

5.  2010 Historic Preservation Award:  

All commission members are asked to vote on the three nominated properties via email to Alan by August 15 .

6. Low Interest Loans for historic renovation/preservation:  Deferred until Kurt is in attendance.

7. Renovation/Repairs to the Stoughton City Power Plant #1, which is a local landmark.  Greg will keep us abreast of unfolding plans for the structure.

8. Historic Preservation Conference:  The upcoming conference in Lake Geneva for October 15-16 was discussed.  Jeannie moved that the Commission fund early bird lodging (approx $70) and registration (approx. $90), and also transportation costs per person for up to four commission members to attend this conference.  Kathleen seconded the motion and it carried. Anyone interested should register as soon as possible and make reservations and keep receipts for reimbursement purposes. 
9. New Projects:  Kathleen suggested that we consider putting together a small book on the history of Stoughton.  She will bring examples of similar books to the next meeting.
