1. CALL TO ORDER:  Alan Hedstrom called the meeting to order at 7:35 P.M. 

2. Minutes:  Greg moved to approve the August minutes, Elizabeth seconded, motion carried.

3. Local Landmark Designation for 118 North Page Street, Stoughton, WI:

Greg indicated that City council will likely take this up in their next consent agenda.

4. Historic Preservation Conference in Lake Geneva 10/15 – 10/16:

Alan and Kathleen will attend the conference.  Janet Hedstrom will attend the Friday portion of the conference.

5. W.H. Linderud Collection:

Art drafted an agreement that was signed by the Linderud family and Dave Kalland of the Stoughton Historical Society indicating that the negatives are now in the Historical Society’s possession with understanding of recognition given to the Linderud family. 

The Commission plans to change the photo display in the library to another set of Linderud photos before Thanksgiving.

7. 2010 Historic Preservation Award for 516 South Madison Street:  

Tabled until Kurt is present

8. Low Interest Loans for historic renovation/preservation: Tabled until Kurt is present

9. New members: Alan will contact Kathleen Chenoweth regarding her interest.

10. Book on Stoughton history:  Deferred until Kathleen is in attendance.

11. Renovation/Repairs to the Power Plant Landmark:  Baker Tilly is interested in renovating the facility and the tailrace and then converting it into a hydropower facility.  They will work in partnership with Ries since he already has permits, etc. on the property.  They plan to spent $2 to 3 million on the project and are hoping for a grant of $600,000 to 900,000.  To be eligible for the grant, significant work must commence before the end of the year.  Alan will follow up with personnel on the project regarding the Commission’s role in the renovations.

12. Elizabeth enquired about the 5th Street area and it’s suitability for designation as a local historic district.  Due to the inconsistency of the area, the Wisconsin Historical Society could not recommend it as an eligible district to be added to the National Register of Historic Places. Inconsistency is also an issue for local designation as a district, although there are a number of individual properties that would likely be eligible.  Elizabeth will pursue the possibility of designating individual houses in the area and designing a walking tour showcasing the historically significant properties in the 5th Street area.

13.  ADJOURNMENT:  Greg moved that the meeting be adjourned: seconded by Elizabeth, and carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10 P.M.
