Meeting Minutes

MEMBERS PRESENT: Alan Hedstrom, Elizabeth Boone, Debbi Harris, and Tom Majewski

MEMBERS ABSENT: Kurt Byfield, Art Wendt, Greg Jenson, and Kathleen Kelly.

1. CALL TO ORDER:  Alan Hedstrom called the meeting to order at 7:35 P.M. 

2. Minutes:  Tom moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Elizabeth seconded; motion carried.

3. Local landmark nominations:  Several homes were discussed as possible nominations.  These include the Luke Stoughton home (516 S. Page St) and the farmhouse on the 1000 block of N Page that is north of King Electric (1030 N. Page Street)

Peggy suggested that we use the existing historic homes inventory as a source of possible homes as well.  Alan will get a copy of this for the commission.

4. W.H. Linderud Collection:  Art did a Powerpoint presentation about Linderud and selected photos for the Senior Center last month.  Debbie proposed having him do a similar presentation at the library one evening in May as part of Historic Preservation Month.  Alan will discuss this with Art and, if he is open to the idea, Debbi will speak to the library director.  

5. 2010 Historic Preservation Award for 516 South Madison Street

Kurt has taken the photo.  Elizabeth will talk to Jeannie Dunbar to find about how the photo has been framed and the presentation coordinated in the past.

6. New member suggestions:  John Morgan and Peggy Verigen are weighing whether they would be willing to be considered as mayoral appointments to the commission. Peggy attended the meeting and told us about her extensive background in historic preservation.

7.  Local History Book:  Tabled until Kathleen is present.

8. Walking tour of the 5th Street area:  Several houses in the area already have local landmark designations or are on the National Register. Elizabeth is identifying and taking photos of these properties.  They are: 101 S. Fifth, 111 S. Fifth, 327 E. Washington, 126 E. Washington, and the 1892 High School.  Elizabeth is also designing a walking tour of the area.  When this project is further along, the commission may approach Dane County Cultural Affairs Commission for a matching grant to print brochures that are similar to the ones for our existing walking tours.   

9. Oral history, other projects:  Obtaining WAHPC membership was discussed.  The annual fee is $40 for group membership.  After discussion, Debbi moved that the Commission purchase membership, Elizabeth seconded, and the motion carried.

10. Future agenda items: The group was reminded to bring nominations for the 2011 Historic Preservation Award to the next meeting.  We should also consider joining the National Alliance of Preservation Commissions (NAPC).  The cost is $80 per year.  

12.  ADJOURNMENT:  Tom moved that the meeting be adjourned: seconded by Elizabeth, and carried.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05 P.M.
