1. Call to Order 

Meeting called to order by Swangstu at 6:00 PM. 
2. Approval of Minutes for April 7, 2009

Motion by Chenoweth, seconded by Lawrence, to approve the minutes from July 20, 2009. Motion passed 3-0.
3. Communications
Chenoweth suggested a softer light at the Memory Garden. The current bulb is too bright for the neighborhood.  Lawrence suggested promoting the August projects at the next Council meeting.

4. Scoreboards
Swangstu was able to get two used scoreboards that are similar to the type used at Racetrack Park. The price including transportation from Indiana was is $600. Installation would include beams from Zalk Joseph for $1140. Electrical installation can be done with volunteers for less than $300. These boards go for about $5000 each new. They would be used for youth baseball, softball tournaments, and youth and adult flag football.
Motion by Chenoweth, seconded by Lawrence, to recommend to Council to purchase and install two used scoreboards at Racetrack Park. The total cost not to exceed $2000 from the Park Development Fund. Motion passed 3-0.

5. West View Ridge Park Trail
Lynch recommended delaying the installation of a trail in West View Ridge Park. The $24,000 might be better served left in the Park Development Fund at this time.  The park is functional without the trail.
Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Chenoweth, to delay the construction of a trail in West View Park. Motion passed 3-0. 
6. Youth Center Budget
Motion by Chenoweth, seconded by Lawrence to recommend to Finance to accept the Youth Center budget as presented. Motion passed 3-0
7. Parks and Recreation Budget
Motion by Chenoweth, seconded by Lawrence to recommend to Finance to accept the parks and Recreation budget with forecasted revenues that would balance the budget. Motion passed 3-0.
