1. Call to Order 

Meeting called to order by Lynch at 4:30 PM. 
2. Selection of Chair

Odland nominated Swangstu for chair. Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Chenoweth, to close the nominations. Vote for Swangstu passed 4-0

3. Selection of Vice Chair

Swangstu nominated Lawrence for vice chair. Motion by Chenoweth, seconded by Odland, to close the nominations. Vote for Lawrence passed 4-0

4. Approval of Minutes for April 7, 2009

Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Odland, to approve the minutes from April 7, 2009. Motion passed 4-0.
5. Little League Expansion at Racetrack Park
Lynch expressed the importance for reserving the southern section of Racetrack Park for Stoughton Area Little League. SALL hopes to consolidate games and operate tournaments to increase revenues through concessions as a way of keeping costs down for participants. The site fits two fields and is more acceptable for lighting in the future.

Staff asked to invite interested parties to the next Parks and Recreation meeting to look at how the City can work with groups to create and maintain a community garden.
8. Fund 80
Lynch and Griffin summarized the City’s effort over the last two years to work with the school system to tap the resources offered through Fund 80 to finance recreation in Stoughton. Meetings resulted in the realization that the timing for this was not in the best interest of the schools.
9. Youth Center Bus Disposal

The American Legion submitted the only proposal for the donation of the Youth Center Bus. They plan to use it for transporting members to funerals and other activities.

Brusegar outlined options provided by vendors for playground and surfacing at the budgeted Roby/Page parkland area. The committee asked that on option be selected that includes a swing set and that the installation and sidewalk installment be done with volunteers.
