1. Call to Order 

Meeting called to order by Swangstu at 6:00 PM. 
2. Approval of Minutes for April 7, 2009

Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Odland, to approve the minutes from April 7, 2009. Motion passed 4-0.
3. Born Learning Trail
Tom Kuplic and Kathy Hubbard from United Way presented the plan to place 10 signs and surface markings in a park that would promote conversation between parents and children. This project is funded and maintained by volunteers. Lynch felt Schefelker Park met the criteria better than other sites in the City because of it hard surface trail.
Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Chenoweth, to recommend to Council to proceed with the installment of the United Way sponsored Born Learning Trail at Schefelker Park.    Motion passed 4-0. 
4. 2010 Recreation Fees

With the budget process started, Lynch wanted a policy for increasing the non resident fees for recreation programs. A survey of area communities showed Stoughton on the low end.  Chenoweth suggested deciding on the amount and making the changes later if necessary.
Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Chenoweth, to table this item until the budget has been submitted to Finance in August. Motion passed 4-0.

5. New Youth Center Rental Options
Lynch talked about the need to create a policy that would include fees for the use of the new youth center. The committee agreed with the concept and asked for a policy at the next meeting. 
6. Roby/Page Playground
Lynch told the committee that the volunteer playground installation would be August 14. Swangstu said he will mention it at Council in hopes of getting some help.
7. Park Impact Fees
Lynch provided a copy of the Impact Fee Ordinance and answered questions about the implementation.
8. Recreation Report
Memory Garden has some plantings in the front end.  The fountain should arrive July 27 for installation.
The Mel Bakke Bike Track is getting a facelift from the combined efforts of Street Department, Parks Maintenance, Recreation Department and Brian Baldis of Pacific Cycle.
