1. Call to order.  Mayor Griffin called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  
2. Consider approval of the Planning Commission minutes of October 12 and Joint Business Park North & Planning Commission minutes of October 12, 2009.  Motion by Wieser to approve the minutes as presented.  2nd by Hohol.  Motion carried 4 - 0. 
3. Council Representative Report.
Scheel indicated the Council did not act on anything contrary to Planning Commission action since the last meeting.
4. Status of Developments/Projects.

Scheel gave a brief summary of the status of developments.  There were no questions.  
5. Eric Sandsnes of Royal Oak Engineering requests a two lot Certified Survey Map approval for property located at 556 & 578 E. Main Street 
  
Sandnes stated the request is to approve a CSM that cleans up the historic differences between property descriptions, solidifies easements and defines the two lots via a certified survey map.  Sandsnes reports the owners understand and support the CSM as presented.

Motion by Swangstu to recommend to Council to approve the CSM as submitted, 2nd by Wieser.  Motion carried 4 – 0.  
6. Proposed ordinance amendment – Sections 30-5 & 30-44; Articles VI, VII, VIII & IX, Chapter 30, Floodplain Zoning.

Scheel gave an overview of the revised ordinance that creates flood storage districts and amends the floodplain ordinance per WIDNR requirements.    


Motion by Wieser to recommend approval to the City Council as presented, 2nd by Hohol.  Motion carried 4 - 0.
7. Proposed ordinance amendment – Sections 10-208 (14) Off Premise Signs.  
 

In the absence of McKichan who was involved in the development of this item and no specific time requirement, the group discussed delaying action on the draft.  Motion by Swangstu to table until the next regular meeting.  2nd by Wieser as presented.  Motion carried 4 – 0.  

Krcma arrived.

8. Extra-Territorial request by Richard Hagen to remove .13 acres of land from the Dane County Wetland Overlay District at 991 County Highway N

Scheel summarized the request to support the Town of Dunkirk’s position and go on record offering no objection to the request.

Motion by Hohol to offer no objection to the request, 2nd by Swangstu.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  

Swangstu left the meeting

9. Review results of Draft Zoning Map Open House with Vandewalle & Associates & Consider changes to the map for Public Hearing
Vandewalle and Staff gave an overview of the Open House held on November 3, 2009 and then provided potential map amendments (as identified by property owner and staff) and potential text changes to the zoning ordinance.

Motion by Hohol, seconded by Wieser to make the following changes to the draft zoning map for publication of the Public Hearing version.  (Note: 327 E. Washington Street is not proposed to be changed from SR-6 to CB as part of this action.)

Motion by Hohol, seconded by Krcma to change all currently zoned I-2 parcels from GI to HI on the draft zoning map for publication of the Public Hearing version except 819 North Page Street as identified in above table.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion by Hohol, seconded by Krcma to change all proposed SR-5 parcels in Eastwood Estates and Stone Crest to SR-4 on the draft zoning map for publication of the Public Hearing.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion by Krcma, seconded by Wieser to direct staff to place the draft text changes to Section 78-105(2)(e) Single-family Residential-6 (SR-6) District into ordinance format for consideration as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion by Hohol, seconded by Wieser to direct staff to place the draft text changes to Section 78-105(4)(a): Neighborhood Business (NB) District into ordinance format for consideration as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion by Wieser, seconded by Krcma to direct staff to place the draft text changes to Section 78-512 (Wellhead Protection Overlay Zoning) into ordinance format for consideration as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion by Wieser, seconded by Krcma to direct staff to place the draft text changes to Section 78-512 (Wellhead Protection Overlay Zoning), Section 78-721: Signal Receiving Antennas (Satellite Dishes) Standards, Section 78-920: Violations and Penalties, and Appendix C - Land Use Regulation Table of Land Uses (5) into ordinance format for consideration as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.

The tentative date for Public Hearing on the Draft Zoning Map and proposed Zoning Code text changes is December 7, 2009.

10. Discuss Planned Development Concept with Dave Porterfield of Movin’ Out

Dave Porterfield met with the Planning Commission to discuss the concept to develop a housing project along the Yahara River adjacent to Eighth Street and Dunkirk Avenue.  Mr. Porterfield has been working with the RDA (Redevelopment Authority) on this project.  This is the first step with the Planning Commission to consider rezoning to a PUD.
Mr. Porterfield reported the concept being considered would construct 24 to 36 units (2, 3, and 4 bedroom) in 2 - 4 buildings on the site with surface parking.  The buildings are likely to be townhome with a combination of up and down units for accessibility.  Movin' Out would be working with Community Living Connections with about 1/3 of the units being to accommodate their program mission for developmentally disabled residents.  The remaining 2/3 units will be geared to workforce housing with income limits.  The project will create a taxable LLC and will be a taxable project.
Mr. Porterfield will be supplying the City with additional materials to process with an intended outcome to have a GDP (General Plan of Development) for the project approved by the City by the end of January.
