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Planning Commission Meeting Minutes

Monday, December 14, 2009 - 6:00 p.m.

1. Call to order.  Mayor Griffin called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  
2. Consider approval of the following minutes: Joint Open House of the Council; Planning Commission; Landmarks Commission; and Board of Appeals minutes of November 3, 2009; Planning Commission minutes of November 9, 2009 and Joint Council and Planning Commission minutes of December 7, 2009.


Motion by McKichan to approve the Joint Open House of the Council; Planning Commission; Landmarks Commission; and Board of Appeals minutes of November 3, 2009 as presented.  2nd by Christianson.  Motion carried 5 - 0. 

Motion by Krcma to approve the Planning Commission minutes of November 9, 2009 as presented.  2nd by Swangstu.  Motion carried 5 - 0. 


Motion by Christianson to approve the Joint Council and Planning Commission minutes of December 7, 2009 as presented.  2nd by Krcma.  Motion carried 5 - 0. 

3. Council Representative Report.
McKichan indicated the Council approved the CSM for Bill Buss on E. Main; approved the Floodplain ordinance amendment; approved the extra-territorial request by Rich Hagen and had a first reading for the draft zoning map. 
4. Status of Developments/Projects.

Scheel gave a brief summary of the status of developments.  
5. Brett Hanson of No Shorts Electric requests lighting plan approval for Stoughton Motors, 1509 US Highway 51 & 138.
  
Scheel explained the request indicating field verification of the lighting will be necessary after installation.  Brett Hanson stated the lights will be positioned so most of the lighting will be towards the building to achieve the required .5 foot-candles at the property line.  Scheel recommended approval contingent on the staff review letter.  Motion by McKichan to approve the lighting plan contingent on the staff letter dated 11-20-2009, 2nd by Christianson.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  
6. Mike Tachick of Dairyland Electric requests Certified Survey Map approval to combine lots 12 & 13, Business Park North, 340 Business Park Circle.


Scheel explained the request.  Mike Tachick was available for questions.    


Motion by Swangstu to recommend Council approve the Certified Survey Map contingent on the staff review letter dated 12-3-2009, 2nd by Christianson.  Motion carried 5 - 0.
7. Dave Porterfield, Movin’ Out, Inc., requests Planned Development Concept Plan approval to develop the property at 623 Eighth Street.

Scheel gave an overview of the request.  Dave Porterfield explained the proposed concept plan and presented a PowerPoint of examples of previous similar construction styles.  Jim Glueck of Glueck Architects compared the proposed Planned Development to the Multi-Family Residential 24 district noting the differences.  A lengthy discussion took place regarding landscaping, screening, setbacks, potential river trail, easements and density of the plan.  The Commissioners are comfortable with the proposed density.  Scheel stated the applicant is looking for support for the concept plan to move forward.  Motion by Christianson to accept the concept plan as presented, 2nd by Krcma.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  
8. Proposed ordinance amendment – Sections 10-208 (14) Off Premise Signs.  
 

Scheel explained the history of this amendment and emphasized the need to get input from the downtown businesses and/or Chamber of Commerce.  McKichan stated the off-premise sign section is not very good and agreed that the commission would be receptive to ideas and more discussion from downtown business owners.  McKichan recommends no action be taken until there is more input.  The commission is interested in reviewing proposals as may be presented by others.  Motion by McKichan to Table the amendment to section 10-208 (14), 2nd by Christianson.    Motion carried 5 – 0.  
9. Proposed ordinance amendment – Section 1-3 (f) (3) Uniform Deposit Schedule – Municipal Court Table Inset.
Scheel explained the amendment and discussed Attorney Dregne’s review.  

Motion by Christianson to recommend Council and the Municipal Judge approve the amendment as presented, 2nd by Krcma.  
There were numerous questions related to the wording “2nd offense” vs “offenses thereafter”.  McKichan questioned the amount of the lockbox fine.  Stacey stated the change to $500.00 was made per Fire Marshall, Scott Wegner.  McKichan would like to see a more incremental fine.  Mayor Griffin would like the schedule to be more specific.  Christianson rescinded the original motion.


Motion by McKichan to Table the amendment until the next meeting to allow staff time to modify the amendment, 2nd by Christianson.  Motion carried 5 – 0.  

Swangstu left the meeting.
10. Future Agenda Items.  

Scheel stated that Mike Slavney of Vandewalle and Associates has offered to come to the January 11, 2010 meeting and explain the statutory consistency requirement related to the comprehensive plan.

11. Adjournment.  Motion by Krcma to adjourn at 7:00 pm, 2nd by McKichan. Motion carried 4 – 0.
