Subject: Curb & Gutter Replacement Policy

The Street Department has scheduled street pulverization projects on various streets (Roby Rd, Johnson
St, West St, Greig Trail, Taft St, and N. Van Buren St) throughout the city for 2011.

Also included in this project is curb & gutter replacement and sidewalk ramp replacement. Curb &
gutter, and sidewalk ramps are evaluated by city staff to check for any deficiencies and ADA compliance.

All streets with the exception of West Street will have spot replacement of curb & gutter. West Street
will have the curb & gutter replaced for the entire block. There are also 16 sidewalk ramps being
replaced.

| have enclosed a copy of the Curb & Gutter Replacement Criteria Resolution that was adopted by
Common Council on November 23, 2004 that we use to determine replacement.

The curb and gutter replacement scheduled for West Street between N. Van Buren Street and N.
Johnson Street has been re-inspected by street foreman Rick Gullickson and myself and meets the
following criteria listed to determine replacement;

e Differential settlement or heaving at curb and gutter joints of 1 inch or more at any
point along a joint or a joint gap greater then 1 inch

e Acrackin a gutter creates a vertical offset of more then 3/4ths of an inch or a crack gap
greater than 1/2 of an inch wide exists

e The surface of a curb and gutter section has 50% or greater of its surface spalled or
decayed

e The curb and gutter surface has 50% or greater of its surface containing gray-lining.
e If 75% or greater of property owners curb and gutter meets the criteria, the remaining

curb and gutter will be replaced
e Curb & gutter is estimated to be at least 45 years old.

The assessment schedule is also included for your review. The assessment schedule is normally higher
than the actual bid price for replacement.

Assessments were estimated at $25.00 dollars a lineal foot with 7% construction administration,
restoration, etc. for a total of $28.50 dollars per lineal foot (50% = $14.25 for home owner). The actual
price for West Street will be $22.23 dollars per lineal foot (50% = $11.12 for home owner).

Curb and Gutter Replacement Criteria

R- 17 -04
RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF STOUGHTON COMMON COUNCIL ADOPTING CRITERIA
FOR CURB AND GUTTER REPLACEMENT

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City of Stoughton that its Common Council adopt
uniform criteria to be used in determining whether or not curb and gutter within the City are in need of
replacement:

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Common Council of the City of Stoughton does
hereby adopt uniform criteria for determining whether or not curb and gutter within the City are in need
of replacement as follows:

(1) Differential settlement or heaving at curb and gutter joints of 1 inch or more at any point
along a joint or a joint gap greater then 1 inch.

(2) A curb and gutter section that slopes more than 1 inch per foot in any direction unless the
slope is greater than 1 inch per foot due to natural grade.

(3) A crack in a gutter creates a vertical offset of more then 3/4ths of an inch or a crack gap
greater than 1/2 of an inch wide exists.

(4) Holes in the surface are in excess of 1 foot by 1 foot by 2 inches deep.

(5) The surface of a curb and gutter section has 50% or greater of its surface spalled or
decayed.

(6) Curb and gutter sections that have been previously patched with a bituminous patching
material.

(7) Curb and gutter sections that have settled causing the surface to hold water after a rainfall.

(8) The curb and gutter surface has 50% or greater of its surface containing gray-lining.

(9) If 75% or greater of property owners curb and gutter meets the criteria, the remaining curb
and gutter will be replaced.

The City of Stoughton Street Department will schedule curb and gutter replacement with annual
Street Construction Projects.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it shall be the policy of the City of Stoughton, if it is deemed
necessary, to conduct annual inspections of the City’s curb and gutter and make temporary repairs
when it is determined that a safety hazard exists.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Clerk is directed to publish this resolution as a
Class 1 notice in the Stoughton Courier Hub.

The above and foregoing resolution was duly adopted by the Common Council of the City of
Stoughton at a regular meeting held on the 23 day of November, 2004.

These costs shall include items such as administration, engineering, restoration, etc.

This section is not intended to affect requirements contained in applicable statutes and ordinances related to
subdivision and platting.

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Major Street Rehabilitation

The Engineering Department evaluates streets annually and programs major rehabilitation projects. Major street rehabilitation
typicall includes intermittent curb and gutter repair or total curb and gutter replacement followed by rehabilitation of the the street
through reconstruction or various other techniques.

According to City Council's policy, the City pays for 50% of the cost of any necessary curb and gutter repair, and the property
owner pays for 50% as a special assessment. The pavement (street) work, however, is not charged to the property owner. Every
spring, the City Council reviews all street and special assessments following a public hearing.

Property owners within the limits of a street rehabilitation project are notified of the work and any related special assessments and
are invited to a public hearing to speak for or against a project and related special assessment. Following the public hearing, the City
Council will vote whether or not to approve the project. For additional information, suggestions or questions, please contact the
Engineering Department.

Streets Projects

Street resurfacing or reconstuction activities, which include intermittent or total curb and gutter replacement, are expected to begin
in late April at various locations throughout the City. Work is expected to progress across the city and continue throughout the
summer.

About City Street Rehabilitation

Each year the City rehabilitates approximately 12 miles or 4% of the 318 miles of paved streets. A computer program helps the
Engineering Department determine which streets need rehabilitation, based on the amount and severity of pavement distresses.
Generally, two common techniques are used to rehabilitate city streets. These are resurfacing of asphalt or concrete pavement and
major rehabilitation or pavement reconstruction.

Types of Street Rehabilitation

Resurfacing is the most common and effective way of rehabilitating most asphalt and some concrete pavements. It involves curb
and gutter repair, grinding and removal of a portion of the existing asphalt or concrete pavement, followed by the placement of new
asphalt pavement.

Sometimes, resurfacing a street is neither practical nor cost-effective because of the level of deterioration. In such cases, these
streets need reconstruction, the most expensive form of rehabilitation. Reconstruction usually involves replacing the existing
pavement and base. Because of its cost, the city continuously tries to find funding assistance from the State to pay for streets
needing reconstruction. For example, East Milwaukee Street from Sumac Drive to east of Wright Road is expected to be have major
rehabilitation work done this summer, in part with State funding.

Avoiding Cutting New Pavement

The city takes steps to avoid cutting into newly rehabilitated streets. Private utility companies such as telephone and cable are
informed which streets will be rehabilitated to assist them in their construction planning. They must receive authorization from the
City Engineer before cutting into a city street. Generally, utilities aren't allowed to make street cuts after a street is resurfaced.

Before street work, efforts are made to repair, install, or upgrade underground utilities to avoid cutting into newly resurfaced streets.
For example, television cameras attached to cables are guided through underground sanitary sewer mains before street work to
identify where sewer repairs are needed. Unfortunately, unanticipated connection needs and random failures in public and private
utilities are unavoidable. Sometimes the only way to make repairs is to dig into the street.
