(the “Transaction”) described in that certain Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement having an 
effective date of September 16, 2021, among the City, the RDA, and Stoughton Riverfront 
Development, LLC (the “Developer”). 
 


3. The City and RDA intend that at the closing of the Transaction, the City will convey the lands within 
the CSM to the RDA, that the CSM will be recorded, that the RDA will convey Lot 1 within the 
CSM to Developer, and that the RDA will convey Outlot 1 to the City.  
 


4. The CSM has been referred to the Plan Commission for review and recommendation to the City 
Council. 
 


5. The Plan Commission reviewed the CSM on December 13, 2021 and determined the CSM is 
consistent with the City of Stoughton ordinances, Chapter 236 of Wisconsin Statutes, and the City of 
Stoughton Comprehensive Plan. 
 


6. The Plan Commission recommends approval of the CSM by the Common Council as presented, 
subject to certain conditions. The Common Council agrees with the Plan Commission’s 
recommendation.

This project includes construction of a pedestrian bridge from the former Millfab site to Mandt 
Park along with a River Walk and river bank restoration along the north side of the River.  We 
received five bids for this project.  The low bidder is Janke General Contractors, Inc. with a base 
bid of $1,135,690.90.  Bid alternatives were received for six items and the lower bidder remains 
lowest for all possible scenarios of alternative bid selections. 
 
The current total combined construction budget for this project is $1,253,503.  The budget 
includes three successful grant awards totaling $803,439. Outside of the construction contract, 
the City anticipates $22,000 worth of owner direct purchases (benches, signage, trash 
receptacles, and trees).  We recommend carrying a 10% contingency during construction.  See 
the attached worksheet for a breakdown of the bids, alternatives and budget. 
 
The bid alternatives would either not be feasible or cost effective to be completed at a later time.  
Therefore, we recommend proceeding with all six bid alternatives assuming additional funds can 
be allocated to this project.  Moving forward with the low base bid, all six alternatives, the owner 
direct purchases and carrying a 10% contingency creates budget shortfall of $222,115 


 
We recommend entering into a contract with Janke General Contractors, Inc. for the base bid 
amount and all six bid alternatives for a contract amount $1,319,262, carrying a 10% 
contingency, and allocating $222,115 additional to this project.

WHEREAS, Wisconsin law divides cities into 4 classes for purposes relating to governmental 
administration and the exercise of corporate power. The division is based on population as determined 
by the last federal decennial census or a special interim census. 


WHEREAS, With respect to shared revenue and other financial provisions of the Wisconsin statutes, 
distinctions are based on population rather than class of city. 


WHEREAS, Fourth class cities have extraterritorial zoning and plat approval jurisdiction for only 1.5 
miles beyond their corporate boundaries as contrasted with 3 miles for other classes of cities. 


WHEREAS, The common council of a 1st, 2nd or 3rd class city with a water system or sewerage 
system, or the officer or board in charge, shall appoint one or more plumbing supervisors, who shall be 
licensed plumbers, and unless under civil service shall serve for a term of 4 years or more. The common 
council of a 4th class city, the board of a village, town or county or the commissioner in charge of any 
metropolitan sewerage district may appoint one or more plumbing supervisors who shall be practical 
plumbers, skilled sanitarians, or competent persons familiar with plumbing.  


WHEREAS, The number of signatures required is as follows:

Classes of Cities 
Wisconsin law divides cities into 4 classes for purposes relating to governmental administration 
and the exercise of corporate power. The division is based on population as determined by the 
last federal decennial census or a special interim census. Section 62.05(l), Stats., provides that 
the 4 classes of cities are as follows: 


• Cities of 150,000 population and over constitute cities of the first class. 
• Cities of 39,000 and less than 150,000 population constitute cities of the second class. 
• Cities of 10,000 and less than 39,000 population constitute cities of the third class. 
• Cities of less than 10,000 population constitute cities of the fourth class. 


Altering City Classifications 
A city changes from 1 class of city to another only when all of the following conditions are met: 


• A federal census shows that the city's population has reached the required population 
• Provisions for any necessary changes in government have been duly made 
• A proclamation by the mayor (manager), declaring the change, has been published under ch. 985. 


Sec. 62.05(2), Stats 
The city of Milwaukee is the only first class city in Wisconsin. There are 16 cities of the second 
class, 30 cities of the third class and 143 cities of the fourth class. 
 
Taking Steps Toward Reclassification 
There are cities, such as Madison, whose populations would permit their inclusion in a higher or 
lower classification but which have not taken the 2 discretionary steps necessary to alter their 
official classification. Indeed, sec. 9901(15), Stats., expressly provides that "[i]f a statute refers 
to a class of city specified under s. 62.05(1), such reference does not include any city with a 
population which makes the city eligible to be in that class unless the city has taken the actions 
necessary to pass into the class under s. 62.05(2)." 
 
Section 9901(15), Stats., was enacted in response to City of Madison v. Town of Fitchburg, 112 
Wis.2d 224, 332 N.W.2d 782 (1982), in which the court treated Madison as a first class city 
even though it had not taken the steps to change its classification. 
 


