The City of Stoughton Police Department currently has a $7,000 line item in the 2020 CIP 
Equipment Replacement budget for Community Camera Interface. The latest cost estimates have 
come in higher than anticipated at $11,000 for the system. As the table below indicates, the 
Police Department has completed all of its 2020 Equipment Replacement projects with the 
exception of the Community Camera Interface leaving unused funds totaling $15,406.  
 


 
 
The Police Department is requesting to use the excess funds noted above to purchase the 
Community Camera Interface for $11,000, which will be located in the retail area of Kettle Park 
West. In addition, the Police Department will be working with Walmart to provide electricity and 
connectivity. 
 
Because this project is currently budgeted and under $50,000, Mayoral and Finance Committee 
approval is required to exceed the original budget amount per the City of Stoughton Capital 
Improvements Plan (CIP) Expenditure Manual.

At the Opera House Board meeting on December 15th the board unanimously approved my request to 
invest up to $52,000 from our 2020 Entertainment Venue Relief Program funds to install a permanent 
streaming system. 


The decision was based on the added value streaming equipment creates for the patrons, venue, and 
performers during the pandemic, during the period of recovery, and also post-recovery. Professional 
quality streaming will secure revenue retention as the 2021 concert landscape unfolds and also position 
the Opera House to compete for those revenues moving into the future. 


A thumbnail breakdown of the budgeted expenses for this project are as follows: 


$21,000 Cameras 


$4,500 Camera Controller 


$9,000 Video Switcher 


$1,500 Video/Audio Data Server 


$9,000 Audio Board 


$1,000 Sound Proofing 


$4,000 Control Room Audio Monitor Speakers 


$1,000 Video Monitors
