We have explored 
options to replace the heat exchanger for about $6,500 or to replace this 12-year-old unit for 
about $9,500.  We have realized savings on other 2020 building CIP items to cover this 
replacement cost and complete the work in 2020. 
 
The 2020 Building Maintenance Fund budget currently has two rooftop units that will be 
completed under budget. Based on the table below, it is anticipated that after adding this amount 
to the 2020 Building Maintenance Fund budget there will still be $18,500 in remaining budget to 
cover any contingent costs that may be incurred.  
 


 
 
We are seeking approval from the City of Stoughton Finance Committee to include the Fire 
Department in-floor boiler within the scope of the two projects listed above and proceed with 
replacement of the unit for $9,500 using 2020 Building CIP savings.

In 2019, the City of Stoughton extended TID No. 3 by one year to tax year 2020 (payable in 
2021). The extension permits the city to use the 2021 increment revenue of approximately 
$490,000 to fund affordable housing initiatives.  
 
Now is the time for the city to terminate TID No. 3. Attached is a resolution drafted according to 
Wisconsin Department of Revenue guidelines. The resolution terminates the district after the 
2020 tax year and the subsequent housing initiative and final audit costs.  
 
TID No. 3 is projected to have a surplus of around $350,000 at termination. The surplus will be 
given to the underlying tax districts according to their proportion of the total tax levy as audited 
by the city audit firm Baker Tilly. 
 
It is also anticipated that the closure of TID No. 3 will increase the City’s 2021 general (TID 
Out) equalized value by approximately $22,000,000 and 2021 base tax levy by approximately

Power Plant Federal/State Register Nomination Project Summary 
Prepared by Roger Springman, July 2020 


 


Background:  At our May meeting, a motion was passed to enable Roger to seek letters-of-interest from 
historic consultants to bring Federal/State Register status to the Power Plant. If successful, this 
recognition would allow a developer to obtain up to 40% in historic tax credits on construction work 
designed to restore the Power Plant to a usable condition while retaining its historic architectural 
features.   This would allow the City/RDA to advertise this important recognition to the development 
community and allow a developer to immediately begin work without undertaking the nomination task. 


Process: Using a State Historical Society list of available consultants, Roger sent invitation letters to 
seven consultants and asked them to provide basic background information, (e.g. experience, 
availability, cost, etc).   Four responded and Roger informed them all that the RDA working with the City 
would reach a final decision sometime in July and get back to them if any questions remained.   


Analysis:  Four consultants responded to the letter:  Tim Heggland, Mazomanie; Gail Klein/UW-
Milwaukee, Stoughton; Tim Smith/Emily Pettis, Mead Hunt, Middleton; and Elizabeth Miller, Madison.   
As presented, there is no reason to believe that each of the candidates could not undertake this project 
on a building that has a variety of historic materials associated with it, including Local Landmark 
recognition and all background associated with this work.   However, in taking a closer look at the 
letters, several features stand out: 


**Industrial Building Experience: Heggland and Miller cited extensive industrial building nomination 
projects and Smith and Klein cited some examples too.  


**Availability and Project Completion:  Miller cited a two-month working period for the project and 
could begin immediately.  Klein indicated work could be completed by Sept. 30th.  Heggland said he 
could begin the project on Sept. 1st.    


**Methodology: Klein cited the most thorough process and listed deliverables. Smith generically listed 
proposed steps.  


**Cost:  Smith/Pettis at Mead Hunt were an outlier at $13,000 - $15,000.  Miller indicated a proposed 
project cost of $3,200 and the remaining two, Klein and Heggland, were nearly identical at $2,271 and 
$2,000, respectively. 


Conclusions:  All four could get the work done on this modest project over a 2 to 3-month period of time 
it appears, and all four have sufficient experience to have the State Review Board approve the 
nomination.  However, it is clear that the Mead Hunt proposal is too cost extreme for consideration.  
The remaining three are all in the same price range and would seem a good value.  With Klein living in 
Stoughton, there could be some extra benefit in her selection.

The Cultural Resource Management program (Department of Anthropology) at the University of Wisconsin-
Milwaukee (UWM) has provided an estimated cost to complete a National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) 
nomination for the Stoughton Power Plan #1 located on 4th Street in the City of Stoughton, Dane County, 
Wisconsin. 
 
