1. Call to order. Mayor Swadley called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

2. Consider approval of the Plan Commission meeting minutes of August 10 and 25, 2020.
Motion by Schumacher to approve the minutes as presented, 2" by Caravello. Motion carried
unanimously.

Majewski arrived at 6:04 pm.

3. Council Representative Report.
Caravello stated the Common Council approved an zoning amendment for substandard/non-
conforming lots and had a first reading for an ordinance amendment which is on tonight’s agenda.

4. Staff Report - Status of Current Developments.
Scheel gave an overview of the current status of developments as outlined in the packet of
materials. There were no questions.

5. Request by Habitat for Humanity to resurvey the properties at 1114, 1115, 1122 and 1123
Abel Court.
Scheel explained the request.

Schumacher questioned the zoning/future use of the two lots on the west end of Abel Court. Gary
Blazek stated the zoning is MR-10 Multi-Family Residential. Steve Hanrahan noted that Habitat
for Humanity does not own the end lots. Schumacher questioned the future uses to gauge what
future traffic may be coming out of Abel Court.

Motion by Schumacher to recommend the Common Council approve the resolution to resurvey
the properties as presented, 2" by Robinson. Motion carried unanimously.

6. Request by Habitat for Humanity to rezone the properties at 1114 and 1115 Abel Court from
SR-4 Single Family Residential to TR-6 Two Family Residential.
Scheel explained the amendment.
Barman questioned the number of units per lot. Scheel explained the TR-6 Two Family
Residential District allows a duplex lot to be split to create a twin home or zero lot line structure.
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Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing.

Joe Werns spoke with concern about people crossing the property into his property. Steve
Hanrahan stated that Habitat for Humanity does not own the two west lot which is where it would
make sense to have some sort of barrier to prevent crossings. Steve Hanrahan indicated they would
consider the issue and is willing to discuss concerns with neighbors. Gary Blazek of Vierbicher is
working with Habitat suggested the new street with sidewalks should provide a route for people
migrating through the development area.

A resident of 126 Lincoln Avenue representing David Olson also spoke with concern about people
cutting through yards and would like to see fencing put up to prevent crossings.

Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing.

Steve Hanrahan stated Habitat for Humanity will be sending letters to area neighbors for a future
meeting to discuss their plans.

Motion by Schumacher to recommend the Common Council approve the ordinance to rezone the
properties as presented, 2" by Caravello. Motion carried unanimously.

7. Proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendment to Section 78-206(7)(a), Light Industrial Land Use.
Scheel explained the zoning code amendment and noted the first reading was already at Council on
September 8, 2020 with the second reading planned for September 22, 2020.

Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing.

No one spoke at the public hearing.

Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing.

Barman questioned what incidental means. Scheel stated ordinance section 78-206(8)(i) outlines
regulations for the accessory use such as the 15% maximum area requirement. Scheel stated

Attorney Dregne drafted the ordinance amendment.

Motion by Barman to recommend the Common Council approve the ordinance amendment as
presented, 2" by Robinson. Motion carried unanimously.

8. Request by Joseph Baird of Mershon’s Cidery for a conditional use permit for an indoor
commercial entertainment use (tavern uses) and for light industrial activities incidental to
indoor sales (Cider Manufacturing) at 124 W. Main Street.

Scheel explained the request.

Barman questioned the percent of the building being used for cider production. Scheel believes
only the production area would count towards the 15%, not storage areas.
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Schumacher questioned if the fruit is pressed onsite or off-site. Baird stated 95% of the fruit is
pressed off-site from the suppliers. The waste is sent to the Dane County compost site.

Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing.
No one spoke at the public hearing.
Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing.

Motion by Schumacher to recommend the Common Council approve the resolution for the
conditional use permit as presented, 2" by Robinson.

Schumacher questioned what is used to clean the equipment. Joseph Baird stated a product called
One Step is used to clean in place.

Schumacher questioned water usage. Joseph Baird stated water usage is minimal.

Caravello asked if odors are detectible. Joseph Baird stated not usually but if a problem presents
itself it can be rectified at the tank level.

Barman is concerned the 15% requirement will be a problem for the future of this use. Joseph
Baird stated he anticipates increasing production by 50% over the next 2 years and stated it is not
easy to increase production.

Motion carried unanimously.

9. Request by Lutz Brothers Investments, ABC Home Specialists, for a conditional use permit
(Group Development ( 2 principal structures)) and site plan approval to construct a new
building at 520 Business Park Circle.

