Overview presentation and discussion regarding the alcohol beverage license application process, 
quota limitations, and license expiration, renewal, and transfers 
City attorney Rachel Snyder presented an overview of the processes currently part of the ordinances and 
quota limit.  The City is at its max of 16 regular intoxicating liquor license however one became available 
and there are two applicants for it.  The Committee effectively can approve one and deny the other after 
review of the applications.

-Attorney Matt Fleming presented for applicant Pamela Kosanavich and noted that his client would be 
willing to split the cost of a reserve license so that both parties could be assured they would receive a 
license. 
-Joseph Baird (Mershonian Cidery) presented on his behalf with greatest concern that he is required to 
close at 9 p.m. with a Class B wine only license.

Stoughton Alcohol Policy Committee 


 


The purpose of the Alcohol Policy Committee is to ease the burden of establishing and 
maintaining best practices regarding alcohol policy in the City of Stoughton. The Stoughton 
Alcohol Policy Committee will achieve this by reviewing and advising the Public Safety 
Committee on all alcohol and related license applications, renewals, and amendments. 
Additionally, the Committee will research best practices to draft edits or propose new alcohol-
related ordinances, policies, and practices. 
Description of the work: 


1. Coordinate the Municipal Alcohol Policy Inventory biennially to assess existing policies, 
ordinances, and enforcement efforts and to identify opportunities to strengthen and/or 
develop new policies and ordinances.  


2. Assist the Stoughton Police Department with annual processes related to training, 
issuing and renewal of liquor and operator licenses and conducting Alcohol Age 
Compliance Checks. 


3. Research effective strategies related to alcohol implemented in Dane County and across 
Wisconsin.  


4. Advise the Stoughton Police Department, City Clerk, and Public Safety Committee 
through proposed changes to existing or new ordinances, policies, and practices to 
ensure Stoughton is a healthy, safe community.  


 


Members and Roles: 


The Alcohol Policy Committee will consist of no less than five, but no more than 10 members.  
Membership of the Committee will include one representative appointed from the City Council 
and one representative appointed from the Stoughton Wellness Coalition.  The remaining spots 
will be recruited from the community at large.  


Chair – Calls the meetings and keeps the group on task. 


Secretary – Keeps meeting notes and correspondence. 


Implementers – Those who with gather information, conduct research and/or draft policies and 
ordinances. 


Meeting Schedule: 


The committee will meet monthly or as needed during the first 12 months, in correlation to 
scheduled Public Safety Committee meetings.  Thereafter, the schedule will be determined by 
members on at least a quarterly basis. 
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Sec. 14-42. - Point values for alcohol beverage license, outdoor consumption permit, 
and cabaret license violations, revocations and suspensions. 
 
 (a) Purpose. The purposes of this section are to require the public safety committee to 
initiate nonrenewal, revocation or suspension proceedings under certain conditions, and to 
specify the minimum suspension that shall be imposed under certain conditions. Nothing 
in this section is intended to limit or modify the city's authority to refuse to renew, suspend 
or revoke any license under this chapter, or to require the city to apply the point schedule 
for any purpose other than those purposes expressly provided for in this section.

(2) In construing the number of points to be assessed for an alleged violation, it is 
the ordinance section number rather than the type of violation which shall 
control. 
 


(c) Violations, how calculated. In determining the accumulated demerit points against a 
license or permit within a specified period, the city shall use the date each violation was 
committed as the basis for the determination. A conviction for a violation is not necessary 
to assign points. That decision is made by the chief of police or his designee based on his 
analysis of the violation 
 
(d) Suspension or revocation of license or permit. 
 


(1) The public safety committee shall initiate nonrenewal, suspension or revocation 
proceedings for any licensee who has been found guilty, by a court having 
jurisdiction, of assessed points for one or more violations occurring during any 
12-month period, which total 100 points or more. 


 
(2) If the demerit point accumulation calculated from the date of violation meets or 


exceeds 100 points in a 12-month period, 150 points in a 24-month period or 
200 points in a 36-month period, the licensee shall be suspended for not less than 
three days, or the license shall be revoked. If the license or permit is revoked, no 
other license or permit shall be granted to such licensee or for such premises for 
a period of 12 months from the date of revocation. The point accumulation totals 
in this subsection shall be cumulative, so that a previous offense within the 
relevant time period shall be considered regardless of whether such previous 
offense resulted in a prior suspension or other penalty.

