1. The Common Council of the City of Stoughton do ordain as follows: 


 


              Sec. 70-183. - No parking 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. on school days. 


    No person shall stop or leave any vehicle standing in any of the following locations between 


7:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. during school days except temporarily for the purpose of and while actively 


engaged in loading or unloading or in receiving or discharging passengers and while the vehicle is 


attended by a licensed operator:  


(1) On the east side of the 100 and 200 block of North Forrest Street.  


(2) On the east side of Devonshire Road from the High School driveway 340 feet to the 


south and on the east side of Devonshire Road from the High School driveway 80 feet 


to the north.  


(3) On the north side of North Street from the intersection with Division Street, to a point 


50 feet east of the intersection.  


(4) Along the east curb of Lincoln Avenue 50 feet north of Wilson Street.  


(5) Along the west curb of North Page Street from a point 90 feet north of Forton Street to a 


point 110 feet south of Forton Street.  


(6) On the south side of North Street from the driveway nearest the intersection with 


Fourth Street to the corner.  


    (7) On the north side of the 400 Block of North Street from Fifth Street east to the end of the street. 


    (8) On the north side of the 1900 block of Jackson Street from 137 feet to 289 feet west of Kensington  


          Square in front of 1940 Jackson Street between the two driveways.
