Call to Order:  Majewski called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM 


1) Communications:   Hebert reported:  


• Announced that Vickie Erdahl would be retiring on January 15, 2021.  Applications 
were due by December 22, 2020 


• City was recognized as Climate Champions by Dane County for the energy savings 
initiatives that were installed in the new Public Works Facility 


• PW staff will develop a maintenance plan for natural areas – put on future agenda 
• We received a total of 5 ½ inches of wet snow from the Friday – Saturday snowfall. 


Hebert stated there was some issues with residents shoveling out the sidewalk ramps.  
Hebert will assign someone to monitor the downtown area and remove snow and ice 
from downtown ramps as needed. Reeves asked about corner clean up on residential 
streets which is an issue – Hebert stated that PW would do a marketing push to remind 
residents to clear sidewalk ramps. 
 


2)    Approve November 19, 2020 Meeting Minutes:  Motion by Boersma seconded by Reeves 
 to approve the minutes.  Motion carried 3-0. 


Old Business: 


3) Discuss Downtown Planters (Potential Locations Maintenance, Cost) – Recommend to    
 Table:  Hebert reported that information is still being gathered and discussions are on-going 
with the Chamber.  Motion by Boersma, seconded  by Reeves to table until January 2021 
meeting.  Motion carried 4-0. 


    
4)    Update on 2020 Landscaping for City Hall, Public Safety Bldg. and Senior Center:   
 Scheel stated it was hard to get contracts and had received only one bid. Many requests were 


sent out, however, a lot of companies had more work than they could handle which is way the 
project is scheduled for the spring. The bid was awarded to Moyer’s Inc. 


 Currently the areas are overgrown so will be removed and replaced with beautifying but being 
mindful of maintenance issues/costs.  Reeves asked for plants that are pollinator friendly and 
bloom at different times. 


 The committee discussed the plan, but no official action was needed. 
 
5)   Review Specifications for City Sidewalks and Driveway Entrance Details:  Scheel 


discussed the new specifications which included the increase of concrete driveways and 







 
sidewalk bases be increased from 4” to 5” and recommended that they be adopted into the 
sidewalk and driveway specifications used by the city. 


 Updated drawings will be shared with the public and contractors. 
 
 Motion by Boersma, seconded by Reeves to recommend to the Common Council to adopt 


the updates for the Standards for Sidewalks which were endorsed by the Public Works 
Committee.  Motion carried 4-0 


 
6) Discussion on Decorations Over the Right of Way:  Hebert brought to the attention of the 


committee a situation in the Nordic Ridge subdivision where homeowners had strung holiday 
lights across the street from one house to another house stating he felt that this poses a potential 
problem.   


 Hebert was checking with the City Electrical Inspector on potential National Fire Protection 
Association (NFPA) electrical code violation. 


 Hebert also checked and provided the State Statue 66.0425 – Privileges in streets which could 
pertain to this lighting situation.  This would allow residents to string lights across the right of 
way as long as they obtain a permit from the city and they meet all NFPA codes. 


 Committee reviewed and discussed options, but decided that it would be in the best interest of 
the city to not allow the lights across the street due to potential liability reasons and the need to 
have inspections completed by the Electrical Inspector or each property that would want to 
string lights across the right of way from one dwelling to another. 


 
 Motion by Boersma, seconded by Reeves to direct Director Hebert to draft a letter to the 


residents involved that the city does not allow this type of lighting and to remove.  Motion 
carried 4-0. 


 
7) Review and Approve the Memorial Bench Program:  Presented program was reviewed and 


concerns discussed. A spelling error was noticed in the fourth paragraph – fourth line the word 
“plague” will be changed to “plaque”. 


 
 Motion by Boersma, seconded by Reeves to approve the Memorial Bench Program.  
 Motion carried 4-0 
 
8) Update on the Emerald Ash Borer Program Final Figures:  Hebert presented  the results of 


the three (3) year EAB ash tree removal program.  Due to favorable contracts, which resulted in  
lower costs forremoval enabled the city to remove more ash trees than anticipated plus treat 
over 100 trees  for over $100,000 less that what was initially budgeted. In total, 911 trees were 
removed and 1,423 trees of multiple variety were purchased and planted throughout the urban 
forest as part of the program. 


 Kudos were sent out to John Kemppainen, City Forester, including his crew for a great job. 
 
