1. Call to order. Hubing called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

2. Consider approval of the Landmarks Commission meeting minutes of November 11, 2021.
Veregin provided an amendment.

Motion by Ligocki to approve the minutes as amended, 2™ by Veregin. Motion carried
unanimously.

3. Discuss Potential New Member(s).
Hubing explained the confusion about the new member appointed by the Mayor and approved
by Council without necessarily a need yet for the Commission. That has been resolved by the
Mayor. Hubing stated the Commission is still seeking a new member with certain
qualifications.
The Commission discussed a potential ordinance amendment. Ligocki offered to draft an
amendment that addresses the need for Commission approval of any new members prior to
Council approval.

4. Main Street Historic District Design Guidelines.
e Discuss proposed draft table of contents.

Hedstrom questioned if signage will be addressed in the design guidelines.
Stacey will send questions/comments to Erica Ruggiero.

Veregin stated there is a need to address screening of parking lots and provide requirements for
the placement of electrical vehicle charging stations.

Veregin stated on Page 2, Materials: 120 E. Main Street fagade is not metal as stated.
Hedstrom did not specifically see windows listed in the table of contents.

Veregin stated some styles listed are not found in the district but will wait to discuss until the
initial draft comes out.

Ligocki questioned the meaning of the term massing. Veregin stated massing is a term that
refers to the general shape and size of a building.

Veregin questioned the sentence meaning in VIII A. Stacey will add it to the questions to Erica.
e Discuss marketing of design guidelines.

Hubing stated there was a recommendation from Erica Ruggiero and the Commission is
interested in gaining community involvement.

Ligocki suggested putting information on the Landmark website, Landmarks Facebook page,
Stoughton Hub and at the Stoughton Public Library.

Veregin suggested describing the process, grant funding acquired and information about the
project.

Panthofer stated it will be important to keep the information consistent to avoid confusion.
Veregin will put together a short summary for publication.

5. Downtown Local District.
Nothing new to report.

6. Depot Hill Historic District.
Veregin stated the Depot Hill Historic District has been entered in the National and State
Register of Historic Places on November 22, 2021 and notices have been sent to inform all
property owners within the district.

Veregin stated street sign toppers should be added if possible to identify the district. Stacey to
check with Public Works about the signs.

Veregin stated the district should be added to the Landmark website and Facebook.

Hedstrom suggested a Hub article about the district. Ligocki has a contact at the Hub. Ligocki
is also going to contact the Mayor about making an announcement at the next Council meeting.
Stacey stated information has been provided to the Mayor for the Council meeting.

Stacey questioned if the Depot Hill Historic District Map would be updated. Veregin stated the
State Historic Preservation Office simply lifted the old objection to get the district listed as
originally presented.

Veregin stated the State Historic Preservation Office will typically send out a press release for a
new historic district.

7. Discuss providing plaques to Local Landmark properties.
Veregin requested prices from 4 different fabricators and heard back from 3 of them. Two of
the firms provided prices to fabricate a cast aluminum plaque similar to what we have. One
firm came in at $200 plus s/h and the other was $230 plus s/h. Both have an 8 week production
time. Costs will go up about $50 next year so we should order now to save some money. The
budget is $1000 so we should be able to get 3 done.

ORDINANCE OF THE COMMON COUNCIL

The Common Council of the City of Stoughton do ordain as follows:

Sec. 38-33. Composition and terms.

The commission shall be composed of six citizen members competent and informed in the
historical, architectural and cultural traditions of the city, to be recommended for approval by the
Landmarks Commission and appointed by the mayor subject to city council confirmation by
majority vote. All citizen members may be appointed for three years as terms expire. Citizen
members may be appointed to successive terms. A seventh member shall be a common council
member to be appointed by the mayor subject to council confirmation by majority vote. In
addition, the zoning administrator shall be an ad hoc member of the commission and shall not be
entitled to a vote. If any vacancy occurs, the Landmarks Commission shall recommend approval
of a new member and the mayor shall appoint & that person subject to the city council
confirmation for the unexpired term. Fhe-commission-may-suggesta-candidate-to-the mayorfor
appeintment: No compensation shall be paid to commission members except for expenses
necessary in carrying out their duties. The commission shall annually select from its members a
chair, vice-chair and secretary and shall fill vacancies in such offices.

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its date of publication.

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Sec. 38-35. Powers and duties.

