Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau


This bill allows certain entities, such as a county board, village board, or the
Department of Transportation, to use the power of condemnation to acquire land or
interests in land for the purpose of establishing or extending recreational trails,
bicycle ways or lanes, or pedestrian ways.  Current law prohibits the exercise of
condemnation power to acquire land or interests in land for those purposes.


For further information see the state and local fiscal estimate, which will be
printed as an appendix to this bill.


The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:


SECTION 1.  23.09 (2) (d) (intro.) of the statutes is amended to read:

23.09 (2) (d)  Lands, acquisition.  (intro.)  Acquire by purchase, lease or


agreement, and receive by gifts or devise, lands or waters suitable for the purposes


enumerated in this paragraph, and maintain such lands and waters for such


purposes; and, except for the purpose specified under subd.

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Director’s Report 
December 2021 


Riverfront Project 


- Received the grant contract from the WDNR for the pedestrian bridge, had the City attorney 
review the contract, and took it to City Council for approval on 12/14. The grant contract was 
sent back to the WDNR. 


- Commonwealth Heritage completed their cultural site investigation for the River Park project 
site with no findings.  


- Completed numerous questions that the WDNR needed for the River Park grant. They apply on 
the City’s behalf to the National Park Service. 


- The bids came back for the riverwalk and pedestrian bridge. The City received five bids. The bid 
alternatives pushed it over budget. It will be going to the Finance Committee on 12/28 for 
approval.  


Mandt Park  


- Had a meeting on 11/30 with the engineer from Strand, City staff, and Fair board to discuss 
implementing Phase I so that the Fair wouldn’t be impacted. Some Fair board members 
continue to tell the community that the City is trying to kick them out of the park.  


- Strand completed survey work on 12/15.  
- Do we want the trail and nodes to match-up to the RDA side of the river?  
- The engineering will include 30% design for the trail close to the eastern boundary of the park, 


parking and roadway near 4th Street, and restroom/concession. 


Virgin Lake Trail 


- MSA will be completing survey work for the trail in December.  


Recreation & Youth Center  


- Worked with the Youth Center Manager to put together a plan for the use of the van and 
kitchen.  


- The Friends of Stoughton Area Youth Center are experiencing a lot of turnover, so I put together 
a board manual for the committee to help the transition.  


- Attended the FSAYC meeting on 11/11.  
- The Youth Center will be having a lock-in the night of 12/20. Staff will be flexing their time which 


will close down the center from 12/21-12/27. It will re-open on 12/28. The center typically has 
low attendance during winter break, so the lock-in makes a good use of staff time.  


- Our adult basketball leagues are larger than anticipated. We have our regular over 35 league on 
Mondays, women’s on Wednesdays, and a combined A/B league on Sundays. We typically have 
two leagues on Sundays,  


- Cascade Mountain decided to not offer discounted group rates, so our ski club will be going to 
Devil’s Head and Tyrol Basin this year. The bus company was short on school buses, so they 
offered us the use of a coach bus at the school bus rate. Bill Brue will be supervising the trips. He 
has been doing it for over 20 years and many children going on the trips are the second 
generation of families that have gone on the trips with him.

Director’s Report 
December 2021 


- Presented the Park Impact fee study to City Council on 11/30 and 12/14. The fees and 
dedication were adopted as presented.  


- Used vacation the week of November 22. Was out of the office with the flu the week of 
December 6. 


- I have proposals to complete the master planning process for the 51 West parks and KPW park. 
I’m waiting for the 51 West development to be approved and the additional land to be 
dedicated for KPW. This should happen in February.  


- Met with Director Hebert and Pat Groom to discuss the Parks Maintenance Supervisor position. 
Pat accepted a position with the City of Verona and will be leaving at the end of January.  


- Met with a citizen regarding trails and connectivity. Many of his ideas are already being 
implemented. His ideas are: 


o Connect the Virgin Lake Trail to Sandhill School. This will happen when the Linnerud 
property on the corner of 51/B is developed. It is part of the “north” trail that is in the 
CORP.  


o Connect the neighborhood behind Fastenal to Racetrack Park. This may be possible as 
part of the Racetrack Park expansion to the west. The property that owns the 
undeveloped land also has a property with frontage on 51. A flashing crossing signal and 
a strip through the property to the park would accommodate this.

Hi Tim,


Phil, Tony, and I met on Monday morning of this week at the Dvorak development site.  Other than getting
our boots muddy, it was a successful adventure.  Tony (35 years of experience with pedestrian and bike
path design in Madison) believes that an underpass is feasible between Velkommen Way and Town Line
Road.  


Again, I just want to reiterate that I believe it's not too early or too late to have this discussion.  My big
concern with the current plan is that we have bike and pedestrian paths planned for both sides of a busy
highway, and no way to safely cross.  Data from the Wisconsinbikefed.org indicates that a traffic light is
not the safest way to get pedestrians or bikes across a busy road. They reminded me that it's called a
"traffic light" because it safely controls traffic, but does not help much when it comes to the safety of
pedestrians or bikes. Cars tend not to look for pedestrians or bikes.   The data also shows a large
percentage of collisions with pedestrians/bikes occur because a vehicle is turning right on a red and fail to
see the pedestrian/bike until it's too late.  I've heard our city planner say that he favors a traffic light at
Town Line Road and Hwy 51 and a lower speed limit (35mph).  However, DOT is not in favor of stopping
traffic (that's why they are installing Roundabouts at Roby, Hwy 138, and Hoel Ave).  Although I am in
favor of reducing the speed limit, the data (below) seems to indicate that the speed limit would have to be
zero in order to negate injury or death to pedestrians.


