1. Call to order. Mayor Swadley called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

2. Consider approval of the Plan Commission meeting minutes of March 9, 2020.
Motion by Robinson to approve the minutes as presented, 2" by Schumacher. Motion carried 5
- 0.

3. Council Representative Report.
Caravello stated the Common Council approved the rezoning and conditional use for 1640 E. Main
Street.

4. Staff Report - Status of Current Developments.
Scheel gave an overview of the status of current developments as outlined in the packet of
materials. There were no questions.

5. Request by Scott Truehl for site plan approval to construct a building addition at The
Printing House/Madison Powder Coating, 540 Business Park Circle.
Scheel gave an overview of the project while displaying the updated plan submitted 4-13-2020 and
reported the endorsement approved by the Business Park North Committee. The owner, Kevin
Whitford, gave an overview of the project and their business and Scott Truehl, the contractor,
provided input on the project.

The applicant plans to use a combination of gray and dark gray metal wall panels for the addition
and to repaint the existing building.

Scheel stated the Business Park North Committee recommends approval contingent on the 3-foot
brick veneer be added to the addition.

Motion by Schumacher, seconded by Caravello to approve the building and site plans (per
updated plans submitted 4-13-2020) for the addition at 540 Business Park Circle with the addition
of a 3-foot brick wainscot on the south elevation of the addition except for where it transitions to
the existing building. Motion carried unanimously.

Barman arrived at 6:15pm.

6. Request by Blake George for site plan approval to construct a commercial building at 1008
Nygaard Street.

Scheel gave an overview of the commercial building project and shared the support for the two
access points onto Nygaard Street and no access to Roby Road. Scheel discussed the planned
roundabout at USH 51 and Roby Road and the tendency of drivers to accelerate when leaving a
roundabout which supports to driveway access onto Roby for this project. Scheel displayed the
landscaping plan that was received late today and reported that staff has not completed the review
on the landscaping plan.

Blake George provided a summary of the project. Scheel reported the truck turning information in
the packet does not reflect the two access points on Nygaard Street and no access to Roby Road
but does confirm truck turning movements can be made on-site without backing into or from
Nygaard Street. Barman inquired about the lighting plan and staff reported the updated plan has
been submitted and found to be compliant. Schumacher inquired about potential tenants and
stormwater management. Blake George indicated they have a primary tenant that will use most of
the space but don’t have the second tenant lined up yet. He further indicated the stormwater
design has been prepared by Royal Oak Engineering and will meet City/County standards with
connection to the City’s storm water system. There was discussion about the use of female Ginko
trees versus male Ginko trees.

Motion by Robinson, seconded by Selsor to approve the resolution that approves the project
subject to the staff review letter and allow staff to confirm compliance of the landscaping
plan. Motion carried unanimously.

7. Request by George Blake for approval of a CSM to combine the parcels at 1008 Nygaard
Street.

Scheel gave an overview of the certified survey map to combine the parcels into one lot. Motion
by Robinson, seconded by Schumacher to approved the Council resolution approving the
certified survey map. Motion carried unanimously.

8. Request by Forward Development Group for approval of The Meadows at Kettle Park West
Final Plat.

Scheel gave an overview of the previously approved plat (Kettle Park West — The Meadows
Addition) and certified survey map and identified the area of the final plat currently being
considered called The Meadows at Kettle Park West. The preliminary plat for this area has
already been approved.

The overall Kettle Park West development is planned to included 306 residential units (this
includes the 100 senior housing units already constructed but outside of these plats). The
developer is proposing to provide approximately 4 acres of land adjacent to this plat that would
allow the dedicated park to be extended to the west. The additional 4 acres will a meet the full
park land dedication requirement without having to pay a fee in lieu of dedication. There was
discussion about this additional 4 acres and Recreation Director Dan Glynn provided input. Dan
O’Callaghan indicated the developer is willing to deed this land instead of paying a fee in lieu of
dedication if the details can be worked out.

Scheel discussed the final plat and highlighted several conditions in the Council resolution. One
condition requires the creation of a homeowner’s association to own and maintain private outlots
and alleys. Another condition that was placed on the preliminary plat was that “An agreement
providing for uninterrupted access to and connectivity between the

proposed “Oak Opening Drive” within the Plat, and Deer Point Drive within the

Town of Rutland continuing to U.S.H. 51, must be approved and executed by the

City and the Town of Rutland. The City shall have no obligation to negotiate or enter such an
agreement.” The City has offered to make such improvements to the Town but an agreement has
not yet been reached. The City intends to continue pursuing such an agreement, but since such an
agreement cannot be certain this resolution removes the condition for the final plat approval.

