1. Call to order.  Mayor Swadley called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm. 


 
2. Consider approval of the Plan Commission meeting minutes of June 8, 2020. 


Motion by Schumacher to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Robinson.   
Barman suggested changes to the Kwik Trip agenda item as follows:  Page 2 “Barman would 
rather see colored concrete with the striping”.  Page 3, fourth line down. “Barman questioned if it 
is the responsibility of an applicant like Kwik Trip to solve all the external traffic issues outside of 
their property, rather it seems like something the community needs to look at.” 
 
Motion carried unanimously. 
 


3. Council Representative Report. 
Mayor Swadley stated the Common Council approved the conditional use for Viking Day Camp 
and for 700 Nygaard Street. 
 


4. Staff Report - Status of Current Developments. 
Scheel gave an overview of the status of current developments as outlined in the packet of 
materials and noted Glacier Moraine Drive has been completed with the final asphalt coat.  
Additionally, there has been discussions with a realtor regarding a potential new business looking 
to purchase the former NAFA site on Williams Drive. 
 


5. Request by Joe Langmeier, Zink Power for approval of a Conditional Use Permit for an 
accessory structure of up to 7800 square feet in area at 2443 County Highway A. 
Scheel explained the request. 
 
Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing. 
 
No one registered to speak. 
 
Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing. 


 
Motion by Schumacher to recommend the Common Council approve the conditional use permit 
request as presented, 2nd by Majewski.   Motion carried unanimously. 


 
6. Request by Bill Schrader, Insite Inc. for approval of a Conditional Use Permit for a Group 


Development (two or more structures containing a principle land use on the same lot) at 225 
Hoel Avenue. 
Scheel explained the request.

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Mayor Swadley opened the public hearing. 
 
Randy Gehm spoke with concern about potential noise coming from the property since his home 
is right next door. 
 
Mayor Swadley closed the public hearing. 


 
Bill Schrader explained the proposed building and use.  Mr. Schrader also stated the following: 


 The property would only have a technician visit once or twice a month; 
 There is a 6-foot fence around the building; 
 There is adequate setback as required by code; 
 There is adequate landscaping and bufferyard as required by code; 
 A photometric plan has been provided to satisfy all requirements; 
 Noise from air conditioners are typical as any other air conditioner; 
 There is an interior diesel backup generator that will be tested monthly and used for 


backup generation in the event of a power outage. 
 


Mayor Swadley questioned if there are other locations for these types of structures and have there 
been any complaints.  Mr. Schrader stated Madison and Milwaukee have these structures being 
installed and he has not had any complaints on his projects. 
 
Schumacher questioned if there were any Radio Frequencies to be concerned about.  Mr. Schrader 
stated there is not. 
 
Barman questioned the Group Development requirements related to unrelated uses on one site.  
Scheel stated Barman is correct on his read of the ordinance. 
 
Motion by Robinson to recommend the Common Council approve the conditional use permit 
request as presented, 2nd by Barman.   
 
Randy Gehm again questioned if there will be any noise or humming coming from the facility.  
Mr. Schrader stated he knew of no out of the ordinary noise that would be present at this facility. 
 
Motion carried unanimously. 
 
Motion by Barman  to approve the site plan as presented, 2nd by Schumacher.  Motion carried 
unanimously. 


 
7. Request by Ryan Harkins, Synergy Renewable Systems, for approval of a ground mounted 


solar array at Covenant Lutheran Church, 1525 N. Van Buren Street. 
Scheel explained the request and noted there has been a history of neighborhood complaints 
related to stormwater runoff to the east of this location.   
 
Barman stated there is no screening requirements for this type of request.  Scheel stated we are 
limited in what we can require relative to screening.

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Ryan Harkins explained there is some existing screening adjacent to this location. 
 
Mayor Swadley asked if they considered putting the array on the roof of the church.  Ryan 
Harkins explained it is not really feasible. 
 
Schumacher asked what the peak power will be.  Ryan Harkins stated about 85 KW DC. 


