ORDINANCE OF THE COMMON COUNCIL 
Amending Zoning Code Sections 78-722 of the Stoughton Municipal Code

The Common Council of the City of Stoughton do ordain as follows: 
 
Sec. 78-722 – Swimming Pool Standards   


(1)  Definition. A "swimming pool" means an outdoor structure containing a body of water in 
a receptacle or other container having a depth for water at any point greater than 36 inches 
located below the surface of ground elevation or deck, used or intended to be used solely 
by the owner, operator or lessee thereof and his family and by friends invited to use it, and 
includes all structural facilities, appliances and appurtenances, equipment and other items 
used and intended to be used for the operation and maintenance of a private or residential 
swimming pool.  


(2)  Exempt pools. Non-filtered storable swimming or wading pools that are so constructed 
that they may be readily disassembled for storage and reassembled to their original 
integrity are exempt from the provisions of this section. Decorative pools that are 36 
inches or less in depth are exempt from the provisions of this section. Spas and hot tubs 
with lockable tops are also exempt.  


(3)  Permit required. Before work is commenced on the construction or erection of a private 
or residential swimming pool or on any alterations, additions, remodeling or other 
improvements, an application for a swimming pool building permit to construct, erect, 
alter, remodel or add thereto must be submitted in writing to the building inspector. Plans 
and specifications and pertinent explanatory data should be submitted to the building 
inspector at the time of application. No work or any part of the work shall be commenced 
until a written permit for such work is obtained by the applicant. A current fee shall 
accompany such application.  


(4)  Construction requirements. In addition to such other requirements as may be reasonably 
imposed by the building inspector, the building inspector shall not issue a permit for 
construction as provided for in subsection (3), above, unless the following construction 
requirements are observed:  
(a)  Approved materials. All materials and methods of construction in the construction, 


alteration, addition, remodeling or other improvements and pool installation shall be 
in accord with all state regulations and code and with any and all ordinances of the 
city now in effect or hereafter enacted.  
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(b)  Plumbing. All plumbing work shall be in accordance with all applicable ordinances 
of the city and all state codes. Every private or residential swimming pool shall be 
provided with a suitable draining method, and in no case shall waters from any pool 
be drained into the sanitary sewer system, onto lands of other property owners 
adjacent to that on which the pool is located or in the general vicinity.  


(c)  Electrical installations. All electrical installations, including lighting and heating but 
not limited thereto, which are provided for, installed and used in conjunction with a 
private swimming pool shall be in conformance with the state laws and city 
ordinances regulating electrical installations.  


(5) Setbacks and other requirements.  
(a)  Private swimming pools shall be erected or constructed on rear or side lots only and 


only on a lot occupied by a principal building. No swimming pool shall be erected or 
constructed on an otherwise vacant lot. A lot shall not be considered vacant if the 
owner owns the contiguous lot and said lot is occupied by a principal building.  


(b)  All swimming pools shall be at least six feet from any lot line or building unless 
designed and approved as an addition to a building.  


(6) Enclosure. Pools within the scope of this section that are not enclosed with a permanent 
building shall be completely enclosed by a fence of sufficient strength to prevent access to 
the pool. Such fence or wall shall not be less than five feet in height and not less than four 
feet from the pool edge, and constructed not to have voids, holes or openings larger than 
four inches in one dimension. Gates or doors shall be equipped with self-closing and self-
latching devices located at the top of the gate or door on the pool side of the enclosure, 
except the door of any residence that forms a part of the enclosure. Another option is to 
lock the gate or door. This section shall not apply to existing fences on the date of 
adoption of the ordinance from which this section is derived at least 40 inches in height 
that otherwise comply with this section.  


(7) Compliance. All swimming pools existing at the time of passage of this chapter not 
satisfactorily fenced shall comply with the fencing requirements of this section or when 
water is placed in the pool.  Above ground pools with an attached rail fence system 
that combined with the side of the pool is at least 5 feet in overall height above 
ground level satisfies fencing requirements in (6) above.  Any deck or entry attached 
or adjacent to an above ground pool must be fenced to meet the above 5-foot 
requirement and any stairs used to gain entrance to an above ground pool shall be 
removed or locked at all times when not actively supervised. Enclosures on existing 
pools shall be inspected by the zoning administrator building inspector for compliance. 
Variations in enclosure requirements that do not adversely affect the safety of the public 
may be approved.  


