4. Project Updates

Kettle Park West Phase 2 Parkland
Jim Bricker and Dan O’Callaghan presented and answered questions about the park plan that had been seen at the Committee of the Whole. Hirsch talked of the perception that the park, with homes bordering, was not inviting to the residents across the street. Lynch felt the layout was consistent with other City parks, siting Virgin Lake Park as a good example. Lawrence felt the homes along the park would bring in much needed tax revenue. Selsor supported the park plan but did not support the overall project.
Motion by Lawrence, seconded by Swangstu to recommend to the Planning Commission, the approval of the proposed park plan in the Kettle Park West development. Motion passed 3-1 (Hirsch).

Division Street Park
Lynch shared the detailed riverbank restoration plan for the south side of Division St. Park. Conversation shifted to the history of the park lot line adjacent to the Spransy property. Lynch will provide more information on this subject.
Amundson Park Trail Extension
Lynch is working with Stoughton Hospital and Skaalen Home for easements. The plan is to develop the trail this summer in conjunction with the trail build on Hospital property. Efforts to expand the trail to the west are ongoing.

Veteran’s Park Court
The Public Works committee voted to install two temporary pickle ball courts for this summer on a trial basis. Usage and noise levels will be monitored. A decision on tennis and future pickle ball will be decided later. Lynch suggested using the double basketball courts at Mandt Park as a possible future pickle ball complex.