145.05  Plumbing supervisors, supervision. 


(1)  The common council of a 1st, 2nd or 3rd class city with a water system or sewerage system, or the officer 
or board in charge, shall appoint one or more plumbing supervisors, who shall be licensed plumbers, and 
unless under civil service shall serve for a term of 4 years or more subject to removal for just cause except 
as otherwise provided by ordinance when first appointed, but need not renew their licenses while they 
continue in office. The common council of a 4th class city, the board of a village, town or county or the 
commissioner in charge of any metropolitan sewerage district may appoint one or more plumbing 
supervisors who shall be practical plumbers, skilled sanitarians, or competent persons familiar with 
plumbing and unless under civil service shall serve for a term of 4 years or more subject to removal for 
just cause except as otherwise provided by ordinance. They shall supervise all plumbing, new or 
alterations or repairs, and report to the appointing body violations of regulations, and perform such other 
appropriate duties as may be required. Their compensation shall be fixed by the council, board or 
commission. 


(2) If a water system or sewerage system is established in any city, village, town or metropolitan sewerage 
district which has not provided for a board or officer to supervise plumbing, drainage and sewerage, the 
department shall take immediate and entire control of plumbing, drainage and sewerage intended to be 
connected with the water system or sewerage system, and exercise all the powers conferred by this 
section until such municipalities or district provides for such supervision.

Distinctions Among Classes of Cities 
For the most part, few differences exist between the structures of government in the first 3 
classes of cities. Moreover, since all Wisconsin cities have home rule powers, both 
constitutional and statutory, the basic governmental powers of all classes of cities are 
essentially the same. 
 
Structure & Authority 
The greatest discrepancies in structure and authority exist between first class cities and the 
other classes of cities. In 1921, the legislature repealed all special city charters except the City 
of Milwaukee's and provided that cities would subsequently operate under ch. 62 of the 
Wisconsin statutes. The City of Milwaukee, at its discretion, was authorized to adopt the 
provisions of ch. 62, Stats., by simple ordinance. However, the legislature did not refer to the 
City of Milwaukee by name but rather as a "city of the first class." 
 
Over the years, special grants of authority and other provisions relating to cities of the first class 
have been adopted with only the City of Milwaukee in mind. These laws include ch. 119, Stats., 
relating to the "Milwaukee school system;" sec. 62.50, Stats., governing police and fire 
departments in first class cities; sec. 62.73, Stats., relating to discontinuance of streets in first 
class cities; secs. 74.81, 74.83 and 74.87, Stats., authorizing first class cities to sell land for 
nonpayment of taxes; and secs. 65.01 to 65.20, Stats., relating to municipal budget systems in 
first class cities. 
 
Budget Systems 
Part of the municipal budget system applicable to first class cities may be adopted by cities of 
the second, third and fourth class. Specifically, the common council of any second, third, and 
fourth class city may by ordinance adopted by three-fourths of all its members, accept the 
provisions of secs. 65.02, 65.03 and 65.04, Stats., relating to the creation of a board of 
estimates. Sec. 65.01, Stats. All cities besides the City of Milwaukee that have not adopted 
secs. 65.02, 65.03 and 65.04, Stats., are governed by sec. 65.90, Stats., when developing or 
modifying an annual budget. 
 
Zoning Laws 
Fourth class cities have extraterritorial zoning and plat approval jurisdiction for only 1.5 miles 
beyond their corporate boundaries as contrasted with 3 miles for other classes of cities. Secs. 
62.23(7a)(a) and 236.02(s), Stats. Certain regulations with respect to firefighters also differ for 
fourth class cities. Secs. 62.13(lla) and 213.13, Stats. 
 
Library Boards 
Library boards in fourth class cities consist of 7 members while library boards in cities of the 
second or third class consist of 9 members. Sec. 43.54(1)(a), Stats. Library boards in first class 
cities consist of 12 members as specified in sec. 43.54(1)(am), Stats. 
 
Shared Revenue 
With respect to shared revenue and other financial provisions of the Wisconsin statutes, 
distinctions are based on population rather than class of city. In recent years, little use has been 
made of class distinctions among cities except with respect to Milwaukee, the state's only first 
class city. Therefore, the act of changing from 1 class of city to another, except for the change 
from a second to a first class city, will have a relatively minor effect on the structure or powers of 
city government.

In 2020, the City approved entering into an agreement with the Town of Rutland to make 
improvements to Oak Opening Drive and Deer Point Drive within the Town of Rutland related 
to the Kettle Park West Development.

That agreement has not 
been executed by the Town but now the 51 West Development warrants improvements to the 
remaining segment of Oak Opening Drive in the Town.  The additional scope of work includes 
installation of a water main connecting the Kettle Park West Development to the 51 West 
Development within the Town portion of Oak Opening Drive.  It is also proposed to make the 
same pavement improvements to the northern portion of Oak Opening Drive. 
 
A draft agreement has been prepared and is recommended for approval.