The nomination will be prepared in accordance with the procedures outlined by the National Park Service (NPS) and 
the Wisconsin State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO). 


 
Methodology 
The project will be completed in several interconnected phases with Gail Klein serving as lead architectural historian 
throughout.  Gail has prepared numerous National Register nominations for properties throughout Wisconsin, 
including several industrial properties (examples include the Milwaukee Falls Lime Company in Grafton, WI; 
Spellman Brothers Granite Works in Sauk City, WI; and the Hillsboro Condensed Milk Company in Hillsboro, WI).   
 
The initial stages of the project will consist of a site visit in order to view the property and complete photographic 
documentation of the building and its existing setting following NPS and Wisconsin SHPO standards.  Following 
completion of the fieldwork portion of the project, our GIS specialist will produce required topographic maps with 
UTM coordinates.  The fieldwork phase of the project will be followed by detailed historical research relating to the 
history of electrical power generation in the City of Stoughton.  Research will also focus on the significance of the 
property within the architectural context of Romanesque Revival architecture in Stoughton as well as within the 
context of any comparable property types in the city.  Archival research will be followed by the preparation of the 
narrative portions of the nomination as well as the assembly of supplemental documents required by the Wisconsin 
SHPO.  The property’s Wisconsin Historic Preservation Database record will be updated as well.  
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Upon completion, the nomination package will be submitted to the Stoughton Redevelopment Authority for review.  
Any requested revisions will be made within two weeks.  Following your review and approval, the nomination package 
will be submitted to the Wisconsin SHPO.  Following SHPO review, UWM-CRM will complete any requested 
revisions within the time frame specified by SHPO and present the nomination at the next available Historic Review 
Board meeting.  


Deliverables 
Deliverables for the project include three major items: (1) completed NRHP nomination form; (2) supplemental 
documents required by the National Park Service and the Wisconsin State Historic Preservation Office; and (3) 
presentation of the completed NRHP nomination before the Wisconsin Historic Review Board.   


The written NRHP nomination form will be submitted both in hard copy and digitally (as a Microsoft Word 
document, per SHPO requirement).  Supplemental documents to be submitted with the nomination include the 
following: 


• A 200-300 word summary of the property for inclusion on the Wisconsin Historical Society’s website


• CD containing digital photos in TIFF format for submittal to the National Park Service


• CD containing digital photos in JPEG format for SHPO use


• USGS map with labeled UTM points showing the location of the nominated property


• 2 sets of 4” x 6” color prints, labeled according to NPS guidelines


• PowerPoint presentation of the historic district for use at Historic Review Board meeting


Estimated Costs and Schedule 
Based on the project activities, an estimated cost for the preparation of the NRHP nomination is $2,271.00.  All work 
will be completed by September 30, 2020.

Subject: Special Assessment Repayment Terms 
 
The City of Stoughton Finance Committee requested the Finance Department to forecast the 
potential annual cash flow impact if we considered changing the special assessment repayment 
terms as summarized in the table below. It was decided at the July 14, 2020 to implement these 
changes to the 2020 special assessments and beyond. 
 


 
 


The summary on page 3 of this document documents the potential impact to cash flows over a 
20-year period related to the 2020 proposed special assessments assuming all customers choose 
the to follow the alternative repayment terms being offered. 
 
The major legal issue facing the City is the fact that the state statutes expressly state that the 
interest rate set for special assessment installment payments “may not be changed during the 
course of the installment payments for a particular special assessment.” Wis. Stat. § 
66.0715(3)(b). Due to this particular issue, the Finance Committee is recommending the 
following: 
 


1. Implement the new repayment periods summarized above for the 2020 special 
assessments. 


2. Leave the interest rate at 3.5% as passed by the Common Council earlier this year. The 
administrative burden to follow all of the procedural requirements needed to make the 
change to the interest rate is significant and not considered to be necessary if we change 
the repayment period terms. Although there is potential risk this may be challenged, the 
terms being proposed are not detrimental to the individual payers.

3. Include documentation with the initial invoice outlining the options available for 
repayment and any potential ramifications that may have in terms or total payments over 
the life to the special assessment. 


4. If the City chooses to leave these terms in place for future special assessments, they will 
be included in the procedural steps and documentation as necessary.