Scheel explained the request and noted the Business Park North Committee recommends approval
of the new building and site plan.

Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing.

Jim Bandt and Jim Lutz are available for questions.

Tim Miller asked what is planned for the site. Jim Lutz explained the new building will be for cold
storage and nothing is built onsite. There will be no noise and everything will be kept neat and
clean.

Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing.

Motion by Caravello to recommend the Common Council approve the resolution for the
conditional use permit as presented, 2" by Barman. Motion carried unanimously.

Scheel gave an overview of the site plan.
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Barman questioned the cool straw gold color of the exterior wrap. Jim Lutz stated the color is
more taupe than gold. Barman stated the color appears brighter than the existing office with the
roof being green metal. Jim Lutz stated the roof is sloped to the rear. Barman suggested cool
sierra tan color may be less bright and would allow the front building to stand out rather than the
rear cold storage building. Jim Lutz stated he planned to put a new exterior on the existing
building too at some point.

Motion by Robinson to approve the site plan as presented, 2" by Schumacher. Motion carried
unanimously.

10. Request by Deirdre Bouzek for a conditional use permit for an indoor commercial
entertainment use (youth theater group) at 318 Water Street.
Scheel explained the request.
Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing.
Deirdre Bouzek explained how the building would be used.
Barman likes the use and questioned the potential for future open air performances. Barman noted
there is a building next door without a roof. Deirdre Bouzek stated she may consider purchasing
the adjacent building in the future.
Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing.

Motion by Schumacher to recommend the Common Council approve the resolution for the
conditional use permit as presented, 2" by Barman. Motion carried unanimously.

11. Request by Michael Chandler, Farmers Insurance, for approval of new signage at 334 E.
Main Street within the Downtown Design Overlay Zoning District.
Scheel explained the request.

Barman questioned the type of material the wall sign is made of. Michael Chandler stated it is all
metal.

Motion by Robinson to approve the signage as presented, 2" by Caravello.

Barman stated it would be nice to light the sign with an external fixture. Michael Chandler stated it
is possible to internally light the sign. Barman stated an internally lit sign is non-conforming.
Chandler stated there is no power or bulbs in the sign. Scheel stated compliance can be controlled
at the permit level since a permit is necessary for electrical work.

Motion carried unanimously.
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12. Request by Mark Kruser, OPN Architects for site plan approval of a building addition and
parking lot expansion for the Dane County Sheriff’s Office — SE Precinct at 125 Veterans
Road.

Scheel explained the request.

Mark Kruser gave an overview of the site plan.

Schumacher questioned changes to the exterior lighting. Mark Kruser stated there will be all new
lighting to dark sky standards.

Barman questioned if the exterior metal fasteners would be concealed. Mark Kruser stated they
will be concealed.

Barman is not comfortable with the aesthetics of the exterior. Majewski agrees with
Barman. Robinson stated it looks better than the existing building.

Mayor Swadley questioned what will happen if the WDOT does not allow the access to Hwy 51.
Mark Kruser stated the site would remain the same without the access.

Mark Kruser discussed the reasoning for the proposed exterior finishes. Barman expressed his
concern about the white color metal wrap and wood used under the windows and around the garage
door.

Barman stated he is not really in favor of the access the Hwy 51 when the WDOT denied access
across the street.

Barman is in favor of sidewalk along Veterans Road.

Majewski asked if solar was considered. Mark Kruser stated solar comes from a different County
budget and he did not know if funds would be available for this project.

Mark Kruser stated the exterior is actually an off white, vertical, wood look.

Barman questioned if anyone else is concerned about the aesthetics and believes the sidewalk and
vision triangles need to be part of the approval.

Caravello and Majewski both agree with Barman on aesthetics.

Motion by Barman to approve the site plan subject to a recommendation that the County
reconsider the wrap aesthetic and exterior color, confirm that sidewalk shall be installed along
Veterans Road, compliance with vision triangles be achieved and allow the emergency exit to Hwy
51 if approved by DOT, 2" by Schumacher. The Commission is requesting the County provide a
copy of DOT Appeal materials.

Mark Kruser questioned if they need to check with City staff on exterior finishes. Barman stated it
is not a requirement rather a recommendation.

Majewski questioned how the City would monitor the emergency exit.
Barman stated horizontal exterior would be better than vertical.

Motion carried unanimously.