The 
application shall be sworn to by the applicant and filed with the city clerk and shall contain 
such information as the police chief shall require for the effective enforcement of this article 
and the safeguarding of the residents of the city from fraud, misconduct or abuse.

property purchased will be delivered according to the representations of applicant, provided 
that action to recover on any such bond shall be commenced within six months after the 
expiration of the license of the principal.

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If a license issued under this chapter is applicable to a premises or to a vehicle, such license 
shall be posted prominently thereon.

• Sec. 14-12. - Revocation; hearing. 
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Except as otherwise provided in this chapter and in statute, any license issued under this 
chapter may be revoked for a violation of this chapter or any ordinance or any law. Such 
revocation may be made either by the mayor or by the city council. If the revocation is made 
by the mayor, he shall report such revocation within five days to the city council. Within ten 
days thereafter or within ten days of the city council's action or revocation, a public hearing 
shall be held by the city council upon such revocation. Notice of such public hearing shall be 
given the licensee at least five days prior to the public hearing in the manner provided for 
service of circuit court summons pursuant to law. At the hearing, the licensee may appear in 
person with or without counsel. After the hearing, the council may either affirm the 
revocation, reinstate the license, or modify the revocation by the imposition of conditions for 
continuance of the licensed business or may suspend the license for a period not to exceed 
30 days.

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The following provisions shall apply to the revocation, suspension or nonrenewal of any 
license issued pursuant to this chapter notwithstanding any other provisions of this chapter, 
except those providing for revocation or suspension of any license by the court: 


(1) 


Complaint. Any resident of the city or city official may file a sworn written complaint with the 
city clerk alleging one or more of the following about any person or entity licensed pursuant 
to this chapter: 


a. 


The person has violated Wis. Stats. ch. 125 or this chapter. 


b. 


The person keeps or maintains a disorderly or riotous, indecent or improper house. 
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c. 


The person has sold or given away alcohol beverages to known habitual drunkards. 


d. 


The person does not possess the qualifications required under this chapter to hold the 
license. 


e. 


The person has been convicted of manufacturing, distributing or delivering a controlled 
substance or controlled substance analog under Wis. Stats. § 961.41(1); of possessing, with 
intent to manufacture, distribute or deliver, a controlled substance or controlled substance 
analog under Wis. Stats. § 961.41(1m); or of possessing, with intent to manufacture, distribute 
or deliver, or of manufacturing, distributing or delivering a controlled substance or controlled 
substance analog under a substantially similar federal law or a substantially similar law of 
another state. 


f. 


The person has been convicted of possessing any of the materials listed in Wis. Stats. § 961.65 
with intent to manufacture methamphetamine under that subsection or under a federal law 
or a law of another state that is substantially similar to Wis. Stats. § 961.65. 


g. 


The person knowingly allows another person, who is on the premises for which the license 
under this chapter is issued, to possess, with the intent to manufacture, distribute or deliver, 
or to manufacture, distribute or deliver a controlled substance or controlled substance 
analog. 


h. 


The person knowingly allows another person, who is on the premises for which the license 
under this chapter is issued, to possess any of the materials listed in Wis. Stats. § 961.65 with 
the intent to manufacture methamphetamine. 


i. 


The person received the benefits from an act prohibited under Wis. Stats. § 125.33(11). 


(2) 







Summons. Upon the filing of the complaint, the city council or public safety committee shall 
issue a summons, signed by the clerk and directed to any peace officer in the municipality. 
The summons shall command the licensee complained of to appear before the public safety 
committee on a day and time and at a place named in the summons, not less than three days 
and not more than ten days from the date of issuance, and show cause why the license 
should not be revoked or suspended. The summons and a copy of the complaint shall be 
served on the licensee at least three days before the time at which the licensee is 
commanded to appear. Service shall be in the manner provided under Wis. Stats. ch. 801, for 
service in civil actions in circuit court. 


(3) 


Procedure on hearing. 


a. 