9) Approve the 2021 Tree Trimming Contract:  Three competitive bids were received for the 


2021 Trimming Contract.  Tree Wise Men, LLC were the lowest bidder in the amount of 
$42,085.00. who received the contract in 2020 and did great work. 


 







 
 Motion by Boersma, seconded by Hundt to recommend to Common Council to award the 


2021 Contract in the amount of $42,085.00 to Tree Wise Men LLC.  Motion carried 4-0. 
 
10) Review 2020 Yard Waste Site Season Totals:   Hebert presented totals for the year and 


despite the late start the site grossed $26,120 which includes increase of usage from the 
townships. 


 
11)   Future Agenda Items:  Downtown Planters, Prairie Management and Bjoin Park and 
 Pedestrian Bridge

Public Works Committee Members, 
 
At the request of Alder Boersma, I have been looking into the feasibility of installing flowers along 
Main St in the downtown corridor.  Some of the main concerns that have come up are the cost of 
implementation of the program and the maintenance of the plantings throughout the growing season.  
Currently, the city has not budgeted for the purchase or maintenance of flowers in the downtown in 
2021.  It is estimated that it would cost approximately $2,820 annually to run the program.      
 


Plantings   20 baskets x $45 = $900 
Perpetual Care  160 hours x $12   = $1,920 (10 hrs per week x 4 mo at $12 per hour) 


 Total Annual Cost           $2,820 
 
 
I spoke with representatives from the Stoughton Chamber of Commerce and they have no interest in 
participating in this program at this time.     
 
The City of Edgerton has a nice hanging flower display in their downtown corridor.  I spoke with the 
Director of Public Works for the City of Edgerton about the hanging baskets in their downtown.  The 
City contracts with a local nursery to plant, hang, water, remove dead leaves and switch the flowers out 
in the fall to a winter arrangement.  He mentioned the amount of maintenance that these plantings 
require as a reason that they contracted the planting and maintenance of the downtown flower baskets to 
a local nursery.   
 
As I was looking through our internal files, I did come across a permit request and accompanying form, 
Attachment A and B, that would allow for property owners downtown to purchase, plant and maintain a 
ground planter on Main St.  Participants would have to meet a certain prescribed standard for the type of 
planter and the plantings in order to receive a permit. 
 
Some issues with this type of program which allows for the ground based planters is that participation 
may be sporadic throughout the downtown. Does the committee and council want ground planters 
throughout downtown?  Who would be responsible for removing them and storing them in the winter 
and then returning them in the spring?

City of Stoughton 
Permit for Main Street Planters 


March 22, 2010 
 
City ordinances state: 


Section 64-9 Streets, Sidewalks, and other public places. 
(g)   Private property in street rights-of-way. 
(1)   Private property adjacent to streets, in street rights-of-way, is permitted as follows: 
(2)   Permit required. A permit from the street superintendent shall be required for the following: 
Any structure, installation or construction adjacent to the street, in the public right-of-way or park row, of private 
property for longer than 90 consecutive days, such as lamp posts, hitching posts, benches, sculpture or other art, 
decoration or improvement. Except that no permit is required for one “open” flag per business along Main Street 
from Page Street to Hillside Street which are placed only on Sundays. In the absence of an existing flag pole hole in 
the concrete, the business shall utilize an above-grade holder, positioned in-line with existing in-ground flag 
pole holes. 


  
                    LIABILITY AGREEMENT 


 
The applications for the permit provided for in the preceding subsection shall state the purpose for which the 
 permit is desired and the proposed location, and shall contain an agreement that the applicant shall pay all  
damages to persons or property, public or private, caused by the applicant, his agents, employees or servants  
in the doing or erection of the work for which the permit is granted.  Any applicant may be required, as a  
condition to the granting of a permit, at the discretion of the Street Superintendent, to file an undertaking, in  
such amount as the Street Superintendent shall determine, to leave the street, sidewalk or alley in as good condition  
as the same was in when the permitted activity was commended, and to save the City harmless from any damages, cost and charges 
that may accrue from the applicant’s use of such street, sidewalk or alley by reason of such permitted activity.