(a) The commission may, subject to section 38-34, recommend that the city council designate landmarks,
landmark sites and historic districts within the city, based upon the criteria of section 38-34. Once so
designated, such landmarks, landmark sites and historic districts shall be subject to all the provisions of this
article.

(b) The commission may regulate, approve or deny proposed changes or alterations to landmark properties in
accordance with section 38-36.

(c) The commission shall cooperate with the state liaison officer and the governor's liaison committee for the
National Register of Historic Places of the United States National Park Service in trying to include city
landmarks or landmark sites as national landmarks or landmark sites in the National Register of Historic
Places.

(d) The commission shall work for the continuing education of the citizens of the city about the historic heritage
of the city.

(e) The commission shall actively work for the passage of legislation which would permit the granting of full or
partial tax exemptions to properties designated under this article in order to encourage owners to assist in
carrying out the intent of this article.

(f)  The commission may, as it deems advisable, solicit and receive funds for the purpose of landmarks
preservation in the city. Any funds so received shall be placed in a special city account for such purpose.

SUMMARY OF EXISTING CONDITIONS AND CHARACTER-DEFINING FEATURES

Common architectural features throughout the district include:

=  Brick, wood, or limestone window and door hoods

LANDSCAPING

Landscaping in the study area is limited. Along Main Street, west of Fifth Street, smaller, immature trees
are planted at semi-regular intervals along the outer edge of the public right-of-way (e.g., sidewalk).
There is no landscaping along Main Street west of Fifth Street. Landscaping is even less common on the
north-south streets in the study area, and is predominately composed of older, mature trees and shrubs
which are visible at the rear and side of private building lots.

MASSING

Massing is predominately solid, in the shape of a rectangle or cuboid with slight deviations from the
solid massing through the use of projecting bays/wings, bay or oriel windows, and towers/turrets. There
is one instance of organic massing, the current Stoughton City Hall building at 207 S. Forrest Avenue/205
E. Washington Street which features a circular main footprint with a rectilinear section at the northeast
corner which houses a bank drive-thru, and a square section which houses office space at the southeast
corner of the building.

MATERIALS

Primary materials used in the survey area are siding (historically wood, now vinyl/metal/asbestos),
cream/tan, reddish- orange, red, and dark brown face brick at front/primary facades and common brick
at side and rear facades, Bedford Indiana limestone, and wood, metal, limestone, or terra cotta for
architectural ornamentation/features (e.g., brackets, cornices, window headers with incised carvings,
pier caps). There is one example of historic metal paneling in the district when the storefront at the
Stoughton Store building (120 E. Main Street) was remodeled during the mid-twentieth century. Newer
construction materials include brick veneer, concrete block, Permastone, and Dryvit, though these
materials have experienced minimal use due to the limited new construction in the district.

USES

The historic use of the surveyed buildings in the study area is approximately: 86% Commercial/mixed-
use with first floor storefronts and residential, social, or office space on the upper floors; 4% civic, 3%
residential, 5% industrial, and 2% transportation (rail)-related.
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SITE/SETTING

The study area is pedestrian-focused along the north-south collector streets® which are narrower. Main
Street, the primary east-west arterial?, is focused on both vehicular and pedestrian traffic with the
greatest roadway and sidewalk widths in the district and is landscaped with smaller trees to serve as
buffer between pedestrian traffic on the sidewalk and vehicular traffic on the roadway and at street
parking. The majority of roads are 28’ to 36’ wide with only three deviations: Division Street is 42’ wide;
Water Street is 45’ wide; and the main thoroughfare of Main Street which is 48’ wide. All streets have
on-street parking.

Sidewalk widths only slightly varying throughout the survey area between 5’ to 10’ wide. Most streets
do not have a parkway to buffer vehicular and pedestrian traffic. Parkways are only located on Forrest
and Fourth Streets and Hillside Avenue. For Forrest Street the parkway has been removed on both sides
of the street between Main Street and the first alley to the south and at the west side of the street
between Main Street and the first alley to the north. On Fourth Street, the parkway has been removed
on the west side of the street between Main and Washington Streets, as well as on the west side of the
street between Main Street and the first alley to the south and on the east side of the street between
the alley and Jefferson Street. For both Forrest and Fourth Streets, the parkway has been replaced with
on-street parking. Typical sidewalk, parkway, and road widths are as follows:

! Roadways connecting local streets with the arterial street system and provide traffic service to less intense developments like
residential, schools, churches, parks, and low intensity commercial developments. Collector streets accommodate relatively
short trips, typically one mile or less. Lower speeds and moderate to low traffic volumes (generally less than 10,000 ADT*) are
standard for collector streets. Collector streets provide an equal balance of both access and traffic movement.