I copied and pasted this data (bolded below) from the DOT website:   
In 2001 one pedestrian was injured or killed every 5 hours and 12 minutes
in Wisconsin. About 60 pedestrians are killed each year in Wisconsin and
another 350 are seriously injured. Another 1,200 or more suffer injuries
ranging from minor to serious, but not incapacitating. Only 36 pedestrians
escaped injury in these crashes.


A great number of pedestrian crashes involve children. Between 1994 and
1998, children age 14 years and younger were involved in 37.5% of all
pedestrian crashes in Wisconsin.

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An examination of the pedestrian injuries and fatalities in Wisconsin over
the past 15 years shows a mixed result. Pedestrian traffic injuries have
declined from 2,144 in 1984 to 1,648 in 2000. Unfortunately, the rate of
fatalities has not improved much over this same time period. Pedestrian
fatalities in Wisconsin range between 50 to 65 deaths per year, 50 in 2000.
Only 40 of the injured in pedestrian crashes were occupants of the vehicles.


Pedestrians ages 75 and older showed the highest rate of fatalities. Older
pedestrians do not have the same ability to recover from their injuries as
younger pedestrians, and many may take longer to cross the street or have
difficulty seeing or hearing traffic clearly.


Children ages 5-9 also showed a high rate of injury. They are most at risk
due to their limited understanding of traffic laws and little sense of danger.


My understanding is that there will be residential and business development at the Dvorak site.  If we
don't think kids will try to cross the highway, then we are fooling ourselves. 


I have enlisted the help of the Wisconsin Bike Fed to help us figure out a way to fund a feasibility study. 
 Tony feels this study should cost about $15,000 to $20,000 if we use the same engineers currently on
the project.  The Wisconsin Bike Fed folks believes there are funds for the feasibility study available and
have enlisted help from Senator Agard's office to get answers from the DOT. 


What I would like from you:   a) I would like you to inform the developer of our plans for the underpass
feasibility study, and b) I would like you to inform city council members of the risk doing nothing. 


I have included the email string from the Wisconsin Bike Fed and Senator Agard's office.  


I have also attached a few pictures of the Hwy 51 underpass (just north of Halverson's restaurant) as an
example good planning. This underpass connects the mobile home park to a quiet neighborhood street
on the opposite side of Hwy 51.  The underpass is used by kids and other pedestrian's everyday.  It is
also used by snowmobilers to access Lake Kegonsa.  Just think on how many lives have been saved and
injuries prevented with this small piece of infrastructure.

I wanted to put on your radar that Kirsten and I met with Mike Connor (CC'd) of Stoughton this morning
about his desire to get a bike/ped underpass put in under HWY 51. I mentioned to him that you're on the
Governor's Bicycle Coordinating Council and might be interested to know about his efforts and potentially
help get the ball rolling.


 


Mike is an incredibly active and successful biking advocate, and is currently looking into ways he can get
funds for a feasibility study for this project. Kirsten and I suggested looking into TAP funding, especially
with the additional dollars coming from the IIJA, but wanted to see if your office could confirm with DOT
that feasibility studies would qualify? They're not specifically mentioned in the eligibility criteria, but I
believe they'd fall under a "planning" aspect that is listed (here's the doc I'm looking at). Or, if there's
another avenue you think Mike could look into - it's not a huge amount of money for the feasibility study
(around $20k), but it's a necessary step to get buy-in from Stoughton electeds.

Subject: Finance Committee Agenda Item – Yahara River Pedestrian Bridge and River 


Walk Project – Contract 6-2021 
 
This project includes construction of a pedestrian bridge from the former Millfab site to Mandt 
Park along with a River Walk and river bank restoration along the north side of the River.  We 
received five bids for this project.  The low bidder is Janke General Contractors, Inc. with a base 
bid of $1,135,690.90.  Bid alternatives were received for six items and the lower bidder remains 
lowest for all possible scenarios of alternative bid selections. 
 
The current total combined construction budget for this project is $1,253,503.  The budget 
includes three successful grant awards totaling $803,439. Outside of the construction contract, 
the City anticipates $22,000 worth of owner direct purchases (benches, signage, trash 
receptacles, and trees).  We recommend carrying a 10% contingency during construction.  See 
the attached worksheet for a breakdown of the bids, alternatives and budget. 
 
The bid alternatives would either not be feasible or cost effective to be completed at a later time.  
Therefore, we recommend proceeding with all six bid alternatives assuming additional funds can 
be allocated to this project.  Moving forward with the low base bid, all six alternatives, the owner 
direct purchases and carrying a 10% contingency creates budget shortfall of $222,115 


 
We recommend entering into a contract with Janke General Contractors, Inc. for the base bid 
amount and all six bid alternatives for a contract amount $1,319,262, carrying a 10% 
contingency, and allocating $222,115 additional to this project.