Barman inquired about the one-way traffic pattern for Castle Circle and the back-in parking stalls
in the outlot of this circle. Scheel reported the outlot will be maintained by the homeowner’s
association and that the back in stalls can be found elsewhere in the County. The overall terrace
tree planting plan has been provided to illustrate the intended canopy and will be confirmed by the
City Forester as the project moves through construction.

Motion by Barman, seconded by Robinson to support the preference of dedicating the land
adjacent to the plat over fees in lieu of dedication. Motion carried 5-1 with Selsor voting No.

Motion by Barman, seconded by Robinson to approve the Council resolution approving The
Meadows at Kettle Park West final plat with conditions. Motion carried 5-0-1 with Selsor
abstaining.

9. Future agenda items.

Schumacher would like to discuss improvements to Oak Opening Drive in the Town of Rutland.

10. Adjournment.

WHEREAS, the conditional use permit is requested to operate a gas station, car wash and convenience

store; and

WHEREAS, the Zoning Administrator has determined:

Pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes and State Highway Maintenance Manual, this permit is granted to allow performance of the specific
work described herein. The following standard provisions and any included special provisions shall govern:

1. The permitted facilities shall, if necessary, be altered at the expense of the Applicant to permit alteration, improvement, or
maintenance of the highway as may hereafter be ordered. The entire cost of constructing and maintaining the permitted facilities
shall be the obligation of the Applicant unless a contract for such costs has been executed.

2. No open cutting for a crossing will be allowed where the pavement is too narrow to maintain one-way traffic at all times, unless
Dane County has granted permission for a detour. Wherever the pavement is opened the spoil shall be hauled away and the
trench shall be backfilled with sand or gravel and compacted in layers. The pavement removed for a road crossing shall be
replaced as per Dane County specifications.

3.  The Applicant shall provide ALL NECESSARY SIGNS, FLAGMEN, AND LIGHTS required according to the “Manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices.” When a detour is allowed, local newspapers shall be notified by the Applicant in advance of the work
being started.

4. All disturbed areas shall be returned to their present condition or better, subject to the satisfaction of Dane County or its
representative. Access to all private drives and public street intersections shall be maintained, and all disturbed areas completely
restored.

5. Any trenching, tunneling, or excavating shall be performed in accordance with the requirements of OSHA and the Wisconsin
Department of Commerce, and any applicable local regulations.

6. A copy of this approval, along with any plans and special provisions, shall be available on the job site.
7. Upon completion of the work the Applicant shall file a written notice with Dane County.

8. Appeals to any special provisions or conditions of this permit must be received by the Highway Department in writing prior to the
start of work.

9. You are required to contact the Township and other governmental agencies, including the Dane County Land and Water

Upon issuance of the Permit, APPLICANT shall furnish COUNTY
with a certificate of insurance listing COUNTY as an additional insured and, upon request, certified copies of the required insurance
policies. If APPLICANT’s insurance is underwritten on a Claims-Made basis, the Retroactive Date shall be prior to or coincide with the
date of issuance of the Permit, and the Certificate of Insurance shall state that coverage is Claims-Made and indicate the Retroactive
Date, APPLICANT shall maintain coverage for the duration of the Permit and two years thereafter.

| am writing this letter on behalf of my 85-year-old mother in law, Jean Smith, residing at 308 Stoney
Ridge Trail in Stoughton. She has been a Stoughton resident for the last 60 years. We have recently
learned that there is a proposed building of a new Kwik Trip on the vacant NE corner lot of County Trunk
N and Highway 51 on the far east side of Stoughton. | have seen a layout of the proposed site and have
some concerns and comments.

We fully understand that the lot is zoned commercial and eventually something would be built on it.
We only ask that the city and Kwik Trip consider the residents of that area and the 20 plus years most of
them have lived there.

e From the layout there is an exit/entry right on Cedarbrook that will create much more traffic in
this residential area.

e Anyone exiting Cedarbrook and turning south on to N as a risk with cars coming up the hill from
the north at a speed of 55mph with little or no vision of cars entering. | have personally had
many close calls doing this.

e The layout, which looks very typical of many new Kwip Trip’s, will cause an immense amount of
light pollution to the area. 10 plus homes in this area will have the Kwik Trip beacon shinning on
them from dusk to dawn.

e Property values in this area will plunge if the current design is built.

There are many options that could make all parties happier.

e Redesign the layout to have the back of the store face the residential homes.

e Include trees and barriers to keep light and noise from spreading in the neighborhood.

e Have primary entrances and exits on Highway 51 rather than County Trunk N or Cedarbrook.
There would be less safety issues and neighborhood intrusion.