 
Motion by Barman to approve the site plan and encourage grading the site to mitigate the 
stormwater runoff issues to the east, 2nd by Majewski.   
 
Ryan Harkins stated he has been made aware of the issue and the plan is to do minimal grading. 
 
Scheel explained how the mitigation could occur by installing some sort of berm. 
 
Motion carried unanimously. 


 
8. Request by Eric and Marci Kadlec, Walgenmeyers Carpet and Tile, for approval of front 


facade repairs including a change of exterior color and signage updates at 200 W. Main 
Street. 
Scheel explained the request. 


 
Barman stated there are 2 options for signage and he prefers option 2.  Barman also offered a 3rd 
option to place the signage on the front wall under the windows. 
 
Eric Kadlec explained the request is to use option 1 and option 2 was offered in case option 1 was 
not approved.  Eric Kadlec questioned if the sign would be visible for the offered option 3.  
Barman stated they would have to test option 3 to see if it could work. 
 
All Commissioners like option 2.  Eric Kadlec reiterated option 1 is preferred and option 2 is only 
if option 1 is not favorable. 
 
Robinson stated option 1 is ok but option 2 looks better. 
 
Majewski stated option 2 is better and is not in favor of option 1. 


 
Motion by Barman to approve the building improvements with the option 2 signage, 2nd by 
Majewski.  The group further discussed signage options including interior window signage which 
would not require a zoning permit. 
 
Stacey to check if there is any future grant funding available through the Landmarks Commission. 
 
Motion carried unanimously.

Dear Shannon: 
 
I have completed a review of the proposed change of front façade colors at 214 W. Main Street.  
The downtown design overlay zoning district requirements are outlined below.  This request is 
planned for review/approval at the August 10, 2020 Plan Commission meeting of which you will 
receive notice.  You and/or your representative are required to attend the virtual meeting to answer 
questions.   
 
1. The property at 214 W. Main Street is zoned CB – Central Business and is within the 


Downtown Design Overlay Zoning District (DDOZD).  The building is not a Local Landmark 
and is not subject to Landmarks Commission review.  A change in exterior façade colors shall 
meet the standards of section 78-517 including the design standards of section 78-517(7).   
 


2. Section 78-517 (1) – (5) in relation to this request states in part: 
(1) Purpose. This district is intended to preserve and enhance the aesthetic qualities of the 


downtown, and retain a consistent and visually pleasing image for the downtown area.  
(2) Boundaries. This district has the same boundaries as the Main Street Commercial 


Historic District as listed on the National Register of Historic Places, as depicted on the 
overlay districts zoning map.  


(3)(b) Renovation means work involving a change in the appearance of a building or structure 
(such as architectural component or signage substitution or painting, roofing, siding, 
with different colors, finishes, or materials). 


(5)(b) Renovation. Renovation shall be subject to approval by the plan commission. The plan 
commission shall approve an application for renovation if the proposed renovation will 
conform to the standards set forth in section 78-517(7). Applications for approval of a 
renovation shall be made to the zoning administrator, and shall be accompanied by all 
of the following:  


1.  The building permit application if such an application is required. Not required 
for painting. 


2. A clear depiction of the existing appearance of the property including clear color 
photographs. Scaled or fully dimensioned drawings of existing components such as

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windows, doors, railings, fencing or other site components, and/or detailed 
building elevations which are proposed for alteration or replacement are 
recommended and may be required by the city. A rendering/picture of the 
building is provided. 


3.  A clear depiction of the proposed appearance of the property including paint 
charts, promotional brochures, and/or clear color photographs of replacement 
architectural components. Scaled or fully dimensioned drawings of proposed 
components such as windows, doors, railings, fencing or other site components, 
and/or detailed building elevations which are proposed for alteration or 
replacement are recommended and may be required by the city.  A description 
and samples are provided. 


4.  A clear written description of the proposed modification, including a complete 
listing of proposed components, materials, and colors. The request is for painting 
only. 