(8) Draining and approval thereof. No private swimming pool shall be constructed so as to 
allow water therefrom to drain into any sanitary sewer nor to overflow upon or cause 
damage to any adjoining property. Provisions may be made for draining the contents of any 
swimming pool into a storm sewer, but such installation shall be subject to prior approval 
by the Plumbing Inspector.  
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(9) Filter system required. All private swimming pools within the meaning of this chapter 
must have, in connection therewith, some filtration system to assure proper circulation of 
the water therein and maintenance of the proper bacterial quality thereof.  


(10) Dirt bottoms prohibited. All swimming pools of a permanent nature shall have the sides 
and bottom of a smooth finish, and no sand or dirt bottom shall be permitted.

The group development section focuses on evaluating only three aspects of certain projects.  These 
generally include:  


• Waste bins to accommodate trash 
• Evaluation of building position on the site to accommodate possible lot division in 


the future 
• Pedestrian and bicycle accommodations  


 
These items are routinely part of the evaluation of any site plan; most of which are further evaluated 
as part of a Conditional Use Permit or Planned Development process.  The group development 
references are confusing and cumbersome to only focus on three primary items that are able to be 
evaluated through other aspects of review. 
 
We recommend removal of this section of code and associated references.

The Common Council of the City of Stoughton do repeal the following: 
 
Sec. 78-205(12) – Group Developments.  A group development is any development 


containing:  


(a)  Two or more structures containing principal land uses on the same lot;  
(b)  Any single structure on a single lot which contains five or more dwelling units or 


two or more non-residential uses; and/or,  
(c)  Any new institutional, commercial, and office buildings in excess of 5,000 gross 


square feet and to all multi-building group developments in which the combined 
total of all structures on a site, regardless of diverse ownership, use or tenancy, 
combine to exceed 5,000 square feet.  


(d)  Any building additions to institutional, commercial, and office buildings that bring 
the total building size to over 5,000 gross square feet. These regulations shall apply 
to the building addition, the older portions of the building constructed prior to the 
adoption of this section, and to the site.  


(e)  Common examples of group developments include six-unit apartment buildings, 
apartment complexes, condominium complexes, strip centers, shopping centers, and 
office centers. (One tenant office or commercial buildings containing less than 
5,000 square feet of gross floor area, four-unit apartment buildings, and other land 
uses in which each non-residential building contains only one tenant, or where the 
lot contains only one structure, or where each residential building contains four or 
fewer dwelling units, are not group developments even though such developments 
may contain parcels under common ownership.)  
A group development does not offer the ability to customize the regulations of this 
zoning ordinance as could be achieved using a planned development per subsection 
78-105(7). A group development approval is not required for an approved specific 
implementation plan.  


Any land use that is permitted as a Permitted by Right land use or as a Conditional 
land use within the applicable zoning district(s) is permitted to locate within a group 
development. The detailed land use regulations of this subsection that pertain to 
individual land uses shall also apply to individual land uses within a Group

Development, as will all other applicable provisions of this chapter. Therefore, land 
uses permitted by right in the Zoning District shall be permitted by right within an 
approved group development (unless otherwise restricted by the conditions of 
approval imposed during the conditional use approval for the group development as 
a whole), and land uses permitted as a conditional use in the Zoning District shall be 
permitted within the group development only with conditional use approval for the 
specific use. In all cases, the following conditional use conditions shall be applied to 
the group development as a whole, and to individual uses within the group 
development:  


1.  The development shall contain a sufficient number of waste bins to 
accommodate all trash and waste generated by the land uses in a convenient 
manner.  