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AGREEMENT REGARDING TOWN ROAD IMPROVEMENTS 


THIS AGREEMENT REGARDING TOWN ROAD IMPROVEMENTS is entered into as 
of the ____ day of _________________, 2022 (the “Effective Date”), by and between the City of 
Stoughton, a Wisconsin municipal corporation (the “City”) and the Town of Rutland, a Wisconsin 
township (the “Town”). 


RECITALS 


A. The City desires to construct certain improvements within the Oak Opening Drive and Deer 
Point Drive rights-of-way located within the Town. 


B. The Town is willing to authorize the City to perform work within the Oak Opening Drive 
and Deer Point Drive rights-of-way on the terms and conditions set forth herein. 


AGREEMENT 


In consideration of the foregoing recitals and the mutual promises, obligations and benefits 
provided hereunder, the receipt and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, the Town and 
the City agree as follows: 


1. Improvements Authorized.  The Town hereby authorizes the City to construct and 
install those improvements within the Oak Opening Drive and Deer Point Drive rights-of-way 
within the Town that are depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto (the “Improvements”).  The City 
may construct the Improvements, during the term of this Agreement, if and when the City 
determines that such Improvements are necessary or desirable.  For the avoidance of doubt, this 
Agreement grants to the City the right, not the obligation, to construct the Improvements. 


2. Costs and Expenses.  The City shall be solely responsible for the cost of the 
Improvements and any expenses associated therewith.  In addition, the City will reimburse the 
Town for reasonable legal fees incurred in connection with the Town’s review of this Agreement, 
which reimbursement will be paid within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the Town. 


3. Permits.  The Town hereby delegates to the City the authority to issue any local 
permits needed for the construction of the Improvements. 


4. Plans and Specifications.  The City shall provide the Town with a set of plans and 
specifications for the Improvements at least thirty (30) days prior to the commencement of any 
construction activities under this Agreement. 


5. Weight Restrictions.  The parties agree to impose no weight restrictions on Oak 
Opening Drive, Deer Point Drive or on Rutland Dunn Town Line Road east of Oak Opening Drive. 


6. Approval of Start Date.  No land disturbances or work shall begin without the Town 
Chairperson’s approval, not to be unreasonably withheld, of a starting date and schedule which 
shall be submitted by the City to the Town at least seven calendar days before work is scheduled 
to begin. 
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7. Contractors Engaged by City.  The City shall furnish the Town’s Chairperson with 
the names of all contractors and their subcontractors, with the classification of work they will 
perform, not less than seven calendar days prior to any work beginning. 


8. Construction Oversight.  The City shall oversee construction of the Improvements. 


9. Time of Completion.  Unless otherwise agreed, all work specified herein shall be 
completed within twelve months following commencement of construction.   


10. Compliance with Laws.  The City shall comply with all applicable federal, state 
and local laws and regulations governing construction of the Improvements. 


11. Ownership and Maintenance of Improvements.  The improved roads shall be town 
roads and after completion the Town shall have sole responsibility for maintenance, repair and 
replacement of the roads, except the City shall be responsible for snow removal.  The water main 
to be installed within the Oak Opening Drive right of way shall be the property of the City of 
Stoughton, and the City shall have the right and sole responsibility for maintenance, repair, and 
replacement of the water main.  The Town grants to the City the perpetual right to use, maintain, 
repair and replace the water main, and this provision shall survive the termination of this 
Agreement.     


12. Public Right-of-way to Remain Open.  Following completion of the Improvements, 
neither the City nor the Town shall install any gate, erect any barrier or take any other action to 
close off or otherwise impede the free and uninterrupted flow of the traveling public along Oak 
Opening Drive between the City of Stoughton and the Town of Rutland, provided, however, that 
either party may, from time to time, temporarily close or restrict portions of Oak Opening Drive 
within their respective jurisdiction during an emergency or while maintenance and repair activities 
are being performed.  The covenants contained in this paragraph shall be construed as independent 
covenants that will survive the termination of this agreement for a period of thirty years. 


13. Miscellaneous. 


a. This Agreement is an Intergovernmental cooperation agreement authorized 
under section 66.0301 (2) of the Wisconsin statutes. 


b. This Agreement is limited to the subject matter contained herein and may 
be amended only by a written agreement signed by both the Town and the City. 


c. This Agreement is not intended to and shall not be construed to give any 
person not a party to this Agreement any interest or right (including without limitation any interest 
or right as a third-party beneficiary) with respect to or in connection with this Agreement. 


d. The provisions of this Agreement are intended to be enforceable among the 
parties.  In the event of a dispute between or among parties to this Agreement, the parties shall 
meet and attempt to resolve the dispute informally before resorting to litigation. 


e. This Agreement shall be interpreted pursuant to the laws of the State of 
Wisconsin. 
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f. Both parties to this Agreement shall exercise good faith in performing any 
obligation that party has assumed under the terms of this Agreement including, but not limited to, 
the performance of obligations that require the exercise of discretion and judgment. 


g. This Agreement may be executed in original counterparts, each counterpart 
deemed a valid original signature. 


IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties hereto have executed this Agreement as of the year 
and date first set forth above, and by so signing this Agreement, certify that they have been duly 
authorized by their respective entities to execute this Agreement on their behalf.