Scheel explained the request.

Motion by Robinson to approve the site plan as presented, 2" by Caravello. Motion carried
unanimously.

(CSM) at County Highway N, Town of Dunkirk.
Scheel explained the request.

Motion by Barman to recommend the Common Council approve the resolution as presented, 2"
by Robinson. Motion carried unanimously.

Request by Jason Chandler for extra-territorial jurisdictional approval for a land division
(CSM) at 1645 Lake Kegonsa Road and 3610 Rutland-Dunn Town Line Road, Town of
Dunn.

Jason Chandler explained the request.

Motion by Schumacher to recommend the Common Council approve the resolution as presented,
2" by Caravello. Motion carried unanimously.

Discuss Conceptual Plans for Dvorak’s 51 North Subdivision.
Scheel gave an overview of the request.

Steve Tremlett gave an overview of the conceptual plans.

Bob Dvorak explained the intent behind the proposed uses stating there is 8 — 10 years left to
complete Nordic Ridge and there is a need for multi-family residential.

Mayor Swadley explained the discussions that led to the proposed trail and connection to the
existing trail system.

Caravello questioned access points to Hwy 51. Mayor Swadley explained that the Velkommen
Way access to Hwy 51 would likely be eliminated.

Barman questioned the location of paved paths.

Call to Order: Majewski called the meeting to order at 6:10 PM

1) Communications: Hebert reported:

e No large increases were requested in the 2021 Public Works Operating Budget,
however, an additional $3,000 increase was requested for tree planting infill since there
IS no more funds in the EAB account.

e A staff position for an Equipment Operator was requested for the Parks Department

2) Approve August 20, 2020 Meeting Minutes: Motion by Boersma seconded by Hundt to
approve the minutes. Motion carried 3-0.

Old Business:

3) Review Rollout of Curbside E-waste Program:

The Public Works Committee approved the program for e-waste to be part of the bulk pick up
for the City and will now be discussed at Council. The electronic pick up can occur twice a
year in place of a regular monthly bulk pick up and must be called in to schedule.

The program will begin on January 1, 2021 at a charge of $6.00/yr. or .50 cents per resident
which will be put on the tax roll.

New Business:

4) Review Council Goals Pertaining to Public Works: Committee reviewed with the goals from
the City Council for 2020. Staff will provide responses to various items pertaining to Public
Works and Planning. Several items were discussed in greater detail see item #’s 5 & 6.

5) Approve the Director of Public Works or Their Designee to Apply for the DNR Urban
Forestry Projects Grant to Purchase Trees to Distribute to Residents to Replace Ash
Trees on Their Property that were removed due to the Emerald Ash Borer:

Hundt addressed the committee regarding the grant in which 40 bare root trees will be
purchased and placed in a gravel bed. In the fall of 2021 these trees will be given to city
residents who have had to remove ash trees on private property to restore canopy coverage.






The funds will be spent from the Tree Commission Donation Fund. Total Cost of the project
of $4,144.60 with half of that cost being reimbursed back to the city by the DNR upon
completion. The city’s share of the project is $2,072.30 with $1,344.60 of that cost being
covered by staff and volunteer time. Therefore, the city portion of the project is $727.70. This
cost will be borne by the Tree Commission Budget, which currently has in excess of $4,800 in
that account.

The grant needs to be submitted by October 1, 2020 to be considered.

Motion by Hundt and seconded by Boersma to move forward with the process and submit
the application for the 2021 Grant to the Department of Natural Resources Grant.

Motion carried 4-0 with the Mayor voting yes.

6) Discuss the creation of a storm water basin design standard: Majewski would like a storm
water basin design standard/ordinance developed for the city stating that he would like the
shape and esthetics of the basins to be more natural.

Scheel stated that the DNR has standards and design criteria in place that could be reviewed.
Hebert stated that the committee should also consider and discuss the maintenance after
installation.

Committee members will research topography and designs for basins and bring the information
to a future meeting.

7) Discussion on the Minimum Terrace Widths for New Developments: Majewski would like a
review of the right-of-way standards and minimum terrace widths. Scheel stated that the
standards were updated in 2009 and in newer subdivisions the terrace widths are substantially
larger along and remember there is a lot of competition for the right-of-way.

A suggestion made was that when designing a new subdivision, terrace widths be determined
by what category the road is (i.e. main or collector street) and a width that can support the
urban forest.