No appearance. If the licensee does not appear as required by the summons, the allegations 
of the complaint shall be taken as true and, if the committee finds the allegations sufficient, 
the license shall be revoked. The clerk shall give notice of the revocation to the person whose 
license is revoked. 


b. 


Public safety committee to serve as hearing agency. 


1. 


The public safety committee shall serve as the hearing agency for the city council. The chair of 
the committee or the chair's designee shall conduct the hearing, administer oaths to all 
witnesses and may issue subpoenas. As far as practicable, the rules of evidence provided in 
Wis. Stats. § 227.45 shall be followed. The complainant shall have the burden of proving the 
charges by a preponderance of the evidence. 


2. 


If the licensee appears as required by summons and denies the complaint, both the 
complainant and the licensee may produce witnesses, cross examine witnesses and be 
represented by counsel. The licensee shall be provided a written transcript of the hearing at 
his expense. All proceedings and testimony shall be recorded on tape and transcribed unless 
waived by both the complainant and licensee. If either party requires a stenographic 
recording and transcription, city staff shall make the necessary arrangements, but the 
expense shall be borne by the requesting party. The secretary to the public safety committee 
shall mark and receive all exhibits admitted into the record. 


3. 







Within 20 days of the completion of the hearing, the public safety committee shall submit a 
report to the city council, including findings of fact, conclusions of law and a recommendation 
as to what action, if any, the city council should take with respect to the license. The public 
safety committee shall provide the complainant and the licensee with a copy of the report. 
Either the complainant or the licensee may file an objection to the report and shall have the 
opportunity to present arguments supporting the objection to the city council. The city 
council shall determine whether the arguments shall be presented orally or in writing or both. 


4. 


At the second regular meeting of the city council, after the filing of the public safety 
committee's recommendation, the city council shall act on the recommendation. If the 
recommendation is based upon a stipulation of the parties, the city council may accept or 
reject the recommendations by a simple majority vote. If the city council rejects the 
recommendation, the matter shall be referred back to the public safety committee for a full 
factfinding hearing. If the recommendation is based upon a full factfinding hearing, the 
recommendation shall become the decision of the city council unless reversed or modified by 
a simple majority vote. No further evidence shall be allowed before the city council. Only 
those members of the city council who have certified to the clerk in writing that they have 
read the transcript, unless waived by both the complainant and the licensee, exhibits and 
reports of the public safety committee, shall be permitted to vote on the matter. If the city 
council after considering the public safety committee's report and any arguments presented 
by the complainant or the licensee finds the complaint to be true or if there is no objection to 
the report recommending suspension or revocation of license, the license shall be suspended 
for not less than one day nor more than 90 days or revoked. Any suspension or revocation 
shall be served beginning at 12:00 a.m. on the 7th day following council action. The decision 
of the city council shall be a final determination for purposes of judicial review. If the 
complaint is found to be true, the licensee shall pay to the city the actual costs of the 
proceedings. 


c. 


Notice. The city clerk shall give notice of each suspension or revocation to the person whose 
license is suspended or revoked. 


d. 


Dismissal. If the city council finds the complaint untrue, the proceeding shall be dismissed 
without cost to the accused. If the city council finds the complaint to be malicious and without 
probable cause, the costs shall be paid by the complainant. The city council or committee may 
require the complainant to provide security for such costs before issuing the summons under 
subsection (2) of this section. 


(4) 







Effect of revocation. When a license is revoked under this section, the revocation shall be 
recorded by the city clerk and no other license issued under this article shall be granted to 
such licensee or for such premises for a period of 12 months from the date of the revocation. 


(5) 


Judicial review. The action of the city council in granting or failing to grant, suspending or 
revoking any license or the failure of the city council to revoke or suspend any license for 
good cause may be reviewed by the circuit court for the county in which the application for 
the license was issued, upon application by any applicant, licensee or resident of the city. The 
procedure on review shall be the same as in civil actions instituted in the circuit court. The 
person desiring review shall file pleadings, which shall be served on the city council in the 
manner provided in Wis. Stats. ch. 801, for service in civil actions and a copy of the pleadings 
shall be served on the applicant or licensee. The city council, applicant or licensee shall have 
20 days to file an answer to the complaint. Following filing of the answer, that matter shall be 
deemed at issue and hearing may be had within five days, upon due notice served upon the 
opposing party. The hearing shall be before the court without a jury. Subpoenas for witnesses 
may be issued and their attendance compelled. The decision of the court shall be filed within 
ten days after the hearing and a copy of the decision shall be transmitted to each of the 
parties. The decision shall be binding unless it is appealed to the court of appeals. 