APPROVAL & PLACEMENT 
 


In accordance the Street Superintendent authorizes Main Street business or property owners to place decorative planters in 
the public right of way in front of their properties, between the building facades and the curbline, subject to the following 
provisions: 
 


• Planters shall be approximately in line with the furnishings-row of brick accent paving, benches, and tree plantings 
• Planters shall be 24” minimum diameter or square, and 42” maximum diameter. 
• Planters shall be placed to avoid parked car door-swings and shall not block access to parking stalls 
• Access shall be maintained along the sidewalk at all times 
• The City reserves the right to require the planters to be moved if snow removal or other street maintenance tasks are 


at issue with the planters.  The planters should be moved close to building facades after the winter holidays if it is 
judged to improve snow removal efficiency. 


• Planters shall be maintained to have healthy plantings during the growing season, and appropriate seasonal display 
material that is also well-maintained during the cold seasons.

Subject: 2021 Street & Sidewalk Project Design Points 


 


We are preparing plans for the 2021 Street & Sidewalk Projects.  This year’s pulverization 


project is planned on Roby Road between Lincoln Avenue and Kings Lynn Road and also on 


Nygaard Street between Roby Road and Buckingham Road.  We are seeking Public Works 


Committee input as outlined in the Sidewalk Installation Policy.  Please come prepared to 


discuss these items. 


 


Roby Road Pulverization Project (Lincoln Avenue to Kings Lynn Road) – We recommend 


installing missing sidewalk on the north side of Roby Road between Sundt Lane and Chapin 


Lane to create a continuous system of sidewalks on both sides of the street in this segment.  We 


don’t recommend installing sidewalks on the north side of Roby Road between Lincoln Avenue 


and Sundt Lane. 


 


Roby Road is a collector level street that functions as the major east-west transportation corridor 


between USH 51 and Page Street also frequently used by pedestrians.  The Right-of-way width 


in this segment is 80 feet and has a terrace of about 13 feet where sidewalks exist on the north 


side of Roby Road.   


 


North side of Roby Road between Sundt Lane and Chapin Lane 


In this segment, there are four properties that don’t have sidewalks and two that do have 


sidewalks.  Installation of sidewalks in this one block stretch will create a continuous 


ADA route on the north side of Roby Road in this segment.  No retaining walls are 


anticipated to be needed to install this segment of sidewalk.  Trees may be impacted but 


we may be able to shift the sidewalk within the right-of-way to minimize tree impacts. 


 


North side of Roby Road between Lincoln Avenue and Sundt Lane 


No sidewalks exist on the north side of this segment but sidewalks are continuous on the 


south side of this steep segment of Roby Road.  Installation of sidewalks in this one block 


stretch would create a continuous route.  Sidewalk construction in this segment would be 


significant due to the need for retaining walls and grading work.  There would be 


significant impact on trees and landscaping features.  In lieu of installing sidewalks in

this segment, crosswalks are proposed at Sundt Lane to direct pedestrians to the south 


side of Roby Road. 


 


Sundt Lane –North of Roby Road – Street work is not planned for this segment in 2021, 


however, we want to discuss possible sidewalk installation since it is adjacent to the Roby Road 


project.  Installing sidewalks on the east side of Sundt Lane on the one parcel at Roby Road 


would connect to existing sidewalks but it becomes discontinuous three parcels to the north.  


Installation of sidewalks on this one parcel is complicated by grade and landscaping.  It would 


likely be necessary to install the sidewalk at the back of the curb with no terrace.  It is 


recommended that sidewalk not be installed at this time and to reconsider it when work on Sundt 


Lane is programmed.  This will also allow for additional sidewalk infill to the north. 


 


North Side of Roby Road between Johnson Street and Van Buren Street – Recall, storm 


sewer was scheduled to be installed to allow sump pump connection and infill of sidewalk in the 


2020 project.  However, bids came in above budget and it was removed from the project for 


2020.  The 2021 project is planned to include this sidewalk infill and storm sewer work. 


 


Traffic Calming Islands – We are planning to install traffic calming islands at Roby Road and 


Chapin Lane. 


 


Other sidewalk work in the Pulverization Project Areas – Defective sidewalk will be 


replaced at properties adjacent to the street pulverization work.  Accessible ramps are being 


modified to bring them into compliance as necessary. 


 


Additional sidewalk replacement – The 2021 Budget includes $60,000 for sidewalk 


replacement.  Our project will target properties identified with defective and/or unsafe sidewalk 


sections