2 Roadways that serve as the primary streets within the city and connect areas of activity to one another. Major arterials
connect to freeways/expressways that serve regional and interstate traffic. Trip lengths on major arterials are oftentimes
several miles long.

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SCALE

Building scale of the district ranges from intimate to human to monumental. The predominate scale in
the study area is human (79 or 78.2%), with limited use of monumental® (5 or 5%) and intimate scale (17
or 16.8%).

The historic development of the study area has created a mixed-scale neighborhood. As the study area
was first developing in the mid-to-late nineteenth century, commercial and residential buildings were
typically smaller one-to-two-story vernacular forms which created an intimate to human scale. At the
turn of the twentieth century, new commercial buildings maintained a human scale, as well as a more
monumental scale with the construction of prominent community and civic buildings. This mixed-scale
development, with a focus on the human scale, has been followed and maintained by the limited new
construction in the district.

BUILDING HEIGHT

The majority of buildings are two stories in height (66.3%), followed by one-story buildings (27.7%)
creating a low-density, pedestrian-friendly district.

=  Five or 5% of surveyed properties are three stories in height
=  One or 1% of surveyed properties are five stories in height

BUILDING ORIENTATION

Buildings in the district predominately follow north-south axis (77 or 76%) and are oriented to Main
Street which follows an east-west axis. There are 21 buildings (21%) which follow an east-west axis and
are oriented to the north-south streets.

Throughout the study area there are also three (3%) corner buildings which are oriented both east-west
and north-south and they include Stoughton City Hall, a newer commercial block at the southeast corner
of Washington and Division Streets, and the former Doughboy building at 501 E, Main Street.

All buildings are oriented to the adjacent street and approximately 96% of buildings in the district have
no setback from the public right-of-way (e.g., sidewalk). Buildings with setbacks include: Stoughton City
Hall, two private residences on Fourth Street, and the Post Office

This agreement between the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO), and the City of
Stoughton, Wisconsin (Grantee) stipulates the terms and conditions of the funding for the
above-referenced project, as well as the scope for work for the project. The grantee will
undertake and coordinate the updating of existing design guidelines for the Main Street
Historic District (the project).

Completion of the project is supported by a grant of up to $17,000 from the federal Historic
Preservation Fund (HPF) through a subgrant from the Wisconsin SHPO in support of the
National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) program in Wisconsin. The NRHP program
was established by the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 (as amended), and is
administered by the National Park Service, U.S. Department of the Interior. The Catalog
of Federal Domestic Assistance number is 15.904.

The SHPO and the Grantee agree to the following:

Scope of Work
The Grantee will carry out the project as stipulated in this document and in the Scope of

Work (Attachment A).

Period of Performance
All work related to this project will be conducted between the date of the Purchase
Order for this project and August 31, 2022.





Intermediate Deadlines
There are intermediate deadlines for project activities, reporting, and deliverables
stipulated below and in the Scope of Work. Intermediate deadlines may be amended
subject to the Amendments section below.

The Grantee will aliow the SHPO to review and approve drafts of contracts for project-
related work prior to executing such contracts.

On receipt of a Reimbursement Request, the SHPO will reimburse the Grantee, within

project.

The SHPO will reimburse the Grantee up to 75% of the grant award prior to the
completion of the project. The SHPO will release the remaining 25% of the grant award
after receipt of the Project Completion Report, all deliverables stipulated in the Scope of
Work, and a review of auditable records by SHPO staff.

The Grantee will submit a final Reimbursement Request on or before September 15,
2022 for all unreimbursed, project-related expenses.

Standards for Rehabilitation and Preservation. The grantee will provide architects at the SHPO
an opportunity to review and comment on a draft of the guidance prior to finalizing the deliverable
documents.

Subgrant Manual
In the allocation and use of federal grant funding, the Grantee will comply with all standards and
requirements in the Historic Preservation Subgrant Administration Manual (Subgrant Manual)
published by the SHPO. The Grantee will direct the principal investigator to the Subgrant Manual,
and notify them that compliance is required.