Joe Langemeier, VP of Business Development for Zink Power gave an overview of their business
and answered questions as follows:

e There will be 3 chimneys: one for a natural gas furnace which burns very clean; one for a
wet scrubber which produces clean exhaust and one for a dust collector which also has
clean exhaust.

e There are 30 truck per day expected on the high end.

e Sanitary sewer will be needed for sinks and toilets, the location of sanitary sewer coming to
the building has yet to be discussed with Stoughton Utilities.

e Road access is near Racetrack Road.

Schumacher questioned if cyanide is used as part of the process. Joe Langemeier stated no.

Schumacher had a number of questions about the manufacturing processes and Joe Langmeier will
have their chemical engineer contact him to answer questions.

Barman questioned the building height compared to Stoughton Trailers buildings. Joe Langemeier
was not sure but the building height will be about 7.5 feet above the street elevation.

Scheel noted this request is just for the conditional use so the site plan will likely be on the agenda
next month if there are more questions about the building and site.

Motion by Caravello to recommend Common Council approval of the conditional use resolution
as presented, 2"¢ by Robinson. Motion carried 7 - 0.

7. Request by Kwik Trip for approval of a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for an in-vehicle sales
and service use including Outdoor display incidental to an indoor sales use at 1700 E. Main
Street.

Scheel explained the applicant has requested this agenda item be tabled to a future date and since
the public hearing is scheduled, we’ll have to open the public hearing to allow people to speak then
adjourn until next month.

Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing.

Scott Quam has traffic concerns.

Tom Matson registered but did not speak.

Maggie Gasner has concerns about increased traffic and access through the Kwik Trip lot.

Seth Degnan is concerned about access through the Kwik Trip lot.

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Scheel explained the access limitations due to the WDOT not allowing access to Hwy 51 and the
County Highway Department has jurisdiction over improvements within the right-of-way of
County Highway N.

Jerry Judd, who owns the adjacent lot (where Fastenal is located) stated he is concerned about
access for his tenants and has been in discussions with the current owner of the Kwik Trip lot
regarding the access easement. He has not made a decision whether to accept changes to the access
easement.

Motion by Robinson to adjourn the public hearing until next month, 2" by Selsor. Motion
carried 7 - 0.

8. Discuss potential zoning ordinance amendments.
Attorney Matt Dregne gave a presentation about changes made to State Statutes regarding
conditional use regulations in ACT 67 from 2017.
Matt Dregne stated there should be less reliance on special permissions/conditional uses.
Matt Dregne noted the Plan Commission holds public hearings for conditional use permits where it
takes the testimony while the Common Council makes the official decision. This is unusual since

the Plan Commission functions as the quasi-judicial body yet it is not the final decision maker.

The group discussed some of the current conditional uses and whether they should be permitted
uses.

Schumacher stated he is not in favor of this new law.
Selsor believes we should leave the current conditional uses as they are.

Barman stated:
e Making some changes would simplify our jobs and provide more defined standards;
e It is hard to make decisions the way the code is currently written;
e The comprehensive plan should be reviewed when making changes to the zoning code.

Scheel stated staff will come up with a list of some potential changes for review next month.

9. Future agenda items.
Kwik Trip conditional use and site plan; Zink Power site plan.

10. Adjournment.
Motion by Selsor to adjourn 7:33 pm, 2™ by Caravello. Motion carried 7 — 0.

I have completed a final review of the proposed conditional use and site plan for Kwik Trip,
1700 E. Main Street, Stoughton, WI. The public hearing will be continued on May 11" from
the March 9" meeting.

1. The property is currently zoned PB - Planned Business.
Indoor Sales and Service uses are permitted outright.

In-Vehicle Sales and Services incidental to the on-site principal land use is permitted as a
conditional accessory use. Conditional use permit application submitted.

Outdoor Display incidental to indoor sales is also permitted as a conditional accessory use.
Conditional use permit application submitted.

A public hearing is scheduled for March 9 and convening on May 11, 2020.

The site plan may be approved by the Plan Commission contingent on the conditional
use permit being approved by the Common Council.

2. Indoor Sales and Service is defined in part, as follows:
Description: Indoor sales and service land uses include all land uses which conduct or
display sales or rental merchandise or equipment, or non-personal or non-professional
services, entirely within an enclosed building. Depending on the zoning district, such land
uses may or may not display products outside of an enclosed building. Such activities are
listed as “Outdoor Display incidental to indoor sales” under accessory uses in the Table of
Land Uses. A land use which contains both indoor sales and outdoor sales exceeding 15
percent of the total sales area of the building(s) on the property shall be considered an
outdoor sales land use. Vehicular fuel stations and car wash uses are considered in-
vehicle sales and service uses. All outdoor display sales areas have been depicted on the
site plan.