5.  A clear written explanation regarding how the proposed alteration will conform to 
section 78-517(7) with direct reference to each applicable design standard. The 
request is for painting only. 
 


3. Section 78-517(7) states the following related to this request: 
 
Design standards.  Renovation and structural projects shall conform to the design standards in 
this section that the plan commission determines are applicable to the application. 
 
(7)(l) Exterior colors. Colors shall relate in a positive way to the existing materials found on 


the facade (especially the masonry), and to existing elements, such as signs or awnings. 
Clean the exterior surfaces with the gentlest means possible, such as washing with light 
pressure, (sandblasting destroys the brick by prematurely weathering and eroding its 
surface). When the surface to be painted has a quantity of three-dimensional detail, use 
light or mid-range color values, rather than extremely dark colors, so the details are not 
hidden. When in doubt on an appropriate palette, use shades of one color with one 
highlight color. When choosing colors, take into account the position of the building in 
relation to sunlight. Exterior colors for structures and appurtenances including fixtures 
and signs shall be compatible and harmonious with those of existing buildings in the 
immediate area. Specifically, throughout the district:  


1.   High gloss paints, lacquers, varnishes or other "shiny" non-glazing surfaces shall 
not be used.  Expected. 


2.   Facade color combination schemes shall be limited to no more than three different 
colors for each structure on a property. (Varying shades, tints or intensities of a 
color shall count as a different color for this purpose.)  Four colors are proposed 
though one is for trim. 


3.   Facade color schemes shall be used consistently throughout the property, including 
on both the upper and lower portions of buildings, and on all facades of a building 
or structure.  Expected

The Common Council of the City of Stoughton do ordain as follows: 
 


1. Section 78-407 of the Municipal Code is amended as follows: 
 


Sec. 78-407. - Substandard lot regulations.  
 


(1)  Upon and after the effective date of this chapter, no lot shall be created which does not meet 
the minimum lot area requirements of each zoning district or which does not meet the lot dimension 
requirements of each zoning district.  


(2)  A lot of record existing upon the effective date of this chapter that in a residential district 
(see section 78-102), which does not meet the minimum lot area (MLA) requirements each 
zoning district, or which does not meet the lot dimension requirements of theeach zoning district 
in which it is located may be used inutilized for a detached single family dwelling unit, provided 
the same manner that existed at measurements of such area and dimensions are equal to or 
greater than 80 percent of the effective daterequirements of this chapter, and may be used for any 
other lawful use that does not require a larger.  Said lot area or largershall not be more 
intensively developed (with multi-family or nonresidential uses) unless combined with one or 
more abutting lots (or portions thereof) so as to create a lot dimensions than which meets the use 
that existed at the effective daterequirements of this chapter. 


 
2. Section 78-408 of the Municipal Code is amended as follows: 


 
Sec. 78-408. - Nonconforming structure regulations.  
(1)  General Provisions:  


As set forth in Wis. Stat. § 62.23(7)(hb), a "nonconforming structure" means a dwelling or other 
building that existed lawfully before the current zoning ordinance or development regulation was 
enacted or amended, but that does not conform with one or more of the zoning ordinances or 
development regulations adopted as part of the current ordinance or regulation. The current use 
of the structure conforms to this Chapter; however, the structure itself does not comply with 
current regulations (perhaps as a result of development regulations such as setbacks, for 
example) but the structure did conform with the regulations in effect when constructed. The 
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continued lawful use of a structure lawfully existing at the time of the adoption or amendment of 
a zoning ordinance may not be prohibited although the structure does not conform with the 
provisions of the newly adopted ordinance.  As required by law, the City's interpretation and 
application of the nonconforming structure regulations set forth in this Section shall be governed 
by state statutes relating to nonconforming structures, and any subsequent amendments thereto. 
Applicable provisions of Wis. Stat. A "legal nonconforming structure" means a dwelling or other 
building that existed lawfully upon the effective date of this chapter or an amendment to this 
chapter, but does not conform to one or more bulk, area, height or other dimensional 
requirements of this chapter.   