2.  All development located within a group development shall be located so as to 
comply with the intent of this chapter regarding setbacks of structures and 
buildings from lot lines. As such, individual principal and accessory structures 
and buildings located within group developments shall be situated within 
building envelopes that serve to demonstrate complete compliance with said 
intent. Said building envelopes shall be depicted on the site plan required for 
review of group developments. The use of this approach to designing group 
developments will also ensure the facilitation of subdividing group 
developments in the future, (if such action is so desired).  


3.  The entire development shall provide for full and safe pedestrian and bicycle 
access within the development, and shall provide appropriate connections to 
the existing and planned pedestrian and bicycle facilities in the community 
and in surrounding neighborhoods, including sidewalk connections to all 
building entrances from all public streets. The development shall provide 
secure bicycle parking and pedestrian furniture in appropriate quantities and 
location. A central pedestrian gathering area shall be provided.  


(1312)  Division or combining of a lot. No recorded lot shall be divided into two or more lots, 
and no two or more recorded lots shall be combined into one or more lots, unless such 
division or combination results in the creation of lots, each of which conforms to all of 
the applicable regulations of the zoning district in which said lot is located (as set 
forth in this chapter). (See also the City of Stoughton Land Division Ordinance.)  


  
78-205(9) Number of buildings per lot: In the RH, SR-3, SR-4, SR-5 and SR-6 Districts, only 
one principal building shall be permitted on any one lot. In the TR-6, MR-10, MR-24, NO, PO, 
NB, PB, CB, PI, GI, HI and I Districts, more than one principal building shall be permitted on 
any one lot upon the granting of a conditional use permit for a large development in compliance 
with subsection 78-205(11) or a group development in compliance with subsection 78-205(12). 


78-206(1)(a)1  Single-family detached. Description: A dwelling designed for and occupied by 
not more than one family and having no roof, wall, or floor in common with any other 
dwelling unit. This dwelling unit type consists of a fully detached single-family residence 
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which is located on an individual lot or within a group or large development. The dwelling unit 
must be a site built structure built in compliance with the State of Wisconsin Uniform 
Dwelling Code (UDC), or may be a manufactured dwelling (modular home) as permitted by 
the UDC or a manufactured home as permitted by the HUD code. For any of these dwelling 
units, the use of a permanent, continuous UDC foundation is required. This dwelling unit type 
may not be split into two or more residences. Refer to the illustration below and to article I for 
setback requirements labeled in capital letters:  


78-206(1)(a)3  Twin-house. Description: These dwelling unit types consist of a single-family 
dwelling which is attached on one side to another single-family residence. A minimum 
building code required fire rated wall assembly division, separating living areas from the 
lowest level to flush against the underside of the roof is required between each dwelling unit. 
Upon the effective date of this ordinance amendment, all newly constructed twin homes are 
required to have a sanitary sewer lateral to the sanitary main and a public water lateral from the 
water main, for each individual dwelling unit. Separate water and sewer laterals, to the 
respective mains, are required when converting an existing duplex to a twin home or when 
building a new twin home. The two residences are located on separate lots. The twin house is 
distinguished from the duplex house merely by having each unit located on an individual lot or 
within a group or large development. These dwelling unit types may not be split into additional 
residences. A mutual maintenance agreement is recommended to be drafted and recorded 
between property owners to address for example; repair and/or replacement of the exterior 
components of the structure. Refer to the illustration on the following page and to Article I for 
setback requirements labeled in capital letters: 


78-206(1)(a)4  Two-flat house. Description: This dwelling unit type consists of a single-family 
residence, which is in complete compliance with the State of Wisconsin Uniform Dwelling 
Code (UDC), which has been converted into a two-family residence. The two residences are 
both located on the same lot or within the same group or large development. This dwelling unit 
type may not be split into additional residences. Where permitted, this use is a conditional use 
and must be approved through the procedures of section 78-905. Refer to the illustration below 
and to article I for setback requirements labeled in capital letters:  


78-206(1)(a)5  Townhouse. Description: This dwelling unit type consists of attached, two-
story, single-family residences, each having a private, individual access. This dwelling unit 
type is located on its own lot or within a group or large development and may not be split into 
additional residences. A minimum building code required fire rated wall assembly division, 
separating living areas from the lowest level through the roof, and individual sanitary sewer 
and public water laterals, are required between each dwelling unit. No more than six and no 
less than three townhouse dwelling units may be attached per group. All townhouse units 
within a development shall be located a minimum of 30 feet from the boundary of the 
development. Refer to the illustration below and to article I for setback requirements labeled in 
capital letters:  