8) Discussion Pertaining to the DOT Inspection of the Jefferson St Pedestrian Bridge: Hebert
stated that as of September 17, 2020 the bridge had been closed until further notice as the State
had deemed the bridge structurally unsafe. The annual inspection report should be received by
next week. At that point Strand can develop a design and costs to either remove or repair the
bridge. Hebert will bring the costs to the committee when available.

The bridge was already in the CIP budget for 2021 to remove or replace. Mayor Swadley
stated that a federal grant had been applied for, however, we did not receive the grant —

e should we apply again in 2021 and put off making a decision for another year?

e Is the bridge even worth repairing?

¢ Remove and not replace? Majewski stated that the last time this issue was brought up, a lot
of people showed up at the public meeting in support of keeping the bridge

e Get data on usage of the bridge and other similar structures

e Look at another type of grant through the DNR

Call to order: Bergeson called to order @ 5:03 PM

1) Communications:

Short stated that the WI Arborist Assc. Winter Conference was going to be done virtual but was unsure of
the pricing for each webinar.

Hundt (the new council report) so introductions were made as this was the first meeting for him.
Kemppainen stated he purchased 130 trees for the fall planting
Committee decided to try a virtual meeting for October

2) Approval of minutes from June 11, 2020 Meeting: Motion by Short, seconded by Hundt to approve
the minutes. Carried 5-0.

3) Forestry Reports: Kemppainen stated:

June:

e Tree planting was completed in June. Both nurseries (Arthur Weiler Nursery and McKay Nursery)
performed well and will continue to be utilized as long as prices stay fair.

e Tree protection was installed for road construction projects throughout town.

e Tree removals were conducted in preparation for road construction. Approximately 35 trees were
removed as well as some shrubs and overgrown natural areas in Bjoin Park neighborhood.

e Tree inventory updates were started in Zone 3. This work will continue throughout summer as it takes
many hours to walk the streets and measure every tree/perform inspections and update information.

e | was voted in to continue serving on the steering committee for Wisconsin Urban Wood

July:
e Updated tree inventory in GIS for Zones 3 & 4.

e Trimmed suckers and water sprouts off dozens of young trees in street terraces.

e Sanitary sewer project in Bjoin Park was completed. Preparations have begun for replanting trees in
park and on private property which were removed for the project.

¢ Road construction projects were monitored for tree protection and corrections were made on a couple of
occasions.

e Amundson Park Disc Golf course and surrounding trails were inspected for dead/dying ash trees. A
total of 233 ash trees were marked for removal during the month of August. Jims Tree Service will
conduct the removals.

e Removed several dead oak trees from Bjoin Park (northern section). Sample sent to UW plant clinic last
year came back negative for oak wilt. Did not send additional samples this year.





e Agreed to take part in a research project regarding tree roots and sidewalk replacement as part of a DNR

research grant. Details will be forthcoming.

Auqust:
e | visited McKay Nursery to select trees for the fall planting program. At this | have ordered 116 trees,

more may be purchased based on need.

e Work began in Amundson Park to remove ash trees. Jim’s Tree Service will complete this work
sometime in September.

e | assisted with the brush collection program in August

e The Forestry intern completed her summer term with the city in August. She was very helpful with all
aspects of the Forestry program.

e | met with the DNR and agreed to take part in a research project looking at tree root/sidewalk conflicts.
The study will look at different treatment methods to address roots which are affecting hardscape
infrastructure.

e Multiple private ash trees were condemned in July and August.

4) Discussion and possible action on a DNR Grant: Bergeson submitted a completed application for the

2021 grant to the committee for review. Kemppainen drafted a resolution to submit which is part of the
application.

The title of our project is “Canopy Restoration”. Since this a matching 50/50 grant monies will be spent
from the Tre Commission Donation Account and then this same account will be reimbursed when the
project is completed, if the Commission receives the grant.

The bed will be
able to hold 40 bare-root trees which will be planted in the spring of 2021. In the fall of 2021 trees will
then be provided to city residents.

Criteria(s) and a form will be established so applications can be processed.

The committee after reviewing the application, decided that 40 (forty) trees instead of 30 (thirty) should be

purchased and the volunteer hours for John Kemppainen be increased from 4 (four) to 16 hrs. and the
volunteer(s) hours to 8 hrs.

Motion by Short, seconded by Hundt to modify the application with above listed changes, then
forward the Grant to the Public Works Committee for review and approval. Motion carried 5-0.