(6) 


Nonrenewal of license. The city may refuse to renew a license for the causes provided in 
subsection 14-31(1). Prior to the time for renewal of the license, the city council or the public 
safety committee shall notify the licensee in writing of the city's intention not to renew the 
license and provide the licensee with an opportunity for a hearing. The notice shall state the 
reasons for the intended action. The hearing shall be conducted as provided in subsection 14-
31(3), and judicial review shall be as provided in subsection 14-31(5). 


(7) 


Other provisions. Any license issued pursuant to this chapter shall be subject to such further 
regulations and restrictions as may be imposed by the city council by amendment to this 
chapter or by the enactment of new ordinances. If any licensee shall fail or neglect to meet 
the requirements imposed by such new restrictions and regulations, his license may be 
revoked in accordance with this chapter. In case of revocation of any license or any violation 
of any provision of this chapter in accordance with this chapter or by the court or for any 
reasonable cause except the imposition of new restrictions, no refund shall be made of any 
part of the license fee. If a license issued under this chapter is not used within 15 days after 
its issuance or its usage is discontinued for a period of 15 days or more, such situation shall 
be grounds for cancellation of the license in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

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Any licensee who personally or through his managers, operators, agents or employees 
violates any of the provisions of this article shall be subject to a penalty as provided in section 
1-3. In addition, the licensee's license shall be subject to revocation, suspension or 
nonrenewal pursuant to Wis. Stats. § 125.12, or, if the violation involves one or more 
underage persons, the penalties shall be as set forth in Wis. Stats. § 125.07.

• Sec. 14-35. - License fees. 
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The fees for licenses issued in this article shall be in accordance with the schedule listed 
in section 14-461 and shall be paid in cash or by certified check to the city clerk. Fees must be 
paid at least 15 days prior to the date the license is to be issued.

• Sec. 14-36. - Application. 
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(a) 


The application for such licenses shall be in writing on forms furnished by the state 
department of revenue and shall contain the following information verified under oath by the 
applicant: 


(1) 


Address of the building for which the license is desired and description including a diagram of 
the overall dimensions, seating arrangements, capacity and bar size of the premises therein 
where fermented malt beverages or intoxicating liquors are to be sold. 


(2) 


A statement that the applicant or registered agent has resided continuously in the state for 
not less than 90 days prior to the date of such application. 


(3) 


A statement as to whether the applicant has ever been convicted of a felony or of a violation 
of any federal or state act or ordinance regulating or prohibiting the sale of intoxicating or 
nonintoxicating beverage and, if so, the number and dates of such convictions and the 
penalty imposed. 


(4) 


A statement as to whether the applicant holds or has applied for any other Class A or B 
licenses. 


(5) 


A statement as to whether any business other than the sale of fermented malt beverages, 
intoxicating liquor and soft drinks is to be conducted on the premises sought to be licensed 
and, if so, a description of the nature of such business. Such information shall not be required 
in an application for an operator's license. 


(6) 


A statement that the applicant is not acting as agent for or in the employ of another. 


(7) 
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If the application is for a Class B license, a statement as to whether any brewer, bottler, 
wholesaler or corporation, a majority of whose stock is owned by any brewer, bottler or 
wholesaler, has or intends to supply, furnish, lease, give, pay for or take any chattel mortgage 
of any furniture, fixture, fittings or equipment to be used in or about the premises covered by 
the application. 


(8) 


If the application is made for a Class A license, a statement as to whether any brewer, bottler 
or wholesaler has advanced, paid or furnished the money for a license fee or intends to do 
so. 


(9) 


If the application is for a Class B license, a statement as to whether any brewer, bottler or 
wholesaler is financially interested in, directly or indirectly, the license for which application is 
made. 