Request for Bids
After the execution of the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA), the local government of Stoughton
will issue a Request for Bids (RFB) to professional historic preservation consultants who have
expressed interest in producing the design guidelines, and other consultants who may be
interested in bidding on the project. The city will use a competitive negotiation process for
procurement of professional services, selecting the most qualified competitor.

Principal Investigator and City Staff
The consultant(s) selected to produce the design guidelines will serve as the Principal Investigator
for the project, and must meet the Secretary of the Interior's Professional Qualification Standards
for Historic Architecture. City staff will assist in facilitating the work of the project work. Time spent
by city staff to facilitate the project is eligible for reimbursement by the subgrant, and will be
tracked and claimed for reimbursement.






Deliverables

After the Design Guidelines are reviewed and finalized, the Grantee will provide 12 hard copies
and a digital PDF version of the guidance to the SHPO.

All deliverables will arrive at the SHPO or be digitally transferred to SHPO staff on or before
July 30, 2022.

MIA was selected by the City of Geneva to
prepare an architectural survey and update the
National Register Nominations for the North
Geneva Historic District and the Central Geneva
Historic District including; a new inventory and
map properties and district boundaries, with
updates to reflect the NRHP 50-year rule and
boundary revisions.

McGuire Igleski and Associates, Inc. was
selected by the City of Aledo to prepare a survey
and National Register Nomination for the
Downtown Aledo Historic District. The District
was listed June 2016.

The Aledo Downtown HD encompasses 100
acres and 81 resources. The district resources
exemplify the district’s significance as a historic
center of commerce, transportation,
government, and recreation since Aledo’s
founding in 1855.
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Landmarks Commission 2021 Budget Request.

The Stoughton Landmarks Commission is requesting funding to continue the Local Landmark
Mini Grant Program that began in 2017. The program provides facade improvement and repair
matching grants to help facilitate reinvestment in our community. Only owners of locally
landmarked buildings are eligible for the grants. These mini-grants will be for exterior repair
projects although interior projects may be considered if those projects involve structural issues or
mechanical improvements. Since many local landmarks are on Main Street, these grants will
facilitate reinvestment in downtown buildings while grants to other local landmarks will help
maintain the character of our historic neighborhoods.

Building owners must apply to the Landmarks Commission for the matching grants with a
thoroughly developed scope of work that complies with Stoughton’s historic preservation design
guidelines and meets the National Park Service’s Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for
Rehabilitation. The Landmarks Commission will reach out to owners of Stoughton local
landmark buildings to inform them of this matching grant program. These matching grants are
an excellent way for the City to demonstrate its commitment to local reinvestment in our historic
Main Street and neighborhoods while supporting residents who own historic buildings in our
community.

Our grant budget for 2020 was $10,000.00 and we received grant applications totaling more than
$29,000.00. The funding we have received to date has been awarded and once all projects are
completed, the money will be disbursed.

We have had positive public response, and requests for funding far outpace our program budget.
Due to the Covid outbreak we are seeking a bit less funding in 2021.

2021 Mini Grant Budget request: $9,000.00
The Landmarks Commission is responsible for installing small bronze plaques on the exterior of
buildings when they are designated as local landmarks and there are other administrative costs

such as web hosting, mailings and advertising. We request funding to as follows.

Landmark Budget request for Plaques, Website hosting and administration: $1000.00

Total Budget request: $10,000.00

Veregin stated the district should be added to the Landmark website and Facebook.

Hedstrom suggested a Hub article about the district. Ligocki has a contact at the Hub. Ligocki
is also going to contact the Mayor about making an announcement at the next Council meeting.
Stacey stated information has been provided to the Mayor for the Council meeting.

Stacey questioned if the Depot Hill Historic District Map would be updated. Veregin stated the
State Historic Preservation Office simply lifted the old objection to get the district listed as
originally presented.

Veregin stated the State Historic Preservation Office will typically send out a press release for a
new historic district.

7. Discuss providing plaques to Local Landmark properties.
Veregin requested prices from 4 different fabricators and heard back from 3 of them. Two of
the firms provided prices to fabricate a cast aluminum plaque similar to what we have. One
firm came in at $200 plus s/h and the other was $230 plus s/h. Both have an 8 week production
time. Costs will go up about $50 next year so we should order now to save some money. The
budget is $1000 so we should be able to get 3 done.