3. Regulations related to Indoor Sales and Service uses are as follows:
Parking requirements: One space per 300 square feet of gross floor area. The building is

9,210 square feet which requires 31 parking stalls. 39 parking stalls are provided. The
plan meets the zoning requirements.

4. In-vehicle sales and service uses are defined as follows:
Description: In-vehicle sales and service land uses include all land uses which perform sales
and/or services to persons in vehicles, or to vehicles which may or may not be occupied at
the time of such activity. Such land uses often have traffic volumes which exhibit their
highest levels concurrent with peak traffic flows on adjacent roads. Examples of such land
uses include drive-in, drive-up, and drive-through facilities, vehicular fuel stations, and all
forms of car washes. If performed in conjunction with a principal land use (for example, a

convenience store, restaurant or bank), in-vehicle sales and service land uses shall be

considered an accessory use. The proposed use meets this definition.

5. Regulations related to In-Vehicle Sales and Service uses per 78-206(8)(g) are as follows:

A.

Clearly marked pedestrian crosswalks shall be provided for each walk-in customer
access to the facility adjacent to the drive-through lane(s). Expected. The plan
appears to meet this requirement.

The drive-through facility shall be designed so as to not impede or impair vehicular
and pedestrian traffic movement, or exacerbate the potential for pedestrian/vehicular
conflicts. The plan appears to meet this requirement.

In no instance shall a drive-through facility be permitted to operate which endangers
the public safety, even if such land use has been permitted under the provisions of
this section. Expected.

The setback of any overhead canopy or similar structure shall be a minimum of ten
feet from all street rights-of-way lines, a minimum of 20 feet from all residentially-
zoned property lines, and shall be a minimum of five feet from all other property
lines. The total height of any overhead canopy or similar structure shall not exceed
20 feet per the measurement of roof height. The canopy appears to comply with
these requirements. No signage is allowed on the top or side of the canopy roof.
All vehicular areas of the facility shall provide a surface paved with concrete or
bituminous material which is designed to meet the requirements of a minimum four-
ton axle load. Expected.

Facility shall provide a bufferyard with a minimum opacity of .60 along all property

borders abutting residentially zoned property. N/A

Interior curbs shall be used to separate driving areas from exterior fixtures such as
fuel pumps, vacuums, menu boards, canopy supports and landscaped islands. Said
curbs shall be a minimum of six inches high and be of a non-mountable design. No
curb protecting an exterior fixture shall be located closer than 25 feet to all property
lines. Expected. Details provided.






6. The parking requirement for In-Vehicle Sales and Service is as follows: See parking
requirement for Indoor Sales and Service (#3 above). Each drive-up lane shall have a
minimum stack length of 100 feet behind the pass through window and 40 feet beyond the
pass through window. The plan appears to meet the requirements. There is not pass
through window.

7. Outdoor Display incidental to indoor sales and service uses are defined as follows:
According to section 78-206(4)(d), If a land use displays for sale only limited amount of
product outside of an enclosed building, such use may instead be considered incidental to
indoor sales under subsection 78-206(8)(f). The proposed use meets this description.

8. Regulations related to Outdoor Display incidental to indoor sale and service per 78-206(8)(f)
are as follows:

A.

B.

Display area shall not exceed 25% of the gross floor area of principle building onsite.
The site will meet this requirement.

The display of items shall not be permitted in permanently protected green space
areas, required landscaped areas, or required bufferyards. Expected.

The display of items shall not be permitted within five feet of a property line.
Expected.

In no event shall the display of items reduce or inhibit the use or number of required
parking stalls. Expected.

Display areas shall be separated from any circulation area by a minimum of five feet.
The separation shall be clearly delimited by a physical separation such as a greenway,
curb, fence, or line of planters, or by a clearly marked paved area. The plan appears
to meet this requirement. The under canopy has historically not been
considered a circulation area.

Signs, screening, enclosures, landscaping, or materials being displayed shall not
interfere in any manner with either on-site or off-site traffic visibility, including
potential traffic/traffic and traffic/pedestrian conflicts. Expected.

Outdoor display shall be permitted during the entire calendar year, however, if goods
are removed from the display area, all support fixtures used to display goods shall be
removed within ten calendar days of the goods’ removal. Expected.

Inoperative vehicles or equipment, or other items typically stored or displayed in a
junkyard or salvage yard, shall not be displayed for this land use. Expected.

Facility shall provide a bufferyard with a minimum opacity of .60 along all borders of
the display area abutting residentially zoned property. N/A

9. The parking requirement for Outdoor Display incidental to indoor sale and service uses are as
follows: See parking requirement for Indoor Sales and Service (#3 above).