§ 62.23(7) relating to nonconforming structures, and subsequent amendments thereto, are hereby 
incorporated in this Section by reference. In the event of a conflict of law in this Chapter, Wis. 
Stat. § 62.23(7)(g) shall apply.  


(2)  Continuance of a Nonconforming Structure:  


A legal nonconforming structure may be used in the same manner that existed at the effective 
date of this chapter, and may be used for any other lawful use that does not increase the 
nonconformity of the structure to the requirements of this chapter beyond the non-conformities 
associated with the existing use.  


(3)  Repair, rebuilding, and maintenance of certain legal nonconforming structures.  


The provisions of Wis. Any nonconforming structure may continue as allowed by law.  


(3)  Repair, Maintenance, Renovation or Remodeling of a Nonconforming Structure:  


As prescribed by Wis. Stat. § 62.23(7)(hc), the City does not by this Section 78-408 prohibit, or 
limit based on cost, the repair, maintenance, renovation, or remodeling of a nonconforming 
structure.  


(4)  Structural Alterations and Repairs for Nonconforming Structures:  


As prescribed by Wis. Stat. § 62.23(7)(hc), the City does not by this Section 78-408 prohibit the 
restoration of a nonconforming structure if the structure will be restored to the size, location, and 
use that it had immediately before the damage or destruction occurred, without any limits on the 
costs of the repair, reconstruction, or improvement if all of the following apply:  


(a)  The nonconforming structure was damaged or destroyed on or after March 2, 2006.  


(b)  The damage or destruction was caused by violent wind, vandalism, fire, flood, ice, snow, 
mold, or infestation.  


Note— [Note: Notwithstanding the foregoing, where both (a) and (b) above apply, the size of a 
structure may be larger than the size it was immediately before the damage or destruction if 
necessary for the structure to comply with applicable state or federal requirements.]  


Stat. § 62.23(7)(hb), and subsequent amendments thereto, are hereby incorporated in this Section 
by reference.  
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(4)  Restoration or replacement of certain legal nonconforming structures.  


 
The provisions of Wis. Stat. § 62.23(7)(hc), and subsequent amendments thereto, are hereby 
incorporated in this Section by reference.  


 
See also Regulations for Nonconforming Uses set forth in this Chapter.

(1)  Upon and after the effective date of this chapter, no lot shall be created which does not meet 
the minimum lot area requirements of each zoning district or which does not meet the lot dimension 
requirements of each zoning district.  
(2)  A lot of record existing upon the effective date of this chapter that does not meet the 
minimum lot area or lot dimension requirements of the zoning district in which it is located may 
be used in the same manner that existed at the effective date of this chapter, and may be used for 
any other lawful use that does not require a larger lot area or larger lot dimensions than the use 
that existed at the effective date of this chapter. 


 
1. Section 78-408 of the Municipal Code is amended as follows: 


 
Sec. 78-408. - Nonconforming structure regulations.  
(1)  General Provisions:  
A "legal nonconforming structure" means a dwelling or other building that existed lawfully upon 
the effective date of this chapter or an amendment to this chapter, but does not conform to one or 
more bulk, area, height or other dimensional requirements of this chapter.   


(2)  Continuance of a Nonconforming Structure:  
A legal nonconforming structure may be used in the same manner that existed at the effective 
date of this chapter, and may be used for any other lawful use that does not increase the 
nonconformity of the structure to the requirements of this chapter beyond the non-conformities 
associated with the existing use.  


(3)  Repair, rebuilding, and maintenance of certain legal nonconforming structures.  
The provisions of Wis. Stat. § 62.23(7)(hb), and subsequent amendments thereto, are hereby 
incorporated in this Section by reference.  


(4)  Restoration or replacement of certain legal nonconforming structures.  
 
The provisions of Wis. Stat. § 62.23(7)(hc), and subsequent amendments thereto, are hereby 
incorporated in this Section by reference.