78-206(1)(a)7  Apartment. Description: This dwelling unit type consists of an attached, multi-
family residence which takes access from a shared entrance or hallway. A minimum building 
code required fire rated wall assembly division, separating living areas from the lowest level to 
the underside of the roof, is required between each dwelling unit. No less than three dwelling 
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units may be located in a building. As part of the conditional use requirements for group 
developments, any development comprised of one or more buildings which contain four or 
more dwelling units shall provide additional site design features such as: underground parking, 
architectural elements, landscaping, and/or on-site recreational facilities. Refer to the 
illustration below and to article I for setback requirements labeled in capital letters: 


78-206(1)(a)8  Mobile home. Description: This dwelling unit type consists of a fully detached, single-
family residence, which has not received a Federal Manufactured Housing Certificate and which is 
located on an individual lot or within a group or large development. This dwelling unit type may not be 
split into two or more residences. Within 30 days of occupancy, the owner shall remove the axle and 
install skirting per the requirements of the plan commission. Refer to the illustration below and to 
article I for setback requirements labeled in capital letters:  


78-105(2)(a)2b  Group developments (per subsection 78-205(12))

Horizontal widths for parking rows, aisles, and 
modules shall be provided at widths no less than listed in Table 78-704(6)(j), and shown on the 
following page. Additional design standards apply to "Large Developments (See section 78-
205(11)) and “Group developments." (See section 78-205(12)) 
 
78-905(4)(d)  A site plan of the subject property as proposed for development. Said site plan 
shall conform to any and all the requirements of subsection 78-908(3). If the proposed 
conditional use is a large development (per subsection 78-205(11)) or a group development (per 
subsection 78-205(12)), a proposed preliminary plat or conceptual plat may be substituted for the 
required site plan, provided said plat contains all information required on said site plan per 
section 78-908;

Request by Phil Harrison to discuss banner and flag signage regulations. 
In 2009 the signage regulations of the zoning code were repealed and recreated.  We believe the 
intent at that time was to limit the distractions, clutter and unattractiveness that comes with most 
banners.   
 
We believe the regulations related to sandwich boards and flags in the downtown area were 
requested from the Chamber of Commerce and some downtown business owners. 
 
We are currently in the process of updating the signage section of the zoning code to meet the 
changes in State law.  This will likely be a 1-2 year process. 
 
 
CITY OF STOUGHTON REQUIREMENTS: 
 
WHERE ARE BANNERS CURRENTLY ALLOWED? 


 Exempt for commercial building front walls for up to 30 days.  After 30 days banners 
require a permit and are treated like front wall signage.  All banners have to meet the square 
footage requirements for front wall signage. (10% of wall, maximum 165 sq. ft.) 


 Exempt for residential uses. 
 Exempt for churches, schools and non-profit organizations but may only be placed 30 days 


before an event and 3 days after. 
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WHERE ARE (FEATHER) FLAGS FOR ADVERTISING CURRENTLY ALLOWED? 


 No permit is required for one "open" flag per business along Main Street from Page Street to 
Hillside Street which are placed only on Sundays. In the absence of an existing flag pole 
hole in the concrete, the business shall utilize an above-grade holder, positioned in-line with 
existing in-ground flag pole holes. 


 
WHERE ARE SANDWICH BOARD SIGNS CURRENTLY ALLOWED? 


 A permit is required for portable sandwich board-type signs on Main Street, between 
Hillside and Page Streets, adjacent to streets, on the sidewalk or on the parkrow, in the right-
of-way.  The signs can be a maximum of 4 feet tall, 3 feet wide and 12 square feet in area.  
Other requirements listed below. 


 
WHAT DO OTHER COMMUNITIES ALLOW FOR BANNERS AND FEATHER FLAGS? 
(NOTE:  THESE CODES ARE DIFFICULT TO INTERPRET) 
 
VILLAGE OF OREGON 


 Feather flags and banners are not allowed. 
 