Ungs discussed the different lowa projects, and his background as fisheries biologist, fisherman,
and his current role for Linn County Conservation Department. He told the committee that fishing
has improved in lowa where these types of projects have happened. This is due to better habitat
for fish such as smallmouth bass and walleye. Ungs said that better habitat means better fishing.

He lives in Manchester where a whitewater park was built. He has seen first-hand an economic
boon and talked about small businesses benefiting. He estimated 350 people would use the park
on a Saturday. The number of fisherman using the area has also increased.

He said that the hydraulic modeling that was done for the project is consistent with today’s water
levels. He explained how run of river works and why the upstream areas were unaffected. The
water quality at the whitewater park and upper reaches of the Maquoketa River have improved.

Manchester received funding from the lowa DNR to build their park. He was asked about the
safety of the whitewater park and he said that is safer than the dam that it replaced. People will
get the occasional bumps and bruises, but no major safety issues. He created a safety class to
teach users of the park how to safely use it.

Ungs was asked about changes he would like to see in Manchester. He replied with having more
fishing access, changing rooms and/or outdoor showers.

6. Grants Budget

Glynn shared the budgets for the project. There are two funding options; state grants and the
BUILD grant budget. The City should find out the results of the BUILD grant in September.

Program Summary: Stoughton Utilities COVID-19 Community Recharge Incentive: Stoughton Utilities staff
presented and discussed the recently concluded Community Recharge incentive program offered to Stoughton
Utilities customers in partnership with the Stoughton Chamber of Commerce.

Staff informed the committee that program funds were exhausted on August 5, 2020, well ahead of schedule,
and in the 30 days following the first promotions of the program, 347 customers purchased a total of 639
Chamber Bucks Certificates. Stoughton Utilities matched these purchases, and as a grand total, this program
resulted in 1,378 Chamber Bucks certificates totaling $36,166 being printed to be spent at local Stoughton
businesses.

Staff further informed the committee that customer feedback was very positive, with information about the
program and its benefits being shared on social media by numerous customers and local small businesses, and
a sampling of customer feedback was presented. Discussion followed.

Customer Collections Status Report: Stoughton Utilities staff presented and discussed an update on the
current status of customer collections as a result of the COVID-19 public health crisis and recent actions taken
by the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin (PSCW).

Staff informed the committee that the PSCW recently voted to extend the electric and water service disconnection
moratorium until September 1, 2020, resulting in adjustments having to be made to SU’s collection schedule that
had been previously presented to the committee. Service disconnections will resume on September 2, delayed
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from the previously planned August 26 date. Special considerations will be given to all customers that
experienced a household COVID-19 infection at any time since March.

Staff further informed the committee that restored collection actions already underway have been successful,
with SU experiencing in July our first decrease in 30+ day delinquencies since September 2019.

Discussion followed. At the committee’s request, staff will continue to provide updates on customer
delinquencies and cash flow on a quarterly basis.

Status Update: Lead Service Line Replacement Programs: Stoughton Utilities staff presented and discussed
efforts that have occurred in the past year since the utility was notified of the lead action exceedance. Many
efforts have been completed or are currently underway as staff proceeds with the creation of a program to replace
lead service lines throughout the City of Stoughton. Recent efforts include:

e Lead service line identification and inventory record updates, including the public availability of a map
showing the location of confirmed and presumed public and private lead service lines.

o Completion of the replacement of publicly-owned lead service lines in the Prospect, McKinley, and Grant
Street neighborhood, and partnership with home owners replacing their privately-owned lead service
lines as part of the same project.

e Continuation of a public education program, including distribution of our annual Consumer Confidence
Report that highlighted lead service lines and sampling results, and other educational and informational
communications to the community on lead service lines.

Discussion followed.

Stoughton Utilities Environmental Sustainability: Utilities Committee Vice-Chairman Heili presented this
item and discussed that discussions have been ongoing at the City of Stoughton Community Affairs and Council
Policy (CACP) Committee as well as at the Stoughton Utilities Committee related to environmental sustainability.

However, about $40,000 of the reduced income is from pole attachment billing being
late in 2020. Sales revenues were down $100,400 but were offset by $195,200 in
reduced power costs. YTD kWh sales are down 2.47 million, or 2.9%.

Non-power operating expenses are up $121,600 YTD. Locating expenses are up
$62,000 over 2019 YTD due to the TDS project. An overhead inspection project
accounts for another $24,000 of additional expense over the prior year. $63,000 of tree
trimming costs have also been incurred YTD in 2020. These additional expenses have
been made up in part by lower payroll, technology, and other costs in 2020.