(10) 


The name, residence, age of the applicant, if an individual, or the names of the principal 
officers, their residence, ages, if the applicant is an association or corporation, together with 
the state of incorporation. It shall also contain the name of one or more persons whom such 
corporation or association shall designate as manager or person in charge, with the address 
of such person. 


(11) 


A statement that the applicant consents to the entry of authorized representatives of the city 
at all reasonable hours for the purpose of inspection and search and consents to the removal 
from the premises of all things and articles in evidence in any prosecution that may be signed 
and sworn to by the applicant, if an individual, and, if a corporation, then by the president 
and secretary thereof, before a notary public or other officer authorized to administer oaths. 


(12) 


The application shall also contain any other reasonable and pertinent information as the city 
council may, from time to time, require. The application shall be referred by the clerk to the 
public safety committee which shall then make any investigation it deems necessary or 
desirable. The application shall also be referred by the clerk to the chief of police who shall 
immediately conduct a background check and inspect the premises sought to be licensed and 
report in writing to the public safety committee as required. These reports shall deal with any 
and all incidents relating in any manner to the premises sought to be licensed, whether or not 
the incident led to any official action against the premises or its license. 







(b) 


Before issuance of any operator's, manager's, Class A or Class B retailer's license, including 
owners of such establishments, every applicant shall be certified as having successfully 
completed a responsible beverage server training course at any location that is offered by a 
vocational, technical and adult education district and that conforms to curriculum guidelines 
specified by the board of vocational, technical and adult education unless the applicant fulfills 
one of the requirements in subsections (b)(1)—(3) of this section. Those who complete such 
programs shall have an appropriate endorsement recorded and placed on their licenses and 
shall be eligible to operate, conduct or be employed in establishments operating under a 
Class A or B license. 


(1) 


The person is renewing an operator's license. 


(2) 


Within the past two years, the person held a Class A or Class B license or permit or a 
manager's or operator's license. 


(3) 


Within the past two years, the person has completed such a training course. 


(c) 


The city clerk or designee may issue a provisional operator's license to a person who is 
enrolled in a training course under subsection (b) of this section and shall revoke that license 
if the applicant fails to successfully complete the course in which enrolled. 


(d) 


Where application is made for a Class A or B license on behalf of a sole proprietorship, the 
sole proprietor shall successfully complete the training course under subsection (b) of this 
section. Where the application is made on behalf of a partnership, all partners shall 
successfully complete the training course. Where the application is made on behalf of a 
corporation, the registered agent shall successfully complete the training course. 


(e) 


As a part of the operator's license review process, the chief of police will conduct a records 
check of the applicant's adult criminal arrests through the Wisconsin Crime Identification 
Bureau, the police department records of the applicant. This record will be attached to the 
application for review by the city clerk and, if necessary, the public safety committee. 







(f) 


The number of Class A fermented malt beverage only permits is limited. Class A fermented 
malt beverage only retailer's licenses will be limited to one per 1,000 population for the city 
with partial numbers being rounded up to the next highest whole number. The population 
numbers for the city will be based on the department of administration estimates for the year 
in question. This number excludes Class A fermented malt beverage permits issued as a part 
of a Class A liquor and fermented malt beverage combination.

Upon the receipt of a timely application received by the city clerk, 
approval of the application by the city council and after payment of license fee, the city clerk 
shall issue the applicant a license. Each license shall be numbered in the order in which 
issued and shall specifically state the premises for which issued, the date of issuance, fee paid 
and the name of the licensee. All licenses shall remain in force until June 30 following the 
issuance thereof, unless revoked or suspended in the manner provided by statute or this 
chapter. Renewal license applications are due by April 15 and shall be issued a late fee of 
$25.00 for each day after April 15 that the application is received. Payment of the application 
fee is due in full by June 15 and shall be issued a late fee of $25.00 for each day later than 
June 15 that the application fee is received. Payments received after June 25 shall be made by 
cash, money order or bank cashiers check only. If necessary, the city clerk may issue a 60-day 
provisional retail license to late filing applicants, subject to report and approval of the chief of 
police.