10. The property meets all zoning lot width and area requirements.

11. The proposed use and zoning meets the intent of the City Comprehensive Plan.

The building height and setback requirements are as follows:
Minimum front yard setback for principal building: 20 feet
Minimum rear yard setback for principal building: 20 feet
Minimum side yard setback for principal building: 10 feet
Minimum rear and side yard setback for accessory buildings: 4 feet
Minimum building separation: 20 feet
e Maximum building height: 45 feet
The property is unique in that there are three street fronts. The building meets these
requirements.

Public sidewalk is required along all public frontages and is delineated on the site plan.
Sidewalk shall be 5 feet wide and a minimum of 6” through driveways and a minimum of 4”
thick otherwise. Expected.

All off-street parking and traffic circulation areas shall be paved with a hard, all-weather
surface and completed prior to building occupancy. All parking spaces shall be clearly
marked to indicate required spaces.

Both access locations are proposed to
be 35 feet in width which will need to be approved by the Plan Commission.

The minimum paved surface setback from a side and rear lot line is 5 feet while the
minimum is 10 feet from a right-of-way line.

Access near street intersections of arterial and collector streets shall not be closer than 100
feet from the intersection of any two street rights-of-way unless the street is the only
available frontage on the subject property. The access at County Highway N has been
reviewed by Dane County Highway Department and the design has been updated to
their reccommendations. The exit is proposed to be right-turn only. A right-of-way
application has been submitted.

Per section 78-704 (13) (a), bicycle parking is required equal to 10% of the automobile
parking space requirement. The plan meets this requirement.

Off-street loading stall requirements per section 78-705(11)(b). One loading berth shall be
required for each building having a gross floor area of 6,000 square feet to 99,999 square
feet. The plan meets this requirement.

Except for exposed foundations not to exceed three feet in height from adjacent grade, non-
single family development shall employ only high-quality, decorative exterior construction
materials on the visible exterior of the following portions of all structures:

fastener systems or non-decorative surfaces as determined by the Planning
Commission. However, such materials may be allowed by the Planning Commission
as decorative elements.

The plan appears to meet this requirement.

Architectural and design elements shall be compatible with the surrounding area and
community standards and shall minimize user specific elements as determined by the plan
commission. Metal panels with exposed exterior fasteners of the same color may be used on
a maximum of 50 percent of the front side of the building. This material is not allowed
within 50 feet of any customer or visitor entrance. As determined by the Planning
Commission.

A landscaping plan, which meets the requirements of Article VI of the zoning code, is
required. The landscaping requirements are as follows:
¢ Building foundations: 40 points of landscaping are required per 100 feet of
foundation perimeter. 531 feet of foundation requires 213 points of landscaping
which are required to be planted within 10 feet of the building foundations. Climax
and tall trees cannot be used to meet this requirement. The plan meets this
requirement.
e Street frontages: 40 points of landscaping are required per 100 feet of frontage. 931
feet of frontage requires 373 points of landscaping. All landscaping shall be within
10 feet of the public right-of-way and cannot be within the public right-of-way.

Shrubs shall not be used to meet this requirement. A minimum of 50% of the points
shall be used for climax or tall trees and a minimum of 30% of all points shall be
devoted to medium trees. Due to utility easements, the plan has been modified to
suit Stoughton Utilities. Additional plantings have been placed in other areas to
more than make up the difference.

e Paved areas: Plants used to fulfill this requirement shall visually screen parking, and
circulation areas from public streets. A minimum of 360 square feet of landscaped
area shall be provided and located within 10 feet of the paved area for every 100
paved area points. Said area does not have to be provided in one contiguous area.
55,690 square feet of paving requires 334 points of landscaping. The plan meets this
requirement.

e Developed lots: 10 points of landscaping is required for every 1,000 square feet of
gross floor area. 9,208 square feet of building will require 93 points of landscaping.
The plan meets this requirement.

Section 78-707, Exterior lighting standards for gas station pump islands is a maximum
average of 25 footcandles and all under canopy lighting shall be recessed. The rest of the site
shall have a maximum average on-site lighting of 2.4 footcandles and the maximum lighting
as measured at the property line is 0.5 footcandles. The maximum fixture height shall be 25
feet from grade. The lighting element shall not be visible from a residentially zoned
property. The plan meets this requirement.

A gated trash enclosure with 6-foot fencing shall be delineated on the plan for the handling of
waste. The plan meets this requirement.

A stormwater management and erosion control plan, application and fees are required. Dane
County Land and Water Resources, the City’s consultant, will review the plan and perform
inspections. The plans, applications and fees have been submitted.

Proposed utilities-including electrical transformers and HVAC locations shall be shown on
the utility plan. Contact Stoughton Ultilities for electric, water and wastewater services.
Easements shall be shown on the plan. The property is not within a wellhead protection
area.