CITY OF SUN PRAIRIE 


 3 wave banners (feather flags) per lot with 1 additional for every 200 feet of frontage.  
Maximum 14 feet in height and 3 feet in width.  No permit required. 


 3 flags per lot and 1 additional for every 200 feet of frontage.  No permit required. 
 


CITY OF VERONA 
 Feather flags and banners not allowed. 


 
CITY OF FITCHBURG 


 Permit commercial banners for up to 45 days per calendar year and they can be up to 40 
square feet in area. 


 
VILLAGE OF MCFARLAND 


 Generally allow banners by permit for up to 30 days. 
 Permitted for churches, schools and non-profit organizations but may only be placed 30 days 


before an event and 3 days after. 
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CITY OF STOUGHTON CODE SECTIONS RELATED TO BANNERS, FLAGS AND

CHAPTER 78 ZONING 
 
Sec.  78-803.  - Sign Permit Required. 
(2)  Exemptions. The following shall be exemptions to the sign permit and fee requirements in 


subsection (1) of this section:  
(a)  Flags or emblems of a government, sign of political, civic, philanthropic, educational or 


religious organizations displayed on private property. Political campaign signs must be 
removed within one week after election. Only one sign per candidate or political issue is 
permitted per lot. 


 
(h)  Signs accessory to residential uses permitted by subsections 78-811(1), (2) and (3), section 


78-812 and subsections 78-814(1)f, 78-814(7) and 78-814(8).  


(i)  Signs accessory to churches, schools or nonprofit institutions permitted by section 78-813  
 
Sec. 78-811. - Signs accessory to residential uses.   
(3)  Temporary signs, banners and strings of lights. Temporary signs, banners and strings of lights 


shall be permitted subject to the following regulations:  


(a)  Temporary signs, banners and strings of lights shall be located only on property occupied 
by the person contracting or placing the sign, banner or strings of lights.  


[(b)  Reserved.]  


(c)  Temporary signs used for birth announcements, graduations, anniversaries and other 
special events may be displayed no longer than ten consecutive days.  


(d)  No more than one temporary sign is permitted per dwelling unit. No such sign shall exceed 
12 square feet in area, four feet in height or three feet in width.  


(e)  No temporary sign shall be illuminated or equipped with moving parts.  


(f)  All temporary signs shall be constructed of materials sufficient to withstand heavy winds 
and shall be firmly anchored to the ground in a suitable manner.  


 
Sec. 78-813. - Signs accessory to churches, schools, or non-profit institutions.  
No sign accessory to any church, school or nonprofit institution shall be permitted except in 
compliance with the following regulations:  


(2)  Temporary signs, banners and displays for church, school, institutional or civic events are 
permitted but must be located on property owned or controlled by the church, school, 
institution, or civic organization or on public lands approved by the zoning administrator, and 
may be displayed only during a period commencing 30 days prior to the scheduled event and 
ending three days after closing date of the scheduled event.  


 
Sec. 78-810. - General construction standards.  
All signs constructed, erected, remodeled, relocated or expanded shall comply with the following 
standards:  
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(1)  Banners, pennants, streamers and strings of lights. No banners, pennants, streamers, strings of 
lights or any other similar sign shall be permitted, except:  


(a)  For churches, schools, civic and nonprofit organizations.  


(b)  For residential requirements see section 78-811.  


(c)  For business and industrial districts, provided that banners, pennants, streamers and strings 
of lights are affixed to the front wall and that lights do not flash. Strings of lights may also 
be affixed to vegetation. Banners must comply with the requirements of front wall signs 
per subsection 78-814(1). Banners and other similar temporary signs for the front wall are 
exempt when placed for no more than 30 days.  


(d)  For the Main Street Historic District: one avenue banner up to 10 square feet in area is 
allowed for each private light pole. An avenue banner is attached at the top and bottom of 
the banner to the light pole. Avenue banners shall be removed or replaced within 30 days 
of notice when faded to the point of illegibility or when damaged in any way. 