The rate of return is currently 1.75% compared to 2.18% at this point in time in 2019.
Unrestricted cash balances are $4.6 million (3.9 months of sales).

Water Summary:
Operating revenues were down $4,500, or 0.3%, due to lower “other” operating
revenues. Troll Beach was not filled this year ($2,300 of bulk water sales in 2019).

Total gallons sold YTD are about 2.3% lower than 2019. The large majority of the
reduced gallons sold were from May and June. Residential sales were up $29,500 YTD,
but commercial and industrial sales were down $29,300.

Operating expenses were up $21,700, or 2.0%, compared to the prior year. $8,000 of
the extra expenses is from labor expenses. The remaining expense is from increased
locate expenses, similar to electric.

The rate of return is currently 2.03% compared to 2.45% at this point in time in 2019.
Unrestricted cash balances are $0.89 million (4.7 months of sales).

Wastewater Summary:
2020 operating revenue were up 11,400 YTD, or 0.9%, from 2019. Regular sales were
up $63,400 but surcharge revenues were down $52,000.

Operating expenses were $1,102,200, which was up $35,100, or 3.3%, from the prior
year. $33,600 of the increase is from operating and maintenance labor in 2020.
Unrestricted cash balances were $0.77 million (4.4 months of sales).

Overall Summary:
YTD 2020 operating income is $869,100, up $42,500 from 2019. This is a significant
improvement from last month when operating income YTD was down $117,700.

Electric Summary:

2020 operating income was $382,900, up $60,725 from the prior year YTD. Sales
revenues were down $62,200 but were offset by $207,900 in reduced power costs. YTD
kWh sales are down 1.9 million, or 2.0%. Other operating revenue was down $31,700
but this is entirely due to timing issues and will be reversed in September.

Non-power operating expenses are up $53,200 YTD. Underground line expenses are
up $103,300 over 2019 YTD due to the TDS project. An overhead inspection project
accounts for another $24,000 of additional expense over the prior year. These
additional expenses have been made up in part by lower payroll, technology, and other
costs in 2020.

Unrestricted cash balances are $5.3 million (4.3 months of sales).

Water Summary:

Operating revenues were up $10,700, or 0.7%. Total gallons sold YTD are about 0.3%
lower than 2019. August 2020 gallons sold were 4.8 million, or 12%, higher than August
2019, which helped offset the decline in sales from earlier months in 2020.

Operating expenses were up $31,500, or 2.5%, compared to the prior year. $7,600 of
the extra expenses is from labor expenses. The remaining expense is from increased
locate expenses from the TDS project.

The rate of return is currently 2.57% compared to 2.99% at this point in time in 2019.
Unrestricted cash balances are $0.7 million (3.8 months of sales).

Wastewater Summary:
2020 operating revenues were up $33,300 YTD, or 2.4%, from 2019. Regular sales
were up $95,900 but surcharge revenues were down $62,600.

Operating expenses were $1,243,500, which was up $30,700, or 2.5%, from the prior
year. $27,600 of the increase is from operating and maintenance labor in 2020.

(@)  Notice to connect to wastewater or sanitary sewer. WWhenever wastewater or sanitary
sewer becomes available to any building used for human habitation, the buiding
inspectorutilities director shall notify in writing the owner, agent or occupant thereof to
connect facilities thereto asreguired-by-the-buding-taspeeter-within 12 months. If such person
to whom the notice has been given shall fail to comply in a timely manner, the building
inspector shall cause the necessary connections to be made and the expense thereof shall be
assessed as a special tax against the property pursuant to Wis. Stats. § 281.45.

Sec. 64-9 (f) — Sandwich Board Signs

(1) Portable sandwich board-type signs are permitted for businesses on Main Street, between
Hillside and Page Streets and extending from this area of Main Street to \Washington and
Jefferson Streets, adjacent to streets, on the sidewalk or on the parkrow, in the right-of-
way as follows:

(2) Permit required. A permit from the department of planning and development shall be
required for sandwich board signs which shall meet the following standards:

a. The maximum size shall be 12 square feet with a base width not exceeding three feet.
b.  Height shall not exceed a maximum of four feet.

c. Sign shall be setback 2 feet minimum from curb face. An unobstructed area of four
five feet shall be provided for pedestrian traffic.