Where the applicant's premises are not in compliance with relevant ordinances and/or state 
codes at the time of application, the application may be accepted with the provisal that the 
license shall be granted and issued only upon the applicant's compliance with applicable 
ordinances and codes within 90 days of acceptance. If the applicant's premises are not in 
compliance within the 90-day period, the acceptance shall be withdrawn.

• Sec. 14-39. - General licensing requirements.

Conformity to statutes and ordinances. No license shall be issued or renewed unless the 
premises conform to the sanitary, safety and health requirements of the state building code, 
plumbing code and the rules and regulations of the state department of health applicable to 
restaurants, as well as all ordinances and regulations adopted by the city. 


(2) 


City claims. No license shall be issued or renewed for operation on any premises upon which 
taxes or assessments or other financial claims of the city are delinquent and unpaid.

• Sec. 14-40. - Operation by licensee under Class A or B license; 
additional city regulations. 
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(a) 


View of interior unobstructed. 


(1) 
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Blinds, screens and partitions. No holder of a retail Class B fermented malt beverage license 
under this article shall permit the interior of the premises to be obstructed, provided that 
partitions, etc., not exceeding 48 inches in height, may be permitted within the interior. This 
subsection shall not apply to a licensed premises where the principal business conducted is 
that of a restaurant or hotel. 


(2) 


Windows and doors. Windows and doors of any licensed premises shall not be obstructed by 
screens, blinds, paints or other articles, provided articles not higher than 48 inches from the 
sidewalk level shall be permitted. This subsection does not apply to a licensed premises 
where the principal business conducted is that of a restaurant or hotel. 


(b) 


Alcohol beverages to be sold and consumed only in authorized parts of premises. 


(1) 


No alcohol beverage may be sold, dispensed or consumed under a Class B license in more 
than one room upon the same licensed premises. This subsection shall not prohibit the 
consumption of such beverages in bottles or other original containers in rooms occupied by 
guests in hotels, nor shall it prohibit the serving of such beverages in additional rooms in the 
same building on the same premises when these rooms are open to the public for the service 
of meals, nor shall it prohibit consumption in rooms specifically authorized and operating 
under a valid outdoor consumption permit. 


(2) 


No alcohol beverage may be sold, dispensed or consumed under a Class B license in any 
portion of the building or premises not authorized in the license, outside the building or 
premises not authorized in the license, outside the building on the premises or within any 
temporary shelter or tent on the premises. 


(c) 


Posting. Every license issued under this chapter shall be posted in a conspicuous place, while 
in force, in the room or place where alcohol beverages are kept for sale. No person shall post 
such licenses or permit such licenses to be posted upon premises other than those 
mentioned on the application. No person shall knowingly deface or destroy such license or 
remove such license without the permission of the licensee. If a license is lost or destroyed 
through no fault of the holder, a duplicate thereof under the original application shall be 
issued by the city clerk if the clerk is satisfied as to the facts upon payment of a $5.00 fee. 


(d) 







Credit restrictions. No licensee shall sell or offer to sell any alcohol beverage to any person on 
credit, except credit extended by a hotel to a resident guest or a club to a bona fide member, 
and by grocers and druggists who maintain a credit system in connection with other 
purchases as well. No licensee shall sell alcohol beverages to any person on a passbook or 
store order or receive from any person any goods, wares, merchandise or other articles in 
exchange for alcohol beverages. 


(e) 


Gambling prohibited. Except as provided by law, no person shall permit gambling or devices 
used for gambling upon any premises licensed under this chapter. 


(f) 


Licensee, manager or other operator on premises. There shall be upon premises operated 
under a retail Class A or B license at all times the licensee or some person who shall be 
responsible for acts of all persons serving in any manner alcohol beverages to customers. No 
person other than the licensee shall serve alcohol beverages in any place operating under a 
retail Class A or Class B license unless he possesses an operator's or manager's license or 
unless he is under the immediate supervision of the licensee or a person holding an 
operator's or manager's license who shall be upon the premises at the time of service. 


(g) 


Consent to inspection of premises. The holder of any license issued under this article shall be 
deemed to have given consent to entry and inspection at any time by any police officer or 
alderperson without warrant. Refusal by the licensee or holder of a manager's or operator's 
license to permit such inspection shall be deemed a violation of this article. 