Required off-street parking shall not be used for snow storage. This is expected.

Street trees will need to be approved by the Public Works Department. Contact Public
Works Director Brett Hebert regarding street tree requirements. Expected.

Any proposed signage will require a detailed plan and zoning permit prior to installation.
Expected.

The building setback will need to be staked by a surveyor prior to pouring footings and an as-
built plan will need to be provided prior to occupancy. Expected.

NARRATIVE FOR STELLAR SERVICES — BUILDING ADDITION

CITY OF STOUGHTON, WISCONSIN

Project/Site Description: The building addition area contains approximately 0.30 acres. Currently the existing
property is a 3.70 acre commercial building with parking lot and existing stormwater management.

The site development will include a 10,125 square foot building addition, with some additional pavement.

Erosion Control: We will use standard erosion control practices at the site. These will consist of silt fence, tracking
pads, and inlet protection. The site will be seeded and mulched at the completion of grading (see attached Grading
and Erosion Control Plan).

Predominant Soil Types: The soil survey map indicates the soils in the vicinity of the site primarily consist of
Batavia silt loam (Bb) and Kegonsa silt loam (Ke).

Storm Water Management: Per discussions with the City and County, the original stormwater permit included the
building addition so this project will only require an erosion control permit.

Construction Methods: We will use standard construction methods and equipment to develop the site.

We would like to begin operations by April 13, 2020 and should complete construction by September 19, 2020.
The construction sequence is as follow for all the phases:

CONSTRUCTION SEQUENCE

1. Install and maintain the temporary gravel construction entrance/exit’s as described in the Dane County
Erosion Control and Stormwater Management Manual. Additionally install construction equipment
parking areas. Stabilize bare areas immediately with gravel and temporary vegetation as construction takes
place. The temporary access point shall be placed in the location shown on the grading and erosion control
plan. The entrance/exits will be inspected daily. If the aggregate within the temporary access pads
becomes covered with soil or if significant quantities of soil are tracked onto surrounding roadways then
additional aggregate will be installed to allow the entrance/exits to function properly.

2. Install erosion and sediment control barriers (silt fence) immediately downslope of areas to be disturbed
during construction as shown on the approved grading plan. The barriers must be installed parallel to the
site contours to the extent practicable with the ends extended upslope one to two feet to prevent flanking of
the runoff. At no time from the start of rough grading until site stabilization shall an unbroken slope exist
between disturbed areas and the receiving waters. The Dane County Erosion Control and Stormwater
Management Manual will be referenced for the proper installation and maintenance of silt fence and all
other erosion control measures on the site.

3. Strip topsoil from the areas of the site that will be graded within 48 hours. Any areas that will not be
immediately graded must not be stripped of topsoil until the preceding areas are topsoiled, seeded and
mulched. Place soil stockpiles at least 25 feet away from any downslope street, driveway, or ditch. All
topsoil piles will have silt fence placed on their downslope sides. Topsoil piles will be seeded with annual
rye if they are in place for more than 7 days. Any areas left inactive for more than 7 days will be stabilized
immediately with seed and mulch.

4. Grading will be phased to the extent practicable to limit the amount of the exposed soil at any one time and
to provide a buffer between the graded areas and the receiving waters. The intent of these grading
restrictions is to provide an undisturbed buffer area allowing additional erosion and sedimentation
protection during construction.

Topsoil, seed and mulch all areas which are at final grade and which will not be disturbed during
subsequent phases of construction. Any areas left inactive for more than 7 days must be stabilized
immediately.

Complete final grading.

Within 7 days of the completion of final grading, a minimum of 4 inches of topsoil shall be replaced on all
disturbed surfaces that are to be revegetated. Topsoil shall be uniformly placed, graded smooth and
scarified for seeding.

Fertilize all areas to be seeded or sodded with 5001bs. per acre of 16-8-8 (minimum). Incorporate the
fertilizer into the soil by scarifying as indicated above in Item 11. Seed all disturbed areas with the
following seeding mixture:

30.50 Ibs/acre of Kentucky Bluegrass

17.50 Ibs/acre of Red Fescue

17.50 Ibs/acre of Hard Fescue

22.00 lbs/acre of perennial Rye Grass

The Owner reserves the right to revise the seeding mixture subject to approval by the City of Stoughton.

Sod may be substituted for seeding on all areas to be seeded and is recommended for all areas with slopes
of 5:1 or steeper.

Mulch all seeded areas with 1.5 tons per acre of clean straw. Straw shall be anchored in place with suitable
equipment or staking with twine.

For areas on which grading is completed after October 15.