 
 


CHAPTER 64 STREETS AND RIGHT-OF-WAYS 
 
Sec. 64-9. - Street and right-of-way use.  
(a)  Purpose. The purpose of this section is to provide uniform, comprehensive standards and 


regulations regarding street openings, encumbrances, temporary commercial street signs, 
private property in street rights-of-way, and the procedure for requesting approval to improve 
or vacate alleys and rights-of-way.  


(b)  Street opening and encumbrance permits.  


(1)  A permit issued by city representatives shall be required for the following:  


a.  Excavation in any public right-of-way.  


b.  Any obstruction or encumbrance of a public way, for more than two hours. A 
dumpster is an example of an obstruction.  


c.  The moving of any building along or across any public way.  


d.  Fee for permits shall be adopted by Resolution by the Common Council.  


(2)  Exceptions. Subsection (a) shall not apply to the following:  


a.  Signs, clocks or awnings attached to a building which project not more than three feet 
into the public right-of-way and which do not extend below any point nine feet above 
the sidewalk or sixteen feet above a street or alley.  


b.  Public utility encumbrances.  


c.  Goods, wares, merchandise or fixtures being loaded or unloaded which do not extend 
more than three feet on the sidewalk, provided such goods, wares, etc., do not remain 
thereon for more than two hours.  


d.  Sandwich board signs regulated under subsection (f).  


  
(f)  Sandwich board signs.  
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(1)  Portable sandwich board-type signs are permitted on Main Street, between Hillside and 
Page Streets, adjacent to streets, on the sidewalk or on the parkrow, in the right-of-way as 
follows:  


(2)  Permit required. A permit from the department of planning and development shall be 
required for sandwich board signs which shall meet the following standards:  


a.  The maximum size shall be 12 square feet with a base width not exceeding three feet.  


b.  Height shall not exceed a maximum of four feet.  


c.  Sign shall be setback 2 feet minimum from curb face. An unobstructed area of four 
feet shall be provided for pedestrian traffic.  


d.  Signs shall not be illuminated or reflective.  


e.  Not more than one such sign permitted per business.  


f.  Signs must be stored inside overnight and/or when the business is closed.  


g.  These signs are permitted only on Main Street, between Hillside and Page Street 
because this area is a unique business district in the city, and because of the historic 
nature of the area.  


h.  Any business that fails to comply with the provisions of this section, after receiving 
one warning, will lose its privilege to display a sandwich board sign for a six-month 
period. 


 
(g)  Private property in street rights-of-way.  


(1)  Private property adjacent to streets, in street rights-of-way, is permitted as follows:  


(2)  Permit required. A permit from the street superintendent shall be required for the 
following:  


Any structure, installation or construction adjacent to the street, in the public right-of-way 
or park row, of private property for longer than 90 consecutive days, such as lamp posts, 
hitching posts, benches, sculpture or other art, decoration or improvement. Except that no 
permit is required for one "open" flag per business along Main Street from Page Street to 
Hillside Street which are placed only on Sundays. In the absence of an existing flag pole 
hole in the concrete, the business shall utilize an above-grade holder, positioned in-line 
with existing in-ground flag pole holes.

Phil is a city resident who can make his case better than I, but he is requesting a way to accommodate such 
flags within city ordinance. To me, this is a reasonable request that does no harm in a time when the service 
industry is really struggling. But I recognize there must be a history of similar requests. Tim or Tom, Is there 
context you could add about why the sign ordinance is the way it is?  


This also intersects with CACP's conversations around regulating food trucks. I'm not sure we had given much 
thought to this angle.

Discuss potential code amendments to allow mobile food vending on private property. 
Due to recent increased interest in mobile food vending, staff has worked with the City Attorney’s 
to draft the provided ordinance amendments. 
 
Currently, mobile food vending on private property is not specifically covered within the zoning 
code so if there is mobile food vending happening, it essentially happens without any permitting or 
regulations in place.  Mobile food vending is not proposed to be allowed in residential or Central 
Business District areas (downtown). 
 