Signs shall not be illuminated or reflective.
Not more than one such sign permitted per business.
Signs must be stored inside overnight and/or when the business is closed.

These signs are permitted only on Main Street, between Hillside and Page Street and
extending from this area of Main Street to Washington and Jefferson Streets because
this area is a unique business district in the city, and because of the historic nature of
the area.

h. Any business that fails to comply with the provisions of this section, after
receiving one warning, will lose its privilege to display a sandwich board sign
for a six-month period.

i. Sandwich board signs may only be placed in front of the business
location/property.

A temporary traffic signal was installed at USH 51 and STH 138 in 2016 to improve
operations at that intersection until the ultimate improvement could be constructed. The improvement will also
eliminate the skew at the USH 51 and STH 138 Intersection.

Proposed Improvement — The three intersections of USH 51and STH 138, USH 51 and Silverado/Hoel Avenue,
and USH 51 and Roby Road will be reconstructed as roundabouts.

The typical section through the roundabout has a 12-foot concrete truck apron, either one 20’ driving lane or an

inside 12-foot driving lane and a 20-foot outside driving lane, 18-inch curb and gutter between the central island
and truck apron, 36-inch mountable curb and gutter between the truck apron and driving lanes and 30-inch curb

and gutter on the outside of the driving lanes, a 5-foot terrace and a 10-foot multi-use path.

The typical section for the roundabout approaches has a variable median width, a 12-foot inside driving lane with a
12-foot typical (variable) outside driving lane, 30-inch curb and gutter, a 5-foot terrace and a 10-foot multi-use
path. North of the STH 138 roundabout some areas have a 5-foot asphalt outside shoulder with a 5-foot base
aggregate dense shoulder and an inside shoulder of 3-foot and a 3-foot asphalt inside shoulder with a 3-foot base
aggregate dense shoulder.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1. The Municipality shall pay to the State all costs incurred by the State in connection with the improvement which
exceeds federal/state financing commitments or are ineligible for federal/state financing. Local participation
shall be limited to the items and percentages set forth in the Summary of Costs table, which shows Municipal
funding participation. In order to guarantee the Municipality’s foregoing agreements to pay the State, the
Municipality, through its above duly authorized officers or officials, agrees and authorizes the State to set off
and withhold the required reimbursement amount as determined by the State from General Transportation
Aids or any moneys otherwise due and payable by the State to the Municipality.

2. Funding of each project phase is subject to inclusion in an approved program and per the State’s Facility
Development Manual (FDM) standards. Federal aid and/or state transportation fund financing will be limited
to participation in the costs of the following items as specified in the Summary of Costs:

(a) Design engineering and state review services.
(b) Real Estate necessitated for the improvement.
(c) Compensable utility adjustment and railroad force work necessitated for the project.

(d) The grading, base, pavement, curb and gutter, and structure costs to State standards, excluding the cost of
parking areas.

(e) Storm sewer mains, culverts, laterals, manholes, inlets, catch basins, and connections for surface water
drainage of the improvement; including replacement and/or adjustments of existing storm sewer manhole
covers and inlet grates as needed.

(f) Construction engineering incidental to inspection and supervision of actual construction work, except for
inspection, staking, and testing of sanitary sewer and water main.

(g9) Signing and pavement marking necessitated for the safe and efficient flow of traffic, including detour routes.

(h) Replacement of existing sidewalks necessitated by construction and construction of new sidewalk at the
roundabout at the time of construction.
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(i) Replacement of existing driveways, in kind, necessitated by the project.

(i) New installations or alteration resulting from roadway construction of standard State street lighting and
traffic signals or devices. Alteration may include salvaging and replacement of existing components.

3. Work necessary to complete the improvement to be financed entirely by the Municipality or other utility or
facility owner includes the following items:

(a) New installations of or alteration of sanitary sewers and connections, water, gas, electric, telephone,
telegraph, fire or police alarm facilities, parking meters, and similar utilities.

(b) New installation or alteration of signs not necessary for the safe and efficient flow of traffic.
(c) Roadway and bridge width in excess of standards.

(d) Construction inspection, staking, and material testing and acceptance for construction of sanitary
sewer and water main.

(e) Provide complete plans, specifications, and estimates for sanitary sewer and water main work. The
Municipality assumes full responsibility for the design, installation, inspection, testing, and operation of
the sanitary sewer and water system. This relieves the State and all of its employees from the liability for
all suits, actions, or claims resulting from the sanitary sewer and water system construction.