(h) 


Presence on premises after hours under retail Class B license. 


(1) 


The licensee, employees, salesperson or service personnel shall be permitted to be present, 
but not to consume alcohol beverages, on licensed premises during hours when the premises 
are not open for business if those persons are performing job-related activities. The premises 
shall be well lighted during times when occupied and not open for business. 


(2) 


Commercial janitorial service personnel shall be allowed to enter the licensed premises for 
the purpose of cleaning during hours the establishment is not permitted to be open for 
business. The premises shall be well-lighted during cleanup. 







(i) 


Open containers restrictions. No licensee, manager or operator shall permit any patron to 
leave the licensed premises with an open container containing any alcohol beverage. 


(j) 


Health rules. Each premises shall be maintained and conducted in a sanitary manner and 
shall be a safe and proper place for the purpose for which used. The building inspector is 
authorized and empowered to make reasonable and general rules for the sanitation of all 
places of business possessing licenses under this chapter. Such rules and regulations may be 
classified and made applicable to the class of business conducted. All these rules and 
regulations shall have the same force as this chapter and an infraction thereof may be 
punished as a violation of this chapter. 


(k) 


Miscellaneous rules. 


(1) 


Consent to inspection. Every applicant procuring a license thereby consents to the entry of a 
city officer or other duly authorized representative of the city at all reasonable hours for the 
purpose of inspection and search, consents to the removal from the premises of all things 
and articles found in violation of ordinances or law, and consents to the introduction of such 
things and articles in evidence in any prosecution that may be brought for such offenses. 


(2) 


Employment of underage persons. No licensee shall employ an underage person in violation 
of Wis. Stats. § 125.07. 


(3) 


Clubs. No club shall sell intoxicating liquors except to members and guests invited by 
members. 


(4) 


Orderly conduct required. Each licensed premises shall at all times be conducted in an 
orderly manner and no disorderly, riotous or indecent conduct shall be allowed at any time 
on any licensed premises. 


(5) 







Alcohol beverages' content. No beverages of an alcohol content prohibited by law shall be 
kept in or about licensed premises. 


(6) 


Permits for outdoor consumption at Class B premises. 


a. 


Required for outdoor consumption. No licensee shall sell, serve or permit the consumption of 
alcohol beverages on any part of the licensed premises not enclosed within the building, 
except under permit granted by the city council. Such permits are issued by the council as 
provided in this section after review by the public safety committee. The permits are a 
privilege in which no rights vest and, therefore, may be revoked by the council at its pleasure 
at any time or shall otherwise expire on June 30 of each year. No person shall consume or 
have in his possession alcohol beverages on any unenclosed part of a licensed premises 
which is not described in a valid permit. The VFW shall be allowed to permit the consumption 
of alcohol beverages outside their building in the picnic area as an exception to the 
requirements of this section. 


b. 


Limitations on issuance of outdoor permits. Each application for an outdoor permit shall 
accurately describe the area intended for use and shall indicate the nature of fencing or other 
measures intended to provide control over the operation. Amplified sound or music shall not 
be permitted within the outdoor area of the licensed premises. Outdoor areas permitted 
pursuant to this section shall be not be open or occupied between the hours of 11:00 p.m. 
Friday through 8:00 a.m. Saturday, 11:00 p.m Saturday through 8:00 a.m. Sunday, and 
between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. on all other nights. The maximum capacity of 
the combined indoor and outdoor areas of the licensed premises shall be the legal maximum 
capacity of the indoor area. A permit holder may apply for approval to exceed the otherwise 
established maximum capacity to accommodate a special event. Applications to exceed the 
otherwise established maximum capacity shall be referred to the public safety committee for 
recommendation to the city council, which shall determine whether to approve the 
application. The council may impose additional restrictions on a case-by-case basis which 
shall be incorporated into any outdoor consumption permit including, but not limited to, 
conditions relating to fencing, screening and noise abatement.

Closing hours. Establishments holding a retail Class B intoxicating liquor license shall be 
closed between 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. on weekdays and between 2:30 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. on 
Saturdays and Sundays. On January 1, premises operating under a Class B license are not 
required to close. No alcohol beverages shall be served or consumed during hours when the 
premises is closed.