Temporary seed (such as rye or sinter wheat) and mulch must be applied as soon as these areas reach their
final grade. Additional erosion control barriers may be needed downslope of these areas until final seeding
or sodding is completed in spring (by June 1). Any areas with slopes greater than 6:1 must be seeded and
mulched but not topsoiled. Areas with sloped less than 6:1 must be topsoiled, seeded and mulched. All
areas must be topsoiled, seeded and mulched as described above in the following spring.

Whenever possible, preserve existing trees, shrubs, and other vegetation. To prevent root damage, do not
grade, place soil piles, or park vehicles near trees marked for preservation.

Silt fence maintenance: Erosion control barriers (Silt fence) must be inspected within 24 hours after each
rainfall of 0.5-inches or more, and daily during periods of prolonged rainfall. Repairs or replacement shall
be made immediately. Sediment deposits on the upslope side on the silt fences shall be removed when the
deposits reach half the height of the silt fence.

Gravel tracking pad maintenance: Additional stone is required if existing stone becomes buried or if
sediment is not being removed effectively from tires. Sediment that is tracked onto the roadway must be
removed immediately. Tracking pads may require periodic cleaning to maintain the effectiveness of the
practice, which may include the removal and re-installation of the stone.

I have completed a final review of the proposed building addition/site plan for Stellar Services, LLC.,
301 Business Park Circle. This item is planned to be on the Plan Commission and Business Park
North agendas for May 11, 2020 of which you will receive notice. This project is also subject to the
Business Park North Covenants as outlined below. As noted, additional information may be required
to be provided or shown on the plan.

Zoning Code Requirements:
1. The property at 301 Business Park Circle is zoned PI — Planned Industrial. Wholesale services are
permitted outright.

2. Wholesale uses are described as follows:
Description: Indoor storage and wholesaling land uses are primarily oriented to the receiving,
holding, and shipping of packaged materials for a single business or a single group of businesses.
With the exception of loading and parking facilities, such land uses are contained entirely within an
enclosed building. Examples of this land use include conventional warehouse facilities, long-term
indoor storage facilities, and joint warehouse and storage facilities.

3. The parking requirement for wholesale uses are one space per 2,000 square feet of gross floor area.
20 parking spaces are required. There is more than ample existing parking spaces.

4. The Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Map designates this property as Planned Industrial
which is consistent with the zoning and existing use.

5. The following are the minimum building setback and maximum height requirements of the
Planned Industrial district: Front yard setback — 20 feet; Side yard setback — 10 feet; Rear yard
setback — 20 feet; Max building height — 40 feet. The plan meets these requirements.

6. Accessible parking spaces shall be provided at a size, number, location and with signage as
specified by state and federal regulations. Expected.

7. All access drives shall have a maximum width of 30 feet as measured at the right-of-way line.
Access drives may be flared between the right-of-way line and the roadway up to a maximum of 5
additional feet unless explicitly approved by the Plan Commission. The existing access drives are
not changing.

The building shall employ only high quality, decorative construction materials on the visible
exterior as required in section 78-716. Architectural and design elements shall be compatible with
the surrounding area and community standards. The addition is proposed to match the existing
building.

Per section 78-704 (13)(a), bicycle parking is required equal to 10% of the automobile parking
space requirement. There are specific requirements related to bicycle parking in section 78-704
(13)(c). Two bike stalls are delineated on the plan.

The maximum floor area ratio is 1. This is calculated by dividing the total floor area of all
buildings by the gross site area. The plan meets this requirement.

The minimum landscape surface ratio (LSR) is 25 percent. The plan meets this requirement.

A landscaping plan for the building addition is required as follows:
¢ Building foundations: 40 points of landscaping are required per 100 feet of foundation
perimeter. 435 feet of foundation requires 174 points of landscaping which is required to
be planted within 10 feet of the building foundations. Climax and tall trees cannot be used
to meet this requirement.
e Developed Lots: 10 points of landscaping are required per 1,000 square feet of building
footprint. 10,125 square feet of building requires 102 landscaping points.
The provided landscaping plan takes into account the entire building including the addition.

There are no bufferyard requirements since the adjacent properties are zoned planned industrial.

Article VII of the city zoning code provides the following requirements related to lighting:
“Parking and traffic circulation areas serving 6 or more vehicles shall be lit so as to ensure the safe
and efficient use of said areas during the hours of use. The lighting element cannot be seen from
any residentially zoned property. The parking is not planned to change. We’ll need a
photometric plan for any proposed external lighting changes.

. A trash enclosure for the handling of waste is required to be screened and gated with 6-foot

fencing. The trash enclosure is existing.