Some discussion points are: 


• Mobile food vending is seen as a temporary use.  Should this be considered a more 
permanent use?  The current proposal is to allow mobile food vending for up to 180 days per 
calendar year per vendor. 


• We are in the process of updating our sign ordinance.  What type of signage should be 
allowed for mobile food vending or temporary uses in general.  Currently, temporary uses 
can have 2 square foot signage placed on private property.  Signage on a vehicle is not 
typically regulated. 


• Should a special event licensed by the City also be required to get a zoning permit?

Description: Includes the The temporary display and sale of any items, on 


private property and outside the confines of a building, which that is not 


otherwise permitted as a permitted conditional use, or a special event 


otherwise regulated by the City Municipal Code. Examples of this land use 


include but are not limited to: seasonal garden shops sales, tent fireworks 


sales, vegetable and fruit sales, and Christmas tree sales., bratwurst stands, 


and up to three garage sales per year.  


 


1. Temporary use regulations: 


 


a. The user shall provide a layout of the activities to the director of 


planning and development for approval prior to any activity. Prior to 


commencing any activities under this subsection, a site plan of the 


subject property must be approved by the zoning administrator. The 


site plan must conform to all applicable requirements of subsection

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c. The person seeking approval of the temporary use must obtain, and 


submit to the zoning administrator, written authorization from the 


property owner. 


 


d. A temporary use permit issued under this subsection shall be issued 


for a specified number of days, but no more than 180 consecutive 


days. 


  


e. A person may be issued a temporary use permit for a particular 


activity no more than once per calendar year.  


 


f. The display and sale of items shall not be permitted in the public right-


of-way nor in any required bufferyard or landscaped area.  


 


g. The temporary use shall not use any required parking for the existing 


uses of the site.  


 


h. The temporary use shall not impair traffic or pedestrian flow, nor shall 


it obstruct vision for intersecting streets, driveways, sidewalks or 


other traffic areas.  


 


i. Signage shall comply with the requirements for temporary signs in 


subsection 78-811(3).  


 


j. If the temporary use is located on property adjacent to residential 


property, sales and display activities shall be limited to daylight hours.  


 


k. The temporary use shall not create a nuisance for neighboring 


properties, including those related to noise, lighting, dust, trash and 


late operating hours.

Section 5. Sec. 78-206(9)(j) is created to read:  


 


 (j)  Mobile food vending.  


 


Description: Mobile food vending is the retail sale of food or beverages to 


the general public from a mobile food vending vehicle. A mobile food 


vending vehicle may operate in any zoning district except in the Central 


Business District and residential districts. 
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1. Regulations:  


 


a. Prior to commencing any activities under this subsection, a site 


plan of the subject property must be approved by the zoning 


administrator. The site plan must conform to all applicable 


requirements of subsection 78-908(3), as determined by the zoning 


administrator.   


 


b. The temporary use must be approved under section 78-906. 


 


c. The person seeking approval of the temporary use must obtain, and 


submit to the zoning administrator, written authorization from the 


property owner.  


 


d. Mobile food vending shall not be permitted in the public right-of-


way nor in any required bufferyard or landscaped area.  


 


e. A temporary use permit issued under this subsection shall be 


issued for a specified number of days, but no more than 180 


consecutive days.  


 


f. A person may be issued a temporary use permit for mobile food 


vending no more than once per calendar year per mobile food 


vending vehicle. 


 


g. A mobile food vending vehicle shall not use any required parking 


for the existing uses of the site.  


 


h. Mobile food vending shall not impair traffic or pedestrian flow, 


nor shall it obstruct vision for intersecting streets, driveways, 


sidewalks or other traffic areas.  


 


i. Signage shall comply with the requirements for temporary signs 


in subsection 78-811(3).  


 


j. Mobile food vending may occur only between the hours of 7:00 


a.m. and 9:00 p.m.  


 


k. Mobile food vending shall not create a nuisance for neighboring 


properties, including those related to noise, lighting, dust, trash 


and late operating hours. 
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l. A mobile food vendor must comply with all food preparation and 


sanitation regulations of the Wisconsin Food Code and Public 


Health Madison & Dane County, and each mobile food vending 


vehicle must be licensed to sell food and beverages by Public 


Health Madison & Dane County or by the State of Wisconsin.  