(f) Parking lane costs.

(g) Coordinate, clean up, and fund any hazardous materials encountered for city utility construction. All
hazardous material cleanup work shall be performed in accordance to state and federal regulations.

4. As the work progresses, the Municipality will be billed for work completed which is not chargeable to
federal/state funds. Upon completion of the project, a final audit will be made to determine the final division of
costs.

5. If the Municipality should withdraw the project, it shall reimburse the State for any costs incurred by the State
in behalf of the project.

6. The work will be administered by the State and may include items not eligible for federal/state participation.

7. The Municipality shall, in cooperation with the State, assist with public relations for the project and
announcements to the press and such outlets as would generally alert the affected property owners and the
community of the nature, extent, and timing of the project and arrangements for handling traffic within and
around the project.

8. Basis for local participation:
(a) Design Engineering (5845-01-06/08)

All design engineering costs necessitated by the street or road construction are 100% eligible for
Federal/State funding. Standard street lighting design is a participating item. Any design costs
associated with non-participating construction items are the responsibility of the Municipality. The
costs of designing a lighting system that consists of decorative street lights and other enhancement items
are the responsibility of the Municipality.

(b) Real Estate Acquisition (5845-01-22/23)

All real estate acquisitions necessitated by the roadway improvement are 100% eligible for Federal/State
funding. Costs not eligible include real estate purchased for parking and excess remnants not associated
with the roadway project.
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(c) Roadway Construction (5845-01-76/78)

i.  The Municipality shall pay 100% of the cost of installing or adjusting water and sanitary
sewer systems including manhole and valve adjustments. These costs are not eligible for
Federal/State funding.

ii. The Municipality has elected to color the concrete “porkchop” islands within the project. The
Municipality will be 100% responsible for the coloring costs.

iii. The Municipality has elected to increase the width of the Shared Use Path by five additional
feet. The Municipality will be 100% responsible for the additional concrete and base course
required to construct the additional 5-foot width at Roby Road.

iv. The Municipality has elected to extend the sidewalk to cross McComb Road. The
Municipality will be 100% responsible for the additional concrete and base course required
to construct the sidewalk at McComb Road.

Comments and Clarification: This agreement is an active agreement that may need to be amended as the project
is designed. It is understood that these amendments may be needed as some issues have not been fully evaluated
or resolved. The purpose of this agreement is to specify the local and state involvement in funding the project.
A signed agreement is required before the State will prepare or participate in the preparation of detailed designs,
acquire right-of-way, or participate in construction of a project that merits local involvement.

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First Amendment to Access Agreement

This First Amendment to Access Agreement (“First Amendment”) is made between the
City of Stoughton (“Stoughton”), a Wisconsin municipality, and Uniroyal Global Engineered
Products (“Uniroyal”), a Wisconsin corporation (collectively, the “Parties”).

RECITALS

A. Stoughton and Uniroyal entered into an Access Agreement (“Agreement”), pursuant to
which Stoughton is providing access to Uniroyal for the purposes of undertaking certain
sampling activities on property owned by Stoughton and depicted on Exhibit A to the
Agreement (the “Property”).

B. The purpose of the sampling is to detect the presence the Non-Hazardous plasticizer DINA.

C. Uniroyal has requested to expand the scope of the Site Work defined in the Agreement to
include the drilling of additional test wells on the Property.

D. Stoughton agrees to the expanded scope of Site Work subject to the terms of this First
Amendment.

AGREEMENT
Therefore, Stoughton and Uniroyal agree as follows:

1. Existing Agreement. Except as expressly modified in this First Amendment, the
Agreement is hereby ratified and reaffirmed, and it shall continue in full force and effect.

2. Scope of Work. In addition to the Site Work authorized in Section 3 of the Agreement,
Stoughton authorizes Uniroyal and/or its Personnel to perform the following work on the
Property:

Count 1: Shakers Maintains a Riotous, Disorderly, Indecent, or Otherwise

Improper House.

Shooting at Shakers.





0, On information and belief, on the night of October 9, 2020, Shakers held a
“hip-hop” style event that involved a large crowd at Shakers’ licensed premises. It is
estimated that over 100 people were at the event.

7. On information and belief, oﬁ October 10, 2020, at approximately 2:00am,
a report of shots fired on Shakers’ premises was reported to the Stoughton Police
Department.