Prohibition of carryout sales. No person shall sell or permit to be sold on premises for which 
a retail fermented malt beverage license or retail intoxicating liquor license has been issued 
any intoxicating liquor or fermented malt beverage in an original unopened package, 
container or bottle or for consumption away from the premises during the hours set forth as 
follows:

No refund shall be made of any 
part of the license fee if any license is canceled. 
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In Verona, a license with a quota (so only class b liquor) needs to be open 150 days of the license year to 
keep their license 


This is the part of their ordinance that has the 150 days of use: 


(b)Abandonment of Premises. Any licensee holding a license to sell alcohol beverages who abandons 
such business shall forfeit any right or preference he may have to the holding of or renewal of such 
license. Abandonment shall be sufficient grounds for revocation of any alcohol beverage license. The 
losing of the licensed premises for at least six (6) months shall be prima facie evidence of the 
abandonment, unless extended by the Common Council. All persons issued a license to sell alcohol 
beverages in the City for which a quota exists limiting the number of such licenses that may be issued by 
the City shall cause such business described in such license to be operated on the premises described in 
such license for at least one hundred fifty (150) days during the terms of such license, unless such license 
is issued for a term of less than one hundred eighty (180) days, in which event this Subsection shall not 
apply.

Curbside Pickup for
Downtown Stoughton
A pilot project sponsored by the City of Stoughton Public Safety Committee


Summary
Downtown businesses and customers could benefit from a reserved curbside pickup space similar to those in
other business areas in Stoughton. Curbside pickup is free, fast, and convenient, especially when Main Street
parking is unavailable, and reduces the risk of close contact between business employees and customers
during the pandemic.


This plan introduces logistics for a reserved curbside pickup space downtown, beginning with a single marked
space as a pilot project to gauge interest. Feedback from downtown businesses and customers is a priority.
When the pandemic threat is minimal or passes, curbside pickup could continue if it is effective.


Outcome of interviews and surveys
On the basis of interviews with 18 merchants and 6 survey responses, the recommendation for a
curbside pickup space that would best serve merchants for a pilot project is the one around the
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corner from Fosdal's Bakery and Viking Brew Pub and near Autumn Pearl, Cheeser's, and Next
Generation, who were enthusiastic about the project.


East side of Forrest Street, just south of Main Street. Benefits: Four merchants were in favor of this spot,
an alternative to parking in a yellow parking zone on Main Street and off the highway. Drawbacks:
Removes a downtown parking space from public use.


Location options
Convenient curbside pickup spots for a pilot project are located just off Highway 51/Main Street for downtown
businesses within a block of Forrest and Main. Other sites for consideration after the pilot project: Street
parking on Forrest north of Main, city parking lot at Division and East Washington Streets, and Main Street
alleys.

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Merchant comments:


● Chose the southeast corner of Main and Forrest. "Would prefer the first parking spot in front of Viking
Brew Pub LLC. We've used this spot (and the next spot) for nine months now. In my opinion, the City
Hall parking lot is not a good option. We don't have the manpower for curbside across the street. We
are the only business doing curbside or carry out at this time and at 25% of our business in this
category, we can't afford to deliver, etc., to a central location elsewhere. Match curbside near each
business, if possible. Sign should read, 'Curbside pickup or delivery only.' "


● "Prefer [southeast corner of Main and Forrest]. One should be enough. Our customers have a hard time
finding parking now with the spots available."


● "Prefer option 1, southwest corner of the City Hall lot. I don't think I or my customers would use this, but
it's nice to have the option."


● Two merchants mentioned making patio dining a "permanent" option. "It adds character to the entire
city ambience downtown."


● Another merchant would like the curbside pickup parking spot to continue after the pandemic.


● Four merchants mentioned they would not have time to drop pickups across the street in the City Hall
lot, especially during busy times.


● Barriers between the street and sidewalk didn't work well.


● Concerns about speeding on Main Street


● "Not really workable for me."


● Considered the possibility of an alley window for food pickup, but that would not be allowed currently.


● Not sure how this would work for most businesses. If I wanted to do curbside, would do so in front of
my store.


● Problem with trash in the alley, south of the 100 block East Main.