Outdoor storage is only allowed as an accessory conditional use. This would also trigger other
requirements including screening of storage and separation from required parking and circulation
areas. No outdoor storage is proposed.

An erosion control plan, application and fees are required for this project. Dane County Land &
Water Resources, the City’s consultant, will review the plan and perform inspections. The
application has been submitted electronically to the Department of Planning & Development
office. The existing stormwater management is sufficient to accommodate the expansion.

. Contact Jill Weiss, Stoughton Ultilities Director at 608-873-3379 for all electric, wastewater and

water service questions. A street opening permit will be necessary from the Public Works
Department for any work in the street right-of-way.





19. State of Wisconsin approved building plans may be necessary prior to issuance of a building permit
but is not necessary to begin the City review process. A post construction survey will need to be
provided for our records and to verify setbacks.

Business Park Covenants:

The following items are contained in the Business Park Covenants and will need to be addressed as

noted:

Name and mailing address of developer/owner. Provided.

Utilities and utility right of way easements. Easements are shown. Elevation
alterations of 6-inches or more within any easement need to be approved by
Stoughton Ultilities.

Exterior signs. No signage proposed.
Exterior Lighting. Need details if applicable.

Clearing, grading, and drainage plan showing proposed clearing limits, existing and
proposed contours at two foot intervals. A grading plan is provided.

Site statistics, including site square footage, percent of site coverage’s and percent of
park or open space. Provided.

All exterior materials and colors, including manufacturer’s name and catalogue
numbers or samples of the same. Addition is proposed to match the existing
building.

Location and dimensions of all proposed outdoor storage areas, and the location and
dimensions of all fencing and screening. Outdoor Storage is not allowed unless by
accessory conditional use permit.

2. Development Standards

a.

The front facade and street-side facades shall include brick, stone, architectural concrete
panels, architectural metal, architectural wood and/or glass. Unfaced concrete block,
structural concrete, prefabricated metal siding, and the like are discouraged from such
facade areas. The use of these materials shall only be in a manner approved by the
Committee. Special consideration will be exercised for structures built on a corner lot.
This is a corner lot so consideration should be given in requiring all frontages to be
brick.

All elevations of the building shall be designed in a consistent and coherent
architectural manner. Changes in materials, color, and/or texture when permitted, shall
occur at points relating to the massing, fenestration or overall design concept of the
building. Expected.

“All electrical and air conditioning structures, including towers and air handling units,
regardless of location and whether on the roof or otherwise, shall be concealed by
landscaping or by decorative screening materials which form an integral part of the
design.” Expected.





d. All areas intended to be utilized for parking space and driveways shall be surfaced with
bituminous asphalt or concrete.” Existing.

€. “All parking stalls shall be marked with painted lines not less than 4” wide.” Expected.

f. “No parking areas will be permitted within the building set back lines with the
following two exceptions:
1. Office employee and visitor parking may be permitted within the front yard
setback lines subject to approval of the Committee. Parking is existing.
2. Lots bounded by more than one road may have parking areas within the building
set back lines along roads other than the one on which the building fronts subject
to approval by the Committee.” N/A

g. “A scale drawing of any sign, trademark or advertising device to be used on any lot or
the exterior of any building or structure will be submitted to the Committee in triplicate
or the written approval by the Committee.” None proposed.

h. “The front yard setback area shall be landscaped with an effective combination of trees,
ground cover and shrubbery. All unpaved areas not utilized for parking shall be
landscaped in a similar manner. The entire area between the curb and a point 10 feet in
back of the front property line shall be landscaped, except for any access driveway in
said area. Notwithstanding the above, the entire area between the right-of-way and the
building setback line shall be densely landscaped with a combination of effective visual
screening on all use areas.” Meeting the zoning code requirements will sufficiently
meet this requirement which is consistent with previous approvals.

1. “Areas used for parking shall be landscaped and/or fenced in such a manner as to
interrupt or screen said areas from view of access streets, freeways, and adjacent
properties. Plant materials used for this purpose shall consist of lineal or grouped
masses of shrubs and/or trees.” Meeting the zoning code requirements will
sufficiently meet this requirement which is consistent with previous approvals.

] “All outdoor storage shall be visually screened from access streets and adjacent
property.” Outdoor storage is only allowed as a conditional use and is not part of

this approval process.

k. “Outdoor storage shall be meant to include parking of all company owned and operated
vehicles, with the exception of passenger vehicles.” Only if applicable.

L. “All outdoor refuse collection areas shall be visually screened from access streets and
adjacent property by a complete opaque screen.” Need details if necessary.

m. “Architectural Review. The Business Park North Committee will take into account
the appearance of all buildings, parking areas and storage areas.”

2. Any other information considered pertinent by the Committee.