 


m. To encourage the success of City-licensed special events or other 


City-approved events, no mobile food vending vehicle shall be 


permitted within five hundred (500) feet of the event premises 


during the hours approved for such event, unless the mobile food 


vending unit is part of the aforementioned event.  


 


n. Connection of a mobile food vending vehicle to a public source of 


electricity, water, or sewer is prohibited.  


 


Section 5. Sec. 78-206(9)(k) is created to read:  


 


(k) Mobile food vending at special events.  


 


Description: This land use allows the operation of a mobile food vending 


vehicle in conjunction with a special event licensed under Ch. 14, Art. XVIII 


and with the authorization of the special event licensee.  


 


1. Temporary use regulations.  


 


a. The mobile food vending vehicle must be located on premises 


controlled by the special event licensee and shall operate in strict 


conformance with any conditions imposed under the special event 


license and only during the hours approved for the event.  


 


b. A mobile food vending vendor must comply with all food preparation 


and sanitation regulations of the Wisconsin Food Code and Public 


Health Madison & Dane County, and each mobile food vending 


vehicle must be licensed to sell food and beverages by Public Health 


Madison & Dane County or by the State of Wisconsin. 


 


Section 6. Sec. 78-906 is amended to read:  


 


(1) Purpose. 


 


(a) The purpose of this section is to provide regulations that govern the 


procedure and requirements for the review and approval, or denial, of 


proposed temporary use. 
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(b) Temporary uses are those uses that have the potential to create undesirable 


impacts on nearby properties if allowed to develop simply under the general 


requirements of this chapter. In addition to such potential, temporary uses 


also have the potential to create undesirable impacts on nearby properties that 


potentially cannot be determined except on a case-by-case basis. In order to 


prevent this from occurring, all temporary uses are required to meet certain 


procedural requirements applicable only to temporary uses, in addition to the 


general requirements of this chapter and the requirements of the zoning 


district in which the subject property is located. 


 


(c) Land uses which fail to meet one, but not more than one, of the requirements 


for temporary uses of section 78-206 may be reviewed as a conditional use. 


(See subsection 78-202(2)) 


 


(2) Regulations applicable to all temporary uses. No public hearing is required to 


review a temporary use, however, a demonstration that the developer applicant 


proposes to meet all temporary use requirements of this article must be made at the 


time of site plan application. Furthermore, no building temporary use permit shall 


be issued for any development application that does not comply with all 


requirements of this chapter (see section 78-909). Any temporary use found not to 


be in compliance with the terms of this chapter shall be considered in violation of 


this Code and shall be subject to all applicable procedures and penalties. 


 


(3) Application requirements. All applications for proposed temporary uses, shall be 


approved as complete by the zoning administrator prior to certification review of 


the proposed temporary use. Said complete application shall be comprised of all of 


the following: 


 


(a) A map of the subject property showing all lands for which the temporary use 


is proposed, and all other lands within 300 feet of the boundaries of the 


subject property. Said map shall clearly indicate the current zoning of the 


subject property and its environs, and the jurisdiction(s) which maintains that 


control. Said map and all its parts and attachments shall be submitted in a 


form which is clearly reproducible with a photocopier, and shall be at a scale 


which is not less than one inch equals 800 feet. All lot dimensions of the 


subject property, a graphic scale, and a north arrow shall be provided; 


 


(b) A map, such as the planned land use map, of the generalized location of the 


subject property in relation to the city as a whole; 


 


(c) A written description of the proposed temporary use describing the type of 


activities, buildings, and structures proposed for the subject property and 


their general specific locations; 
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(d) The zoning administrator may require a A site plan of the subject property is 


required. Said site plan shall conform to any and all applicable the 


requirements of subsection 78-908(3) as determined by the zoning 


administrator; 


 


(4) Approval by the zoning administrator. Approval of a temporary use shall be by the 


zoning administrator following review of said complete application per subsection 


(3) above; and 


 


(5) Fee. A fee may shall be required for this procedure. Refer to section 78-919.
